In this county we have our flash floods, 
but these affect the smaller streams.

The headwaters of 
Right and Left Beaver Creeks in partic­
ular are sometimes hard hit, but the 
crisis has never arisen from these sources 
that could not be prepared for ere the 
waters flow a matter of twenty-thirty 
miles down into our Levisa Fork of the 
Big Sandy. 

And, furthermore-would it not seem 
reasonable to believe that the army en­
gineers who have approved canalization 
of the stream and who have had nation­
wide ext>erience in flood control, would 
have considered such a dire exigency? 

If we are wrong, we shall appreciate 
further particulars of the impending dis­
aster.

HOME STUDY COURSES 
UNDER THE G.l. BILL 

A veteran may pursue correspon- 1' 
dence courses provided the school 
offers resident courses which require 
regular attendance as well as corre­
spondence courses, and is on the I 
Veterans Administration list of ap­
proved schools. 

A resident school is one which of­
fers courses requiring regular atten­
dance in the school by trainees. A 
resident school which also offers 
correspondence courses may be en- ' 
rolled in by veterans whether or not 
the veteran attends the school for 
residence courses. 1 

Subsistence allowance will be paid 
to a veteran incident to his pursu­
ing a correspondence or home study 
course. The Veterans Administra- 1 
tion will pay the cost of correspon­
dence courses on the basis of the 
school's contractmal agreement wjth 
the Veterans Administration.
