overtook him and Hall ‘after they
had passed the Holbrook home and
that soon thereafter Holbrook came
following them at a half-run,
“Johnny said something I couldn’t
understand and Jesse asked him
what he meant. ‘I'll show you what
I mean,’ he quoted Holbrook as say=
ing. “T'll kill all three of you e

Both Holbrook and Jesse Anderson
thrust their hands under their eoats,
he added, Anderson drawing & revol-
ver and firing, He denied having
seen the weapon before or since and
on cross-examination admitted he
did not see a weapon of any kind in
Holbrook’s possession. Common-
wealth witnesses claimed Holbrook
was unarmed.

Commenting on the case before
rendering his decision on the motion
for bond, Judge Hill said, “I've al-
ways felt I have been too strict on
the question of bond in these felony
cases, but taking the life of & hu-
man being is a serious thing . . .
