Says Stephens' Order 
Dismissing Contest 
Suit vs. Davidson 
Declaring that he and his victo­

rious opponent for the Democratic 
nomination for Floyd County Judge, 
Alex L. Davidson, had reached "an 
agreement and understanding with 
reference to graft and its elimina­
tion . . . in the fiscal affairs of 
Floyd county," Circuit Judge Henry 
Stephens, Jr., last Friday dismissed 
his contest suit against Davidson. 

The order dismissing the contest 
action emphasized that settlement 
of the suit was made upon the con­
testant's own motion and that it was 
made "without cost to contestee, his 
friends, supporters or otherwise."

He cited 
Section 123.020 of the statutes which 
forbids an officer, agent, attorney or 
employe of a corporation operating 
under the laws of this state to use 
money or any thing of value to aid 
or advance the cause of any political 
party or candidate. The f:le~alty­
upon conViction for such offense <~ 
not less than $250 nor more than 
$1,000 fine and a jail sentence rang­
ing from three months to a year. 

These highlights of the instruc­
tions to the grand jury followed the 
routine instructions provided by law. 
"Under the law," Judge Stephens 
said, "it is the duty of the court to

A post-war program for 
agriculture improvement, he said, 
involves improvement of soils by aP­
plication of lime, growing of le­
gumes, drainage, strip-cropping and 
reforestation of steep land. Increas­
ed emphasis, he declared, must be 
placed on youth work, churches, ru­
ral electrification and roads. 

In summation he said, "Floyd 
county is endowed with its share 
of natural agricultural resour­
ces. With the wide-awake, intel­
ligent citizenship we have, great 
strides in effecting 1mprovements 
can be made when our energies are 
directed toward that goal."
