EYNOLDS, WHO SURVIVED ‘DEATH MARCH’,
OTHER JAP PRISON HORRORS, REPORTED
HAVING DIED ON HONSHU FEBRUARY 16

A Floyd countian who fell into
the hands of the Japanese in the
enemy’s conquest of Bataan and
Corregidor, in early 1942, who sur-
vived the infamous “death march” on
Bataan and all the sufferings and
indignities of life in Jap prison
camps, died last February, just as
victory was in sight.

The victim was Cpl. John Bud
Reynolds, medical corpsman, and
son of Ex-Magistrate and Mrs. W.
J. Reynolds, of Martin.

A week after a card was recelved
from him by his parents, stating
that he was in good health; a tele-
gram was received Saturday from
the War Department announcing
his death on Honshu, main island of
the Japanese archipelago, on Feb.
16. He was 33 years old at the time
of his death.

Whether he dled of starvation or
disease or fell a victim to a bomb
from American planes which laid
waste the Nipponese emplre's great-
er cities, is not known. The theory
was expressed that the card received
from Cpl. Reynolds recently had
been written last January.

For a time Cpl. Reynolds was held
prisoner at Camp Cabanatuan and
was removed from there to another
camp a short time before American
rangers effected their spectacular
liberation of Cabanatuan prisoners.

Suryviving, besides his parents, are
three brothers and three sisters:
Ralph Reynolds, of the navy, sta-
tioned in Panama; Bill Reynolds,
with the army air corps in Austria;
Parker Reynolds, of Martin, former-
ly of the army stationed in Alaska;
Mrs. H. H. Vincent, Martin; Mrs.
John Allen, of near Prestonsburg,
and Miss Doris Reynolds, of Martin.

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Now—Stand Up and Be Counted!

HE TIMES has long withheld any edi-

torial comment on the propesed ca-

nalization of the two forks of the
Big Sandy River.

Now, it definitely takes a stand. It
is convinced that such™ waterway im-
provement is not only feasible but just
and due to a section which, of all sec-
tions of the country, needs improvement.

This newspaper would bitterly op-
pose such an undertaking, were it con-
vinced that lock-and-damming of the

* waterway would impoverish the Chesa-
peake & Ohio railway serving this see-
tion and contributing heavily in the tax-
upkeep of the section’s local govern-
ments and schools. It would oppose such
a move if it were convinced.canalization
would benefit only a few to the detri-
ment of the many.

But the history of river improvement
offers proof that it does not provide ruin-
ous competition to existing railways.
Moreover, a Chesapeake & Ohio official
not long ago was quoted as stating at a
meeting in Ashland that water trans-

= portation on the Big Sandy would not

adversely affect his company. That
statement was published in the Ashland
Daily Independent and it has not been
denied. No retraction was demanded,
and so we accept it as true.

If any authority on the subjeect can
convince this mewspaper that such im-
provement would handicap the miners
and farmers, or the business men, of the
seetion affected, THE TIMES will
promptly reverse its stand. We do not
take the position of a baseball umpire
who in his alleged infallibility has not
fhe courzge to reverse his decision even

—  wwhon his error is not only palpable but
obviously unjust. Till that is done, we
shall contend that cheaper transporta-
fion rates, diverse means of transporta-
$ion and new industries will accrue to
the benefit of us all

While the railroad companies cannot
be held wholly responsible for all the
jrresponsible statements being made as
arguments against canalization, such
fictions—some would term them canards
against the parts of Kentucky and West
Virginia at question—do their cause no
good. Let us glance at two of these.

Writing in The Wheeling Intel-
ligencer under a Washington dateline,
Calvert L. Estill stated on Sept. 12: “As
practical men, they (the Congress) may
fully reaize the idiocy of wasting that
much of the people’s money to make a
canal out of tortuous hill eountry creeks
that you can wade across most places
without getting vour ankles wet, and can
spit across anywhere . . . "

Certainly this Mr. Estill is not rep-
resentative of those opposing river im-
provement in Eastern Kentucky. “Wade
across most places without getting your
ankles wet . . . spit across anywhere"—
shades of Baron Munchausen, of Ananias
and Sapphira!

Quotng from the same “all wet”
source of information on waterway im-
provements, comes up this:

“One of the unique features about
this ‘vast inland waterway' by which

Ohio, or the lower part of the Big Sandy,
back into the country:beyond William-
son and Pikeville, to try to fill the canal
it is proposed to dig so that boats can
move on it.”

Please, gentlemen!—let’s be rea-
sonable about this matter. “Over the
hills from the Ohio”! Geography is a
subject that should be studied by some
;\-‘ho pose mythical engineering prob-
ems.

