An Open Letter

TO THOSE WHO WILL SERVE ON
PETIT JURIES DURING THE CIRCUIT
COURT TERM BEGINNING HERE
MONDAY, SEPTEMBER 2:

S you will doubtless recall, the Com-

monwealth, not the defense, at the

last term of the Floyd cireuit court
sought changes of venue for two murder
trials. That's unusual proeedure, but
the Commonwealth declared that “such
a state of lawlessness exists in Floyd
county” that it could not have a fair
¢hance in the trial of men accused of
Inurder.
_ That didn’t mean that the state of
lawlessness referred to was such that
folks were being killed off like flies, that
armed thugs were roaming the high-
ways, shooting up and holding up every-
body they met, or that the processes of
_I-aw_ and order were being intimidated
by force or threat.

It meant that a relatively few citi-
gens, some of them influential, were up-
holding “glre and that the petit juries
of the county, on the whole, were falling
8o far short of doing their duty that the
Commonwealth did not care to risk
trial in this county at that time.

1t was E blunt charge against us
all; more particularly, it was a sear-
ing indictment of fhe county's petit

juries. If named no individual, be-
s tause a "}ai'ge percentdge *orT-the
people of this county want Ilaw

and order and some jurors at the last
term of court were good jurors, The
trouble was, there were g few so weak
fiorally ormentally or so timid of spirit
that duty eould not be seen or, if seen,
wag disregarded.

So it’s mp to you to redeem us all in
the eves of the law and in the esteem of
others.

“*You can do this in reasonably short
order. It will require the tse of your
thinking faculties, fortified by moral
courage and a desire to serve your coun-
ty in a high order of service. It will not
permit of any vacation such as jury ser-
vice somefimes is regarded. Your job
will be no sincure.

You will not be expected to convict
every man or woman accused of an of-
fense. It is common knowledge that a
grand jury indictment does not consti-
tute guilt.” But you will have to consider
the forces of law and order a necegsary
force in your lives and in those of others.
You will have to possess a desire to hold
guilty those who are guilty, regardless
of station in life or the power of influ-
ence behind them.

Most of all, after you have decided
upon a defendant’s guilt, you must have
the nerve to fix his penalty as long and
as hard as deserved. )

Above all, do not make the tragic
mistake of evaluating a life at so many
dollars per head or of tagging the price
of a girl’'s’or a woman’s honor in dollars
and cents.

You will have to decide who is guilty
and who is innocent. And if you would
make of the law anything but a travesty
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of justice, you will not déecide that a
man is guilty only a teeny-weeny bit. If
he is charged with murder and is guilty
of murder; he is due a penitentiary term
or the extreme penalty provided by law.
If he is innocent, certainly he should
not have to pay a fine or serve a jail
term—he should go free. There should
be no fence-straddling in this matter.

You know that; we know you do; we
are merely reminding jou.

Best wishes— and may we assure
vou that we will support you as long
as you do the job well.

Put an End to Ghoulish Voting

HE macabre business of voting the
dead for whatever candidate or cause
a few men espouse is on its way out

in Floyd county.

At last, an earnest effort is being made
to purge the voting registration lists of
the names of the departed. Also being
removed from the lists by the Floyd
County Purgation Board are the names
of persons who have left the county and
others who for legal reasons are no long-
er entitled to a ballot.

For this signdl service honest eitizens
will, first of all, be grateful to the Legis-
lature which enadted the law providing
for purgation to &tart with action’of the
election officers at the polls. Then they
will give just recognition to Eleetion
Commissioners George W. Snodgrass
and Alex H. Spradlin and County Clerk
Jarvis Allen for deing their duty in mak-
ing the final purgation as directed by the
poll officials.

It would have been easy for all con-
cerned to skip the whole thing—if the
election officers had failed to act and if
members of the Board had agreed that
was the thing to do.

In some preeincts, indeed, election of-
ficers did fail to do their le'zal duty to
start the registration purgation. It may
be asking a great deal of the Purgation
Board members, but THE TIMES hopes
they notify officers who were thus dere-
lict to ecome here and do the work they
are enjoined by law,

The purgation work started will put
an end to those crude tactics whereby a
dead person’s vote or that of a former
resident is cast with the ruthless inten-
tion of thus offsetting the votes of legal
voters.

There are a few, but not many, in
Floyd county who would prefer that the
dead, absent and imprisoned remain on
the voting lists. Such individuals would
desecrate the memory of the dead. It is
poor tribute to those gone ahead, that
their names be used as voters in the most
ghoulish sort of fraud, then buried in a
crooked ballot-box grave,

Let’s finish the job begun. Seme mis-
takes will be made—but they will be
honest mistakes,

One state not requiring periodie
motor vehicle inspection reported
through police records on accidents
that 27.7 per cent of the i
volved had poor brakes. That
could easily have been Kent

In the District of Columbia, with
periodic inspection, poor brakes rat-
ed 29 per cent as compared with
the 27.7 per cent in the foregoing
paragraph., Massachusetts, which
also has a sound inspection pro-
gram, rates 3.7. In New Jersey bad
brakes figured in 5.6 per cent of the
accidents.

The American Association of Mo-
tor Vehicle Administrators estimates
that 50 per cent of all present day
motor vehicles would fail to meet
the requirements of a 30-foot stop
at 20 miles per hour.

The experience of New Jersey is
proof that state inspection pays.
