WARNING! 
The Floyd County Health De­

partment Tuesday morning is­
sued the following warning: 

"The unusually high water 
during the past few days has 
created a very serious problem, 
due to the flooding of homes and 
water supplies, both public and 
orivate. Tyhoid fever, dysentery, 
imd other intestinal disorders 
are the diseases · most likely to 
follow. 

"All wells and other water sup­
plies in the flooded areas that are 
overflowed by the flood waters 
should be pumped or otherwise 
emptied, and the walls washed 
down with a strong chlorine solu­
tion. All wells that were not over­
flowed but which have filled with 
surface water may be all right if 
given a heavY charge of chlorine 
and allowed to stand two or three 
days before use. 

"All water in the flooded areas 
used for both drinking and in the 
preparation of food should be 
boiled before using. All people 
who are ill, and especially those 
ill or recuperating from influ­
enza in the flooded areas, should 
see that their homes are well 
dried out before going back in. 
All people who have not had . the 
tYPhoid vaccine during the past 
year should see their doctor or 
else come to the health depart­
ment office and get their immu­
nization at once. Two extra nurs­
es, a sanitary engineer and an in­
spector arrived Tuesday night to 
assist the county health depart­
ment with its prevention pro­
gram. The engineer and sanitary 
inspector will inspect and chlor­
inate the water supplies and the 
rmrses will conduct tyhoid clinics 
which will be set up at a number 
of places in Floyd county."

Rural Health Needs 
Stressed in Report 

"It is of utmost importance that 
rural communities consider methods 
of securing and maintaining the ser­
vices of good doctors, dentists and 
nurses," says Dean Thomas P. Coop­
er, of the Kentucky College of Ag­
riculture and Home Economics, in 
his report to the Committee for 
Kentucky. 

"Unless spec!flc ways are devel­
oped to attract them to rural areas, 
however, many communities may 
find that they still have too little 
medical service. 

"The development of small local 
clinics and hospitals is one means 
of accomplishing this purpose. Coun­
ty and municipally owned hospitals 
or clinics may be needed In some 
communities. Health co-operatives 
in which ~he members pay fixed 
sums each year for medical 
service, might attract physicians to 
some communities and bring medi­
cal services within reach of all. 
Group health insurance is one 
means of protecting against large 
unexpected medical and hospital ex­
penses. 

"The mobile medical and dental 
outfit used by the armed services 
may be adaptable to rural needs in 
Kentucky. It is possible, too, that 
surgical instruments, x-ray ma­
chines and equipment used by the 
armed forces may be purchased for 
use in rural areas. 

"The expansion of public health 
departments to communities where 
that service is unavailable at pres­
ent, is another possibility for im­
proving the health program of the 
community."
