The Big Sandy Waterway is a pro=
posed system of logks and dams in
the Tug and Levisa forks and the
Big Sandy river between William-
son and Pikeville and the Ohio river,
The waterway has been studied by |
United States army engineers who |
have had years of experience, and|
they have found that these rivers
contain sufficlent water with which
to operate this system of locks and |
dams. |

Congress has been authorizing and |
appropriating government funds for
the improvement of rivers and har-
bors, and this means that our state
taxes will not necessarily be in-
creased but rather that the greater
part of the money will be provided
through federal taxes. Then why try
to halt this great opportunity which
is being offered us?

The entire region will be helped by
this great water system. The cost of
hauling coal from the mines to the
industrial centers will be decreased.

Vocational Rehabilitation
Act Amended

Under the new law (Public Law
| 268, T8th Congress), approved by
President Truman on Dec. 28, 1945,
the Veterans Administration is per-
mitted to approve courses under the

yond the four-year period fixed in
| existing law. There is also extended
| from six to nine years after the end
|of the war, the time within which
| fraining may be furnished.

The Vocational Rehabilitation Act
| (Publiec Law 16, 78th Congress) re-
lates to the training of only the dis-
{ abled veterans of World War II, who
| are in receipt of pension at the rate
| of 10 per cent or more for a service
connected disability.

The new act: provides that the dis-
| abled veteran, while pursuing train-
ing, will be paid subsistence at a
minimum rate of $105 for a veteran
without dependents, $115 with a de-
pendent, and $10 per month addi-
tional for a child, $8 for each addi-
tional c¢hild and $15 for a depen-
dent parent.

Persons on terminal leave or
hospitalzed pending final dis-
|charge, are extended the benefits
|of this act. However, subsistence
| allowance will not be payable until
|the day following completion of
| the terminal leave or final dis-
| charge is received.
| Veterans who have served in the
| active m'litary or naval service
with Allied governments are enti-
|tled to the benefits of this act,
| provided they were citizens of the
United States at the time of en-
trance into such service. The vet-
erans must be residents of the
United States at the time their
claims are filed. A veteran is not
entitled 'to training if he is receiv-
ing similar benefits from the gov-
ernment of the Allied nation con-
cerned.

Notify V.A. When Address Changed

A check mailed by the Veterans
Administration may not be for-
warded to another postoffice even
though the payee has left a for-
warding address at the postoffice,
or instructed a friend or relative
to re-address the envelope. Al
must be returned to the Disbursing
Office, Treasury Department, and
may not be re-mailed except upon
written order of the payee over his
personal signature.

At the present time, the Veterans
Administration, Lexington, Ky. is
holding several hundred -checks
which cannot be delivered because
a written change of address has not
been received from the payee. Vet-
erans who have not received their
checks because of an address change
are urged to notify the V.A. of such
change immediately. All such notifi-
cations must include the old ad-
| dress as well as the new, and must
|also contaln the “C” or “claim”
number assigned.
