LEXINGTON, KY., March 14—( -\P)—Lquipment and ingredients
for mass production of mosnshine whiskey were seized today near
Frankfort—in the heart of the Kentucky bourbon country and only
a short distance from the State Capitol.

Federal Aleohol Tax Unit investigators, aided by state patrol-
men, confiscated 2,600 pounds of war-scarce sugar, 500 pounds of
bran and 150 gallons of fuel oil in a four-room frame building just

over the hill from the Capitol.

Four men were arrested in connection with the operation of
the still after officers had watched from a hillside as they loaded 176
zallons of meonshine into a discarded army iruck whick still bore
army stars and numbers and was painted olive drab.

E. M. Statton, Lexington, a United States Revenue agent, said
the still had a capacity of 3,000 gallons, “one of the most complete
ones I've seen in this part of the country. It was a Tegular distillery
—except for the license

This is why by the help of
God that I am out with every ounce of energy 1 pos-
sess to see the sale of liqguor become illegal in Floyd
county, or abolished from our county.

For the past twenty years I have been inter-
ested in Public Health and Welfar e, dlthough only
receiving a salary two years (1927 to 1929), in this
county. During these years I have watched some of
our finest men, both young and old, and a few
women either diseased, crippled or completely
mowed down by the use of liquor.

How could I sit idly by and see this coming
generation of fine, intelligent boys
mothers I helped guide in their welfare, probably
be like vietims? What price would you exchange
for their well-being, parents or loved ones, I ask
you? They may not see the handwriting on the
wall as we do, they may not be old enough to vote,
but we are!
