The Division of Game and Fish and 
many such clubs as Floyd county's are, 
this year of our Lord, working to restore 
what we and our forebears have taken 
from the fields, forests and streams over 
the generations. It is a slow, arduous 
grind. But the battle is being won. 

Their success is obvious. THE Tll\1ES 
wishes as much were being done in an­
other field of conservation. Sportsmen of 
the state are interested in this field, that

the soil, but this is a task that will require 
th thought and \York of others along 

h the sportsmen.

--......,__,_':-e referred to the six inches of top­
soil remaining after many years of ero­
sion during which the soil has been per­
mihecl to wash down the slopes and 
away the poetic ''hundred miles or 
more." 

Timberless, g1·assless slopes such as 
ours are undefended against the ravages 
of erosion; they, some day, will be an 
American Desert rising on the landscape 
at an ang-le. 

Will Flovd count\· and Kentucky wait 
too long to. begin th.is phase of con ·erva­
tion? 

\Vhnt needs to be done is this: The 
law should be changed to place rural 
highway building and improvement in 
the hands of the fiscal courts of the sev­
eral counties. Then, if $50,000 or any 
other amount is due Floyd county's rural 
road fund, or any other county's, exactly 
that much monev will be in the hands of 
the 1\Iagh;trates. and the County Judge 
who should k now, if anybody does, how 
and where th e money should be spent. 

Thus, each county could exercise its 
own ingenuity toward getting \'r'Ork done. 
As matters now stand, regardless of how 
much monev could be saved through 
(~Olmty admi'nistration of the rural high-,, 
way fund, regardles~ of how many more 
miles of highway could be built o r'inain­
tained, the law will not permj{'t11e coun­
ty to touch the money.J/te' fiscal court 
can only "sign up;' " ith the department 
under the pre$e~t law, then sit back, 
hope for the best and fear the profane 
criticism of their constituents. 

Some have opposed "home rule" of 
this fund, expressing the fear that fiscal 
~outts will mishandle the money. That is 
fearing Scylla more than Charybdis! 
Honest though administration by the 
state may be and probably is, as far as 
political exigencies will permit, it is 
worse than anything we can envision at 
the hands of fiscal courts in these days 
when publication of financial statements 
is mandatory. 

And, besides-if the fiscal courts ad­
minister the rural road funds, then we 
the people will know exactly whom to 
blame, and precisely where the fault lies. 
Moreover, at the next election, we would 
be in position to do something about it. 

This is a correction that can be made 
in state la \V at the next session of the 
General Assemblj'. The state association 
of County Attorneys, Sheriffs, County 
J uclges and Clerks starting work now 
with their Representatives and Sen­
ators can win this Yidory without fur­
ther' ado. Kentucky 's lawmali:ers will 
listen to them, fo;:, come election-time, 
these legislators will have earnest words 
to which they will urgently want their 
county officials to listen.

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Negotiations with the union have been going on since February 17. They 
are still proceeding and your telephone company has hopes that an agree· 
ment can be reached that will be fair to everybody. 

The Southern Bell Telephone Company be­
lieves that its employes should be well paid, 
and that their wages should compare favor­
ably with those paid by other concerns in the 
community for work requiring similar skill and 
equivalent training. To make sure that this 
policy is carried out, we are continuously com­
paring our wages v>'ith other wages. 

In the present negotiations with the union, 
we have offered a renewal of our present lib­
eral contract, but the union insists upon unrea·­
sonably large wage increases_ 

Wage Rate Increases in 1945 and 1946 
Amounted to Approximately 

26 Million Dollars 

Telephone employees' wage rates are now 
the highest in history. They have been in­
creased 75 percent since January, 1941. The 
largest increases have been in recent years, and 
only last year and in 1945, wage increases 
granted added approximately 26 million dollars 
to the annual pay of our employees. 

These are increases in wage rates and arc in 
addition to millions of dollars in regularly 
scheduled raises given our empoyees. 

This is an important point to r emember in 
any discussion of telephone wages. 

l 
· These regular raises have been an advantage 

to telephone employees for many years. 

Under our present contract, thousands of 
our employees receive wage increases as often 
as every three months. Other thousands receive 
increases every six months or every year. 

Here Are Some Typical Rates of Pay 

A five-day, 40-hour week is the basic work 
period. Non-supervisory employees, such as op­
erators, linemen, installers and repairmen re­
ceive overtime pay for work beyond eight hours 
a day, 40 hours a week, and also receive 
premium pay for Sunday, holiday and evening 
and night work. 

The following table shows some of the pres­
ent wages paid, according to the size of the 
telephone exchange:

Installer-Repairman ·- $ 27 to $ 56 per week 
Stenographer-Not usually needed. 

(These rates do not include premium pay 
mentioned above.) 

We believe most people would agree that 
these are good wages. There are, in addition to 
good wages, many other advantages in working 
for the Telephone Company, including pensions 
(\vith full cost paid by the Company), sickness 
and death benefits, attractive working condi­
tions, holidays with pay, and vacations with pay 
of one, two or three weeks, depending- on length 
of service. 

Union Demands Total $69,000,000 a Year. 
This is Equal to An Increase of $3.3 0 a 

Month in the Average Telephone Bill. 

The demands of the union on wages and other 
matters would increase the cost of providing 
t elephone service by about $69,000,000 a year. 
This comes to 70 percent of the Company's wage 
payments in 1946. It is more than six times our 
net income in 1946_ It would make our payroll 
alone over two million dollars more than the to­
tal of all the money we took in last year. 

