Officials at the Columbus, Ohio,
Branch office of the Veterans Ad-
ministration  Tecently
World War II veterans in Ohio,
Michigan and Kentucky that they
may take correspendence courses af
government expense under the ed-
ucation and training provisiens of
the G.I. Bill

Although no subsistence allow-
ance is paid by VA, eligible veterans
may take correspcndence courses
through approved institutions, with
one-fourth of the enrollment time
charged against that period of ‘eli-
gibility. Total cost of the course is
limifed fo $500.

Veterans enrolled in educational
institutions or in job-training pro-
grams may augment their training
by correspondence cOUrses; ‘subject
to VA regulations.

READING POPULAR WITH
DISABLED VETERANS /

Hospitalized war yeterans in Ohio,
Michigan and Kentucky have at
their fingertips a wealth of infor-
tion and entertainment provided by
| beoks ranging from the classics to
| popular present-day novels.

Iibraries in the nine Veterans Ad-
ministration hospitals in the three
states confain nearly 84,000 books,
in addition to more than 5,000 tech-
nical books in the hospital medieal
library.

Oomfortable library reading rooms
are maintained at each VA hospital
for the use of ambulatory patients.
“Traveling” libraries also are pro-
vided, with books taken by cart to
the ' various wards where veterans
are bedfast.

During March, more than 8500
veteran patients read a total of 20,
484 books in the nine hospitals, an
individual average of two and one-
half beoks.
