Warns Sign Owners 
Of Proposed Action 

Owners of billboards signs or 
buildings erected to e1:croach upon 
the state highway rights-of-way are 
to be warned that such structures 
will be removed by the state at the 
owners' expense, Stephen Watkins, 
commissioner of the Departrnet:t of 
Highways, said this week. Encroach­
ment is only permitted in cases 
where sufficient right-of-way is 
available to prevent obstruction of 
view in the interest of traffic safety. 

"In a number of recent cases we 
have found that people have erected 
sigr s, billboards and even three­
story buildings en the state's right­
of-ways," Mr. Watkins said. "It is 
the policy of the depar tment to per­
mit temporary structures where 
sight-distances are not impaired, 
but such distances must be made by 
our own- staff of engineers before the 
work is' started. Those who contem­
plAte building dwellings, stores, gas­
oline stations, billboards or the erec­
tion of signs alorg the highway 
should first determine the property 
lines. A permit will not be granted 
for encroachmeJ:t on the state's 
right-of-ways unless the ch·curn­
stances warrant."
