SAYS STRIKE

Unless Welfare Fund
Is Ended by Either

Lewis or Congress

The National ©:cal Assopiation
‘Tuesday night served notice that &
new bituminous coal strike ds “in-
evitable” by July 1 unless John L.
Lewis agrees to give up the miners'
welfare fund or Congress passes a
remedial law.

Forney Johnston, counsel of the
Asscciation, gave thaf view of the
situation after testifying before toe
House Labor Committee,

He said the bituminous cgal in-
dustry, or at least a substantial part
of it, both North and South, “cannot
agree” {3 continue the fund which
was set up by the government after
it. seized 2,300 mines last May. The
government is. legally obligated to
return the mines before July 1.

Johnston also said it would be
“difficult” for Lewis, United Mine
Workers president, to retreat on the
issue.

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‘Keeping Up with the Joneses’

E vain buginess of “keeping up with

the Joneses” has been panned by

everybody from the most talented

Thirty miles to the south of us, Pike-
ville has set a pace that will sorely try us
if we are to keep near. That community
has already voted a bond issae of
$150,000 as its part of the financing
plan whereby it will gain a Class ITI air-
port at a total cost of $388,546.

Pikeville has taken the initiative and
thus gained the benefit of federal funds
which match the total of local moneys
to be expended. The meoney it has voted
for the project does not constitute a com-
munity indebtedness, either, The bonds
are enahling bonds and the airport proj-
eet itsell stands solely responsible for
their redemption. That is wherein Pike-
ville is far ahead as one of 12 Kentucky
cities to be allocated federal funds fer
pioneering in the new air age.

Years from now, the need for this civie
improvement and investment against the
future will become apparent. Time Wis
when good roads were as little valuedga
matter so infinitesmally small in the dis-
tance as men looked only with their eyes
and called not upon the “mind's eye,”
the imagination, that only a few earnest-
ly gave it either thought or effort. But
good roads became a positive necessity.
One day, adequate airports will be a ne-
cessity for any community wanting or
expecting to remain alive as an economic
factor in the scheme of things. Given
time, we all know this to be true.

Meanwhile, Pikeville and othér more
ambitious towns will be in the the ground
floor. Air travel and trade in these towns
will have already been developed to the
benefit of these places, And we shall
have to start, late, and slowly, and edge
forward, inch by inch, trying to catch
up, tryving to find our place in the sun
after having belatedly left the blissful
coolness of the shade.

Moreover, when that day comes that
sees us up and stirring, it may be that a
henevolent government will met be
gpending money helping communities to
build airports, _

Indeed, if we are to keep-upith our
neighbors, further sleeping on the mat-
ter will help us not at all.

Draw Jobless Benefits
In Last Month of Year

Frankfort, Ky, Feb. 1L (Spl.)—
Jobless benefit claimants in the state
collected 85237426 during the month
of January, the Eentucky Unem-
ployment. Compensation Commis-
sicn reporfed today, and added that
$4,770,306 ‘of this amount went to
unemployed veterans. Total pay-
ments were up $904,099 over the De-
cember figure of $4,243 327, and vet-
erans collected in January $919,785
more than the $3,850521 they re-
ceived in Degember.

During January the commission
wrote a total of 258241 checks, of
which 217182 went to veterans, and
41,059 to state claimants. In Decém-
ber the total number of checks writ-
ten was 204559, with 170,274 of these
going to veterans and 34,285 to other
claimants.

PrestonSburg arvea figures for the
month are: State ¢laims, 839; inter-
state claims; §91; veterans’ claims,
9.088. _

While elaims of veterans for bene-
fits declined in January and pay-
ment, totals increased, commission
officials explained this was due to a
lag in payments, adding that much
of the money shown as paid out in
the January report was paid on
claims filed in December.

The increase in claims of any
payment: fa state claimants during
the month jwas attributed to the
usual fluetuation in these Sgures re-
sulting from the semi-monthly sys-

points.

The break-down in veterans’ pay-
ments showed unemployed veterans
drawing $4212,843 in January, with
self-employed veterans receiving
$557,463. -

State eclaims for the month of
January totaled 44,830; interstate
claims 13,587, and veterans' claims
184,511, for an overall total of 242.-
