24 Died of Malady 
Last Year, Annual 
Health Report Says 
Floyd county's record of 24 deaths 

from tuberculosis in 1946 and at 
least 250 other persons suffering 
from the malady was termed 
"shameful" by Dr. Jl.farvin Ransdell, 
director of the Floyd County Health 
Department, in the department's 
20th annual report, recently released. 

Tuberculosis, the report pointed 
out, is the county's No. 2 killer, caus­
ing approximately one-fourth of all 
deaths over the last few yeaJS and 
1ts VICtims are exceeded m number 
only by those succumbing t.o heart 
disease. 

The other eight leading causes of 
deaths in the county, in order, are 
listed in the report as cancer cere­
bral hemorrhage, accidents. pneu­
monia, nephritis. senility, diseases 
of the digestive system and diar­
rheas. 

Commenting on the battle against 
tuberculosis and the disturbin~ 
spread of the disease, Dr. Ransdell 
wrote, in part: 

"Many of these deaths could have 
been prevented and the spread cut 
to a minimum if adequate sanatoria 
were ava1lable. The 1943 legislature 
authorized the erection cf five new 
sanatoria in Kentucky, one to be lo­
cated in this district 'at Ashland, 
but due to wartime restriction;; and 
lack of matenals, ground was not 
broken until this past fall and at 
this tune it appear.~ to bf' many 
months before we will be able to get 

when adequate sanatoria are avail­
able for treatment of our cases are 
we going to be able to lower the 
death rate. 

"During the past year the health 
department made diagnoses and 
started some kind of treatment on 
15 new cases of tuberculosis. We 
now have on our records 25U cases 
of active tuberculosis, to say nothing 
of the other active cases on whom 
we have no records. We have been 
fortunate in getting about 10 people 
in sanatcria in different places. At 
present we have patients in sana­
toria in Virginia, North Carolina. 
Ohio and our own Hazelwood at 
Louisville. Wh1le we have been for­
tunate to hcspitallze the.c;e 10 pa­
tients, we have at least a hundre.d 
that should be in sanatoria at th1s 
time. Cases remaining at home can­
not get proper treatment and care 
and are always a source of danger 
to other members o1 the familY and 
their friends. To ill us tate: One fam­
ily in this connty has lost a mother 
and two daughters in the past 12 
months, a younger sister 15 years old 
hall an active case and two other 
s1sters have x-ray picture~. in Lou­
isville, as this is being wntten, as 
suspects. 

"W1th the addition of an x-ray 
machine to our office in December 
of last year we hope to be able to 
weed out the active cases and see 
that some type of treatment is insti­
tuted. It is ou1· ultimate goal to be 
able to seek out all family contacts 
of known Cl).ses and get x-ray pic­
tures on all cases. These x-rays arc 
free and may be secured at the 
health department office any day 

from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m., and we beg 
)OU to come m and have a picture 
made. Only when a diagnosis lS 
made early do we have much chance 
to effect a cure. Last year, we mad;~ 
hearlY 2,000 x-ray pictures in this 
countY. This year, with our modern 
facilities. we should be able to x-1·ay 
a large part of the population. The 
Floyd County Board of Education 
is enforcing the law requiring all 
teachers, bus drivers ar.d janitors 
to furnish this board with evidence 
that they are free of contagious 
diseases. This must include x-ray 
examination. 

The State Board ofHealth in co­
operation with local health depart­
ments is re-vamping the entire tl!­
berculosis program of the state. Tl11s 
will Include better reporting by doc­
tors of the disease, better records, 
and more frequent visits by nursE's 
to the homes and ultimately more 
.sanatorium treatment. 

"If bombs of some foreign nation 
took the lives of as many people as 
does tuberculosls. our nation would 
rise in indignation and pour forth 
nullions of men and billions of dol­
lars in material to conquer and de­
stroy our enemy. Why can't a mere 
rractwn ot th1s amonnt be expen,1-
ed to stamp out tuberculosi.'i?" '
