CONN JURY
DISAGREES

Hall Slaying Trial
Ends at Salyersville
After Four-Day Hearing

The jury in the Conn case was
dismissed this morning as hopelessly
disagreed.

This meorning (Thursday) at 9
o'cleck a Magoffin county jury began
deliberating the guilt or innocence
of Deputy Sheriff Harold Conn, of
this ecounty, charged with murder
in the slaying, Jan. 11, last, near
Boldman, of Arthur Hall, 33.

The case was transferred to Ma-
goffin county on a change of venue
asked by the Commonwealth at an
earlier court term here. The trial
began with the empaneling ¢f a jury
Monday and attorneys’ arguments
ended late Wednesday.

The slaying of Hall took place in
a store and restaurant operated by
B. H. Toler, and the main divergence
of Commonwealth and defense tes-
timony concerned Hall's possession
of a revolver. The defendant claimed
that as he entered the building to
arrest Hall the latter levelled a re-
voiver at him and pulled the trigger.
Other witnesses claimed Hall had a
gun at the time of the shooting. A
revolver, claimed by the defense to
be Hall's, was produced as an ex-
hibit. One cartridge had been snap-
ped on.

The Commonwealth, on the other
hand, produced testimony claiming
the vietim, a war veteran, was un-
armed at the time of the shooting.
Hall was shot two times. The shoot-
ing followed an earlier visit by Conn
to Toler's place of business and the
arrest of one man.

The trial was attended by a large
number of Floyd countians, includ-
ing several county officials.

Few details of the tragedy have
been Jearned but it was said that the
auto in which Major and Mrs. Sut-
ton were driving struck a post and
hurtled over an embankment. He
was instantly killed and his wife was
eritically injured. The accident oc-
curred only a few days after his
return to the United States from
Manila, where he had served in an
advisory capacity to the Philippine
army.

The victim, a son of Mr. and Mrs.
Ed Sutton, Sr., of Langley, enlisted
in the army air corps in August,
1940. He was the only bombardier to
g0 overseas with the rank of captain,
and, flving 38 missions, contributed
heavily to the Allied offensive in:
North Africa and Italy. At the age
of 24 he was a major and was said
to have been the youngest member
of the armed ferces to attain that
rank,

Flying 300 combat hours, he was
credited with dropping the-first Al-
lied bomb on Italy, and his official
record included the destruction by
bombing of six enemy ships, includ-
ing a cruiser and a destroyer. He
and other members of his crew were
interned in Turkey when their
bomber was forced down mnear
Smyrna.

Major Sutton received his early
education in the Maytown schools,
later attending Berea College and
the University of Alabama, and,
shortly before his army enlistment,
George Washington  University,
Washington, D.C. He had been a
member of the Methodist Church
ginee boyhood.

Despite his rapid advance in the
air corps and the attention his war-
time record earned him, he remain-
ed the friendly, unaffected youth
his friends and relatives had always
known and admired.

Surviving, besides his widow, the
former Evelyn Steffen, are his young
daughter, Vicky, his parents at May-
town, and two sisters, Mrs. Theodore
Snoddy, of Boldman, and Mrs. John
A. Crowe, Ludlow, Ky.

The body will be returned to the
Maytown residence of his parents,
it was said, but funeral arrange-
ments remain incomplete.

Casebolt, along with ‘two older
youths, was convieted of the armed
robbery of Hareld E, Roberts, 23,
Virgie, Ky., and was sentenced fo life
imprisonment last Friday by Circuit
Judge R. Monroe Fields.

The court decreed that the sev-
enth-grade schoolboy he removed to
the House of Refcrm ab Greendale
until he is 21, after which it was di-
rected that he be transferred to the
LaGrange Reformatory to serve the
rest of his sentence at hard labor.

Casebolt’'s companions, Homer
Zimmerman, 19, and Mark Smith,
23, were sentenced to life at La-
Grange. ;

| “The world demand for prbducts
of Kentucky farms is reflected in
the increase in farm land prices in
this state during
aceording to A. G. Brown, deputy
manager of the American Bankers
Association and director of its Agri-
cuitural Commission, repcrting . on
the farm land price situation ab a
recent series of banker -meetings
sponsored by the Kentucky Bankers
Assceldtion at Flemingsburg, Dry
Ridege, Somerset, Hcdegenville and
Princeton.

“Kentucky flarm land prices ae-
tually have advanced higher since
the beginning of World War II than
| they have-in any other state Mr.
Brown stated. “As of July 1, 1947,
[they have increased 145 per cent
| over March 1, 1939, against an ave-
| rage increase of'93 per cent for the
rest ¢f the ngtion during the 12
months: ended July 1, 1947
stated. “The increase in Kentucky
| was 16 per cent as against 10 per
cent for the country as a whole.”

