Inland Steel Nears 
Safety Compliance, 
Report Indicates 

Although numerous recent safety 
gains at the Wheelwright mine of 
the Inland Steel company have 
brought thls 5,500-ton-a-day devel­
opment intv substantial compliance 
with recognized safety standards, a 
federal Ie-inspection report issued 
by the Bureau of Mines also sug­
gests a few additional precautionary 
measuies. The mine employed 1,314 
men at the time of the June safety 
survey by Inspector Jack VIttitow. 

Among the recently-inst ituted 
safeguards cited in the report were 
compliance with the adopted tim­
bering standards, setting of perma­
nent timbers reasonably close to 
working faces, prcmpt replacement 
of dislodged timbers, fireproofing of 
the a:r duct leading to the 2-llorth 
ventilating fan, coursing of sufficient 
air thruugh the last entry crosscuts, 
driving of crcsscuts between rooms 
and entries at 60-foot intervals, in­
stallation of a·r-lock doors, suitable 
preshift examinations in the me­
chanical loading sections, and an ef­
fective rock -dusting program. 

Further betterments J'sted in the 
report embraced lifting jacks and 
gcngs for the locomotives, a ban on 
the use of open-flame ligh ts by 
workmen entering the mine from re­
mote areas, unobstructed l;l.aulage­
way clearance, several electrical 
safeguards, and the use of water to 
allay dust formed during cutting in 
about 15 per cent of the wcrking 
places.
