With the approach of a new ses­
sion of Congress, interest probably 
mounted higher here this week in 
Big Sandy river canalization than 
at any previous time. 

Part of this heightened interest 
stemmed from the doldrums in 
which Eastern Kentucky's coal in­
clu.stry is facing; part from the sup­
port to the cause of locks and dan1s 
given w~thin the week by the state's 
largest newspaper, The Courier­
Journal. 

A meeting of Big Sandy Valley As­
sociation leaders was scheduled to 
be held here Friday. 

The Courier-Journal, in an edi­
torial Wednesday, declared: "Com­
mon sense supports the Big Sandy 
canal." 

Joe Creason, staff writer for the 
Louisville paper, made a strong case 
for canalization in its edition of 
Dec 12. His editorial feature stressed 
these po·nts:

S!lrvey Says New Levels 
Of Lakes Not Harmful 
To Spring Spawning 
Lowering of the water level in 

TVA lakes this year w:ll not have an 
adverse effect on fishing in those 
waters, :.vraurice Henle, chief of the 
information section, Tennes.~ee Val­
ley Authority wrote last week in 
reply to an inquiry from Thomas 
Hereford, of Prestonsburg. 

During 1948, Henle explained, re­
quirements for navigation and elec­
tric pov.:er, coupled with a r elatively 
light ramfall, resulted in a "consid­
erable reduction" in the water levels 
of all TV A storage reservo'rs. stud­
ies, he added. have been made for 
several years in an effor t to deter­
mine if drawdovm of the water level 
hns any effect on f1sh population. 
A recent TVA report expressed this 
conclusion: 

"Population studies just completed 
at Norris, Cherokee, Douglas, Hi­
wassee, Nottely and Blue Ridge res­
ervoirs indicate that 1948 fish pop­
ulation in these waters was good. To 
date there is no evidence that srring 
drawdown has adversely affected 
spawning in TVA storage reser­
voirs." 

Many familiar with the TVA lakes 
contend, however, that drawdown of 
the '1\·ater sometimes leaves the 
spawn h'gh and dry, severely crip­
pling fish propagation, and also that 
many small fish are t rapped in small 
pockets where life is impossible over 
a long period.

"Grandma" was not reluctant to 
speak ~bout her travels. She said 
she saw some interesting things in 
New York and "there are some real 
clever people there." Places like 
Coney Island only confirmed her 
opinion that the end of the world 
is not only coming, "just like it says 
in the Scriptures," but "we're into 
it a right smart piece," she believes. 

"I never was so beat in my life," 
she recalled, in speaking of the New 
York playground. "They'd go in 
swimmin', old gray-haired men and 
women, then come paradin' right 
back t hrough town without puttin' 
anything else on. It was an abomina­
tion if I ever saw it."
