| Injunction proceeding of G. D.
| Ryan seeking to restrain Kessie Ak-
| ers from continuing to act as Police
Judge of the town.of Martin was
dismissed here Saturday afternoon
by Circuit Judge E. P. Hill, Jr., after
hearing of evidence and arguments
of opposing counsel.

Ryan, who was appointed Police
Judge by Governor Earle C. Clem-
ents, filed on Jan, 27 a mandatory
injunetion to require Akers, who was
elected police judge in 1945 for a
four-year term, to surrender records
of the office.

The plaintiff in the hearing held
Saturday contended he was entitled
to an Injunction as the rightful
holder of the office under the Goy-
ernor’s eommission, and contended
that Akers did not gqualify for the
office beeanise his bond was not
signed until last month, two yvears
after he entered office. Meanwhile,
an outgoing Town Board at Martin
had declared the office vacant.

Akers countered with the claim
that the office could not be claimed
by injunction and that Ryan had not
shown he did not have adequate
remedy af'law. The order of Judge
Hill, who was County Judge at the
time Akers took the oath of office,
approving Akers’ bond was also pro-
duced in Akers’ defense of his claim
fo the office.

Joe Hobson, attorney for Mr.
Ryan, said Tuesday an amended
petition to clear his elient’s claim
to the office will be filed this week.

The new measure, voted by the
House of Representatives, 60 to 33,
and by the Senate, 20 to 18, breaks
down the county unit system in tlhis |
wWay: :

1. Instead of the county being the
wet-dry voting unit, counties havingl
cities of the first four classes .are
divided into city and outside-gity
units, :
Any city of the first, second,
third or fourth eclass may hold its
own local option election.

3. If a wet county calls a wet-dry
election, votes cast by residents of
the city will be counted separately
from those of the county. Thus the
city may vote wet and the county |
dry, or vice versa, f

4. If a city votes dry, the entire |
eity must remain dry for three
years and no new election may be
called within that time. The same
holds true for the county outside the
city. If a city or county votes wet,
however, another election ctan be
called immediately in any precinet, |
group of precincts or magisterial
district.

CLAIM STATE
CONTROL PAYS

Perkins, Others Cite
Roadbuilding Record
In Neighboring States

Special to The Timeg

Frankfort, K¥., Feb, 2—Three
neighbor states have materially ad-
vanced their improved road mileage
by placing all roads under the juris-
diction of their state highway or-
ganizations, according fo a report
filed foday with Garrett L. Withers,
commissioner of ‘the Kentucky De-
partment of Highways. The report
was signed by McCracken County
Judge Brady M. Stewart, Chief As-
sistant Attorney-General Carl D.
Perkins and Design Director Dwight
H. Bray of the Department. Compar-
ative material was gathered by the
trio on ‘a survey irip to West Vir-
ginia, Virginia and North Carolina,

“West Virginia placed its entire
road mileage under state control in
1933, the report said. “Virginia's
secondary (rural) highway system
came. into 'being on Jan. 31, 1832,
The state took over all roads for
maintenance and improvement ex-
|cept: those in four counties, which
voted to retain local control, One of
these later joined the state system.
North. Carolina’'s General Assembly
voted the entire road system under
state contrel in 1931,

“West Vij'ginia income for high-

| way purpeses amounts to a total of
[about $35,060,000. One cent of the
| gasoline tax, all tifle fees, all poll
| tax' and an'added grant of $6,000,000

from the general fund is applied fo
the secomdary (rural) roads. This
gives the ‘state $11,000,000 for the
purpose. |

“In ths ,\.opininn of the vast ma-
jority, the state control system is so
superior in efficiency and so econ-
omical in cost, as compared with the
county system, that of those ques-
tioned, almost everyone was content
that state control in West Virginia
stay in force. h

“Virginia's overall state road in-
come for 1947 amounted fo $51,-
662,000  with $17,971,000 of state
funds being allocated to secondary
(rural) highway purposes. From the
time of the establishment of the
system to date, a total of $105,000,000
or an average of $7,500,000 a year has
been pxpended on secondary (rural)
highways. Mileage of black-top ru-
ral roads has increased from 2,065 in
1932 to more than 8,000 miles in
1946; mileage of lightly surfaced
rural roads from 9,000 in 1932 to
24,000 in 1946.

“Only 19 of the 100 counties in
North Carolina had passable county
roads when the state became respon-
sible for the upkeep of all rural
Today, 4,500 miles
have been paved and 25,000 miles of

| sand-clay roads have been main-

| tained by grading.

“The state collects about $54,-
500,000 yearly for all road purposes.
out of this sum $23,000,000, or al-
most half, is spen* on rural roads.
The rural appropriation is divided

$12,000,000 for maintenante and
$11,000,000 for improving additional
mileage,

“North Carolina has 30 highway
districts with 30 well-trained en-
gineers in charge. Each of the 100
counties has a competent road sup-
ervisor. West Virginia has 10 dis-
tricts, each with five counties. Resi-
dent enginers are in charge of the
districts with district engineers in
charge, and 57 sub-districts, each
with a resident engineer.”
