For your individual use, however,

| that all you need to breed worms is

half & barrel sgt in the ground and
| filled with rich soil over a three-inch
layer of gravel for drainage.’ The

[ animal manure, one of vegetable
| compost, beth thoroughly rotted, and
icme part loam. It should be worked
over several times so that it dees not
pack or heat. Sprinkle thoroughly
until the mass is damp and then
plant the worms three or four inches
deep. The sail must be kept moist,
but never sowet that pools stand on
the surface. From time to time, add
rinsings from milk bottles, thin corn-
meal mush, but never meaf seraps.

Incidentally, there is a de-
mand for worms by nurserymen as
well asianglers,

Thenlay soil in the deepest part and
set in oxyzenating plants which are
available at most pet stores.

Frogs should be introduced while
in the tadpole stage, as adults tend
to migrate back to the pond of their
birth.

Many Improvements
Made at Beaver No. 1,
Bureau Report States

A score and a half of safety im-
provements recently completed or
begun are lsted in an inspection
report on the Beaver No. 1 mine of
the Beaver Coal & Mining Company
at Drift, released by the Bureau of
Mines. The report also advises a
number of further safeguards, The
mine employed §3 men and produced
450 tons of coal a day when Leslie
Johuson inspected it in October and
November.

Inspector Johnson found timbering
in full compliance with the Federal
Mine Safety Code, He commended
the use of permissible explosives
fired in 8 permissible manner, and
reported that a new main ventilat-
ing fan was on hand and the exca-
vation for its installation has been
completed. He also cited progress in
the' replacement of wood stoppings
with incombustible ones and propos-
ed a ban on smoking.

Accumuanions of coal dust along
two abandoned conveyor lines and
some of the roadways should be Te-
moved, the inspeetor said. He ad-