Mr. Estill, in his learned article
from the national capital, declares this
whole matter poses a $65,000,000
question. He declares that if this thing
he terms the “Big Sandy asinity’” comes
to pass the taxpayers of this eountry will
be “out” a cool $65,000,000,

That is the figure we last saw, Mr.
Estill. But we would remind all and
sundry that that amount will be paid by
the taxpayers of this country for some
sort of rivers and harbors improvement,
or some other type of public improve-
ment, somewhere, whether in the Big
Sandy or in some spot a thousand miles
away. And we would inquire, since fed-
eral funds running into the billions will
be spent within the next few years, how
would sixty-five millions spent in the
Big Sandy affect us who pay taxes—and
who doesn't?—any more than the same
amount spent elsewhere?

The highways that have penetrated
this section and which have been accept-
ed as an integral part of modern-day
life—aren’t they competitors of the rail-
roads ? The landing fields of the next few
years, to be built at least in part by fed-
eral funds in every part of the United
States—pray tell us, will not these cost
us “dear taxpayers,” and will they not
supply a bit of competition to the rail-
roads?

This Big Sandy section has, outside
the mining industry it had before the
war began, been almost wholly by-pas-
sed by all new work growing out of the
conflict just ended. Its needs for the
future are great. Whatever will help it
shoud not be begrudged it by any busi-
ness or civic organization or by any
civic-minded citizen. \ y
_ Action in Washington on all this
1s a matter of only a few weeks. Action
from opponents here at home of eanal-
ization is a-flurry. Those who are for
such improvement have not long in
which to act. Now is the time to stand
up and be counted!

Southetn Bell Tells

Plans for Program
Involving Millions

A three hundred million to four
hundred million dollar construction
and installation program aimed to
meet the expanding telephone needs
of the Southeast was announced this
week by Hal S. Dumas, president of
the Southern Bell Telephone Com-
pany, through H. L. McCrary, Pike-
ville, group manager.

Mr. Dumas said the program, the |
largest ever undertaken by the Sou-
thérn Bell Company, would extend
over the next five or six years.

Some idea of the size of the pro-
gram is given by Mr. Dumas when
he points out that it means that
“we must in this comparatively short
period of time spend a sum for ex-
pansion about equal to the dollar
investment in the facilities we now
possess.”

A large proportion of the amount
to be spent by the telephone com-
pany in'the near future will go to-
ward clearing up pending applica-
tions for service; but, beyond that,
Southern Bell anticipates a period of |
substantial economic development
in the South which will necessitate
further telephone expansion to meet
the growing requirements.

When

terests can contribute greatly

Progress Made in
“Test-Tube” Breeding

by J. W. Bartlett
Professor of Animal Husbandry
New Jersey Agricultural Experiment Station

Artificial insemination of live-
stock is expanding rapidly. The
first breeding cooperative using this method was
started in New Jersey in 1938. Today there are over
100 such units throughout the nation. Evidence o

the success of “test-tube’” breeding may be found
in the records of the New Jersey unit. "“Artificially
sired”” daughters produced 147 more butterfat and
99, more milk than their dams. Another survey
shows the average vield of 280 “'artificial” first-calf
heifers was 8,125 Ibs. of milk and 324.3 lbs. of fat
in 305 days.. This is 22.2% more milk and 24%
more fat than the average of all cows of all ages
in the U. S. A.

Such records as these are common, and indicate

that artificial insemination is good practice because
it pays off in improved herds, Jlowered costs and
higher production. Five points to remember are:
1. Good characteristics of proved sires become
available to large groups of livestock owners. . . .
2. Eliminating the herd bull makes it possible to
keep an extra female which should pay breeding
costs for the herd. . . . 3. Certain diseases which
might be spread by the sire are lessened. . . . 4. Ex-
amination of semen daily assures fertility of the
gire. . . . b. Participation in a planned breeding
program results in a community interest in better
livestock.

Mr. Kempster says it’s easy to select the good
layers. They are the hens with white bleached
shanks and with old, frayed and brittle plumage.
The slick hens with yellow legs and smooth
feathers are the ones that should be used for
poultry meat. They should be culled ouf of your
flock to maske room for mature, ready-to-lay
pullets now on the range. As it doesn’t pay to sell
laying hens, try to examine all individuals in your
flock carefully. A red comb and moist, expanded
vent are sure signs of a layer. If the vent is dry,
puckered and yellow, you may be certain that
hen has stopped laying for some time.

Hog cholera is a preventable
disease, and only by proper use of
preventive measures can your ani-
mals be protected. The only method
to insure your herd against an out-
break of the disease is by vaccina-
tion with hog cholera virus and
antiserum. Devitalized hogs (wormy
or sick hogs) are poor risks and
should not be vaccinated as the hog
hHas a mixl form of the disease. I
refuse to vaccinate hogs that appear
to be sick or infested with parisites.
There are a number of different|
methods and vaccines for immuniz-
ing hogs against hog cholera, and
all of these methods should be used
only by your veterinarian. Vaccina-
tion as practiced by an amateur or
unqgualified person frequently re-
quently results in an outbreak of the

How-
ever, many of the advertised drugs
and tonies for hog cholera are of no
hog cholera and
worthless.
Again I might state that the only
step in controlling this disease is
prevention; sanitation and vaccina-