In terms of the average telephone bill, it 
amounts to about $3.30 per month for every one 
of a little more than 1,731,000 telephone sub­
scribers, and it is the telephone· user, after all, 
who pays us the money that we pay out in wages. 
Wages that are too low are not fair to the em­
ployees- who do the work. Wages that are too 
high are not fair to the public-who buy the ser­
vice. 

\ 

Further Increases in Wages Would Necessitate 
Additional Increases in Our Rates 

We earnestly desire to go as far as poss1ble 
in meeting the wishes of our employees and the 
union. But their demands must be practical and 
realistic. The earnings of the Company are such 
that we are now appearing before the Public 
Service Commissions throughout the Southeast 
asking for increases in rates to help meet the 
cost of wage increases granted la~t year. Should 
present negotiations result in large wage in­
creases, we must immediately seek additional 
telephone rate increases to meet the increase in 
expenses. It is with this in mind that we are pro­
ceeding in our present negotiations with the 
union. 

An Obligation to the Public Welfare 

The Telephone Company is asking union lea­
dership to recognize the obligation of all of us 
to you-the public. We are pointing out to the 
union in our meetings that only by rendering a 
constantly improved service in the most efficient 
manner possible can the employees, the union, 
and the management continue to deserve your 
goodwill. We must not disregard the welfare 
of the public, either in our charge for service 
or the quality and continuity of the service we 
render. 

In view of the facts presented here, there does 
not seem to be justification for a complete revi­
sion of our working practices as requested by 
the union, nor for such large wage demands. Con­
sequently we have offered the union a year's re­
newal of the present liberal contract, but with 
the right to re-open the matter of wages at a 
time when changes in conditions may justify. 
We sincerely hope the union will accept this 
offer. 

We want to keep our employees happy about 
their wages and their jobs. We want to keep 
you pleased with your telephone rates and ser­
vice. And, we want to keep our investors satis­
fied about the money they have put in the tele­
phone business. For it takes all three-telephone 
user, worker and investor-to keep this busi­
ness going. 

A telephone strike would be such a serious 
thing for you, for telephone employees, and 
for the telephone company that everything 
possible is being done to prevent it. There is no 
excuse for a telephone strike.

The plant will be known as the 
Philip Sporn Plant, named after the 
Executive Vice-President and Chief 
Enginer of the American Gas and 
Electric Company in recognition of 
his leadership in the development of 
economical steam power generation 
and transmission. It will be located 
adjacent to a large coal acreage 
controlled by the company with 
sufficient coal underlying to supply 
the plant for about 30 years.

Food Sanitation 
During the past year we have 

not placed a grade on eating estab~ 
lishments, due to conditions that 
made it impossible for some to meet 
the requirements necessary for the 
grade, but have continued to m~ke 
regular inspections trying to Im­
prove the sanitation of the estab­
lshments. 

The purpose of the food 'handling 
progr,am is to protect the public 
against the spread of communicable 
diseases, to instruct the operators 
in the sanitary handling of foods 
and to inform the public as to the 
sanitary conditions which exist in 
the different food handling estab­
lishments. 

During 1946 our sanitary inspector 
made 456 visits to food-handling

Milk Control 
Nature's most nearly complete 

food is milk; therefore, just have it 
good. That is the slogan of the 
Floyd County Health Department. 
During the past year we have had 
four grade A raw milk dairies and 
one pasteurizing plant delivering 
milk in Prestonsburg, besides a small 
rmount of lower grade milk. Pres­
tonsburg is operating on an ordi­
rance of the U.S. Public Health 
Service requiling that all milk de­
llvered in the city must be labeled 
with the grade, as well as the name 
of the dairy delivering it. 

These dairies and the pasteurized 
~ource are under constant supervi­
sion of the healtn department. All 
dairies are inspected as least once 
each month and every ~ix weeks a 
s!'mple of milk from each dairy is 
~ubjected to a bacteriological test 
fo~· purity and bacterial count. All 
milk. handlers are required to have a 
1Jhys1cal examination, including a 
blood test each year before they are 
J:'!rmitted to work. The source of our 
pasteurized supply is furnished by 
Guyan Creameries, Huntington, W. 
Va .. and delivered into Floyd caunty 
by Spurlock Food Service. This milk 
is a high-grade product and one 
that we especially recommend for 
children, especially babies. Eighty­
six inspections of dairy farms were 
made during the year and 36 milk 
samples were tested. 

""latE>rnal Hygiene 
The health department through 

its clinics and nursin~ services has 
attempted to relieve pregnancy of 
some of its inherent dangers. Thru 
the nursing service, we llltve at­
tempted to educate expectant moth­
ers who are financially able to place 
themselves in the care of competent 
physicians early in pregnancy. To 
the indigent these services are pro­
Vided through the health depart­
ment clinics. These clinics are held 
on each Wednesday at the following 
places: Prestonsburz, vVayland, 
Wheelwright and McDowell. The 
following services were rendered 
during the past year: 38 clinics held, 
349 admitted, 196 submitted to ante­
partum nursery, 14 to post-partum

Due to the large population, high 
birth rate and high infant death 
rate, it became obvious early in he 
history of our health department 
that infant and pre-school care were 
two of our major problems. and spe­
cial emphasis has been placed on 
this phase Of the health program 
in an at;empt to reduce the infant 
and pre-school death rate. Clinics 
were organized in four of the most 
populous points in the county­
Prestonsburg, Wayland, Wheelwright 
and MCDoWell. Clinics are conducted 
at one of these points every Monday. 
At these clinics the supervision of 
the infants and pre-school is ex­
tended to the entire population, re­
gardless of economic status.. The 
services rendered at these <:linics 
are of two types, medical and nurs­
ing. Any person may bring a child 
to these clinics for examination and 
advice.