“In 1946 the banks of Kentucky

The OHhio river, which forms
West Virginia’s 277-mile border
on the northwest and west,
the state’s principal waterway.
It has a nine-foot channel as
has also the Xanawha river,
which is lccked from its: mouth
to Karawha Falls, a distance of
9015 miles. The Monongahela
river, a direct water conneetion
between the northern West Vir-
ginia coal fields and Pittsburgh,
is locked for slackwater naviga-
tien. for 37 miles within' West
Virginia with commercial chan-
nels extending three miles In
each of ftwo ftributaries, the
West Fork and the Tygart riv-
ers. The Little Kanawlha river,
with a four-fcot channel, is
open for navigaticen a distance
of 48 miles,

I was looking for one thing—
the relationship between cheap
water transportation and indus-
trial expansion—and while I in-

My findings far exceeded my
expectations. FEach improved
river was lined with great mills,
factories, refineries, mines and
quarries, Theére was not one but
many industrial plants costing
millions to build and employing
thousands of workers.

The ehemical industry has fol=-
lowed cheap transportation up
the Kanawha river to find ample
water supplies furnished by a
river dammed primarily for
slackwater navigation but pro-
viding as by-products water re-
sources of hydroelectric power.

West Virginia’s coal deposits
are fully exploited along her nav=
igable rivers, on which towbocats
push coal barges to nearby as
well as distant steel mills and
chemical factories.

And, of course, industrial ex-
parsion has been moving rapid-
ly down the Ohio Valley from
Pittsburgh and along 277 miles
of West Virginia boundary since
President Hoover, in 1929, dedi-

cated the last locks on that broad
boulevard of commerce.

1 asked Walter Hart, editor of
the Mecrgantown “Dominion
News,” why the $63,000,000 Hey-
den Chemical Works was located
¢n the Monongahela river at
Morgantown. His answer was the
same as I received fo all such
guestions:

“The improved river. When
the federal government improv-
ed the Monongahela river with
Iccks and dams it created the
two things most essential to
large-scale, modern industry—
cheap transportation and ample
and stable water reserves. There
is a city ¢f Morgantown because
it has an improved river.”

Here is a small part of the pie-
ture as a staffi correspondent
for the “Wall Street Journal”
saw it:

“Industrialists along the river
(Ohie) without batting an eye,
predict that within 10 years,
the territory from Wheeling to
Point Pleasant, W. Va., will have
firmly established chemcials as
cne of its major industrials,
alongside the stalwarts—coal,
steel, oil and gas. The upper
Ohio Valley some day will be one
of the leading chemical centers
of the country.

“Pittsburgh Plate Glass Com-
pany is already in with a big
plant. Americgn Cyanamid and
Chemical Corporation will build
a, $6,000,000 plant near St.
Mary's, W. Va., and Du Pont has
announced plans for a $10,-
000,000 plasfics plant near Park-
ershurg, W. Va. At Marietta,
pany is building a plant for
Ohio, the B. F. Geodrich Com-
plastic fabrication. Goodyear
Tire & Rubber Company is
seeking land for a plastics fac-
tory north of Natrium, W. Va.,
cn the Kanawha river.”

There are seven major rail-
reads and 23 other railroads
lines in West Virginia, and yet
the fabulous industrial growth
of the state has paralleled the
extension of river transporta-
tion. The state's manufacturing
output has multiplied five times
since 1812.

Improvement of the West Vir-
ginia rivers has created, between
the dams and locks pools from
four to 12 feet deep and -hun-
dreds of feet wide from which
the new industries draw a con-
stant water supply. Every river
town has its seaplane base wide-
1y used by private plane owners,
and each pool furnishes good

In the Allegheny Valley of
Western Pennsylvania lies vask
reserves of the same natural re=
sources which have been devel-
oped in several remote West
Virginia valleys through cheap
water transportation. For &
number of years it has been ap=
parent that other modes of
transportation could contribute
little more to the industrial de-
velopment of the valley and that
if the valley was to enjoy econ-
omie expansion, rather than ec-
enomic deterioration in the
postwar years, it must turn to
the extension of the inland
waterway system.

“Why Soil Conservation is Needed
in My County and How My Soil
Conservation District Has Helped
with the Problem.”

Of Costs Held Illegal
Dismissals On Payment

Frankfor, Ky, Sept. 25—Mark
Tackett, an attorney of Virgie, who
declared there should be an inves-
tigation of dismissal of prosecutions
upon payment of costs in Pike coun-
ty, was advised today the procedure
is illegal.

Asking about such dismisals in
Magistrates’ courts by the County
Attorney or one named to act for
him, Tackett wrote:

Attorney General Eldon S. Dum-
mit replied that dismissals can be
made only by the presiding judge,
though the prosecutor can recom-
mend them. Dummit also expressed
belief that Kentucky's Criminal
Code forbids assessing costs unless a
fine, however small, is imposed.

Answering other questions from
the Virgie attorney, the Attorney
General declared:

1. No one can act as an assistant
County Attorney, except in the ab-
sence of the County Attorney, and
the assistant must post bond and
take an oath and then is qualified
to receive the fees the County At-
torney would have received.

2. A County Judge is entitled to
fees in civil cases, but not in crim-
inal cases.

The 10 guestions thap World War
1T veterans ask most frequently
about job-training benefits under
the G.I. Bill are answered herewith
by Veterans Administration.

Veterans asked the questions in a
study that VA conducted recently
to learn how much they know about
their federal benefits. The questions
and answers follow;

Q. How much subsistence is paid
for on-the-job training and what is
the effect of the wage ceiling?

A, Veterans in job-trainine
the G.I. Bill receive $65 %ﬁg&deig
they have no dependents, or $90 a
month if they have che or more de-
per_‘ldent.s. I they are ea $175
(without dependents) cr $200 (with
dependents) exclusive of their sub-
sistence allowances, they are not

entitled to VA subsistence payments
under the law.

Q. What is the differenice between
on-tl}e-Job training and apprentice
training?

__A. The feld of on-the-job train=
ing is almost limitless. It includes

trade stabus, that has been approved
by a state approving agency. The
period of job-training must not be
less | than three months and more
fthan two yvears. Apprentice training
is similar to other jbb-training, but
it ‘only eovers certain skilled trades
of an apprenticeable nature. Instead
4 training under an employer, as
is the case of a veteran in job-train-
ing, the veteran-apprentice trains
under an apprenticeship council in
accordance with the standards es-
tablished by the eouncil governing
apprenticeship in each trade. Also,
apprentice training may run 0 a
maximum of four years.

Q. Does VA find
place for the veteran?

A. VA does net find an employer
for any veteran who desires to enter
job-training under the GI. Bill
However, veterans may get the a.s-l
sistance of state, municipal or other |
employment agencies in locating a
job-training establishment.

Q. How are places of job-train-
ing approved and how does a vet-
eran find out what establishments
are approved?

A. Training establishments are
approved hy state approving agen-
cies for job-training under the G.IL
Bill. All VA offices maintain a list
of approved establishments in the
area in which they are located.

Q. What tools and equipment
does VA furnish on-the-job train-
ees?

A. VA may pay for those tools
and equipment that are needed by
cther trainees for the satisfactory
pursuit of their training course,

Q. Will VA pay tuition for a|
veteran attending high school while
he is in job-training?

A. Yes, provided his. course. of
study is related to the vocation for
which he is training, or if the highj
school course is prescribed and rec-
| ommended as a part of his job-
training.

Q. What happens if the employer
dismisses the veteran from his job-
training situation?

A. The veteran’s training status
is terminated and his subsistence
allowance ceases. It is then up to
the veteran to seek another place
of employment with approved job-
training programs.

Q. What should the veteran do if
he is not satisfied with the job-
training he receives?

A. That is a matter for the vet-
i to decide for himself, but it
micht be advisable for him to seek

NE of my graduate students has become very much inferested in study-
O ing the places of scme county where people have congregated since
earlier times, Every county that we know would make & fascinating
subject for study. A map showing the places and a paper indicating the
rise and popularity of them wotld be a great addition to our knowiedge
of folk customs.

Springs everywhere have always been great centers of interest, Some
of them became the water supply fer the family, espetially when they
were located by or near a good home site. Others became quile early
neighborhood places where pienics were held or where a church grew up
or where camps were held, Our Sulphur Springs, a little more than a mile
from Fidelity, combined many things, for it was a place for camps and
picnics and also was the location of eur Methodist Church until the threat
of Kentucky Lake made it necessary to move the building to fthe village.

Our Devil’'s Pulpit,
near Fidelity, was a rock-crowned hill with a wide prospect; hence the
visitors always were taken there. Pine Bluff, on the Tennessee river, now
cverlooking Eentucky Lake, attracted many a picnic party frcm the ear-
liest days and is today the site of some cabins of people who live in the
county seat. Nearly every community that I have known has an suthentic
“lover’s leap,” with an impressive story attached. It might seem that
self-destruction by rejected lovers was once more prevalent than now.
Our haunted house, which I have told abcut elsewhere in this column,
was always viewed by us and our visibors with a bit of light laughter, be=
cause we always saw it in broad daylight; just how we would have felt
after pightiall I never tried fo find out. Many a time I have half-cén-
sciously taken boys on: walks with me in order fo lead them by the tree
on which a man was hanged by 4 mob long befcre I ever heard of Bowling
Green. I have always heard that such a tree would die; nothing was said
about how long it would fake to accomplish this fact. Anyway, the
haunted tree is dead, but I fear the ilinesses incident to old age had more
to do:with ifs demise than any unpleasant asscciation attached to it.

Disabled veterans ave entitled to
many federal berefits net available
lo the nondisabled, according to
Veterans Administration.

Some of these benefits are explain-
¢d in the following replies to the 10
juestiors most frequently asked by
disabled veferal's during a study VA
sonducted to learn how much they
know about the federal program:

Q. What henefits does. the dis-
abled veteran receive under fhe vo-
cational rehabilitation program that
are net available to him under the
G.I. Bill?

A. The disabled veteran receives
several additicnal benefits under the
Vocational Rehabilitation Act (Pub.
lie Law 16). Durihg his vocational
rehabilitation and for two months
after his employability has been es-
tablished, he receives at leas’ $105 if
1e has no dependents, cr $115 if he
1as a dependent, plus $10 for .one
*hild, $7 for each additional child:
ind $15 for a dependent parent. He
nay receive more than these guar-
wmteed minimums if his disability
sompensation, pensicn cr retirement
ay, plus the standard allowances
f $65 or $90 a month, is higher
than the amount guaranteed under
he act. Other @advantages include
sertain  traveling expenses, other
'han daily commutation; availabiliby
of a $100 government loan; exten-
sion of training enlistment under
certain conditions, dand personal
guidance and aftentichh by VA
trainne officers. Additional details
may be obtained at any VA office.

Q. Does VA help the disabled vet-
erann get a job after he finishes his
training?

A, Yes,

education, experierce, persoial de-
sires and present ability. He i8 re-
duired to take a series ¢f aptitude
| tests at a VA guidance center where
he is interviewed and counseled by a
group el highly trained specialists,
His desires will be permitted to geov-
ern in mcst cases, but the coinsel-
|ors. are reqguired to advise him
against starting a course for which
|his aptitude or physical limitations
do not ifisure a reasonable likeli-
hoecd of success, In short, this ad-
visement is reqguired under the pro-
gram to irsure the disabied veteran’s
proper rehabilifation.

@, Will the disabled veleran’s chs-
ability compensation be reduced if
Iie goes info training under this
pregiram?

A. No.

@. What happens il ihe disabled
veteran fails in
this program?
A. Generally, VA will take special
steps to enter him in another course
in whieh there i8 every likelihorcd
he will complete suceessfully. The
situation depends cn the facts and
circumstances in each case.

@. What are the conditions for
ie:iz_gm:'lity unger this program?

A. A disabled veteran must have
had active service on cr after Sept.
16, 1940 and before the official end
of the war, with a discharge under
conditions other than dishonaorable.
He alspo must have a compensable
service-connected disability and he
must show a need for vocational re-
habilitation to overcome the handi-
cap of his disability.

@. How much VA supervision and
assistance does the disabled veteran
gef in his training?

A, VA training officers: inform
and assist him in all matiers affect.
irg his training. They are contin-
ually en the alert for eircumstances
that might prevent his progress and
they exert exery effort to remove
there obstacles.

®@. What is the maximum length
of training a disabled veéteran can
eet under this program?

A, The maximum is four years;
however, VA may extend the time
if factors in any case warrant an
additional period ef  rehabilitation.

&Q, What
training under this program
comes ill or is injured?

A. Under such conditiors. if the
veleran is injured, suffers a relapse,
or if his disability is further aggra-
vafed during his training, he may
be granted an increase in the rate

~f his disahility compenrsation. If he
yequires hospitalization, it may be
furnished at government expense.

@. Must a disabled veteran go to
a vocational stheol or may he go to
4 liberal arts college, a high-schoel,
or similar institution under this
pregram?

A. He may enroll il any VA-ap-
proved ‘educational instituticn or
training establishment offering the
¢olirse or training which VA has
fsund he reeds to insure his proper
venabilitation in line with his own
