Bodies of four Betsy Layne men 
were removed this morning (Thurs­
day) from the truck mine of the 
Southern Elkhorn Coal Company, 
two miles south of Boldman, in Pike 
county, 18 hours or more after the 
four had suffocated in the monoxide­
filled mine entry.

Archie B. Layne, 33, son of Melvin 

Layne, and owner of an interest in 
the mine. 

Raymond Goble, 28, son of Mrs. 
Mayme Goble. 

Eugene Blackburn, 24, son of John 
Blackburn. 

George 1'\loles, Jr., 25, single, son 
of George Moles, Sr. 

All four were World War II vet­
erans. 

The tragedy was discovered this 
morning when wives .of two of the 
men appeared at the mine, anxious 
because their husbands had not re­
turned home. Eddie R,{)we, inspector, 
Sta.~e Department of Mines and 
1\linerals, was passing the mine loca­
tion at the time and investigated. 

Looking inside, he could see two 
of the bod:es. The other two were 
found approximately 20 feet farther 
inside. Rowe removed the bodies 
from the mine. 

Harry Thomas, chief of the De­
partment of Mines, said this after­
noon that the subsequent probe re­
vealed that only Goble, Blackburn 
and Moles were working when they 

fired an undetermined number of 
shots in the only room angling off 
from the entry of the new opera­
tion. The three apparently had 
walked into the main entry, away 
Irom the shot, and were overcome by 
carbon monoxide. 

"They lingered too long and were 
overcome," Mr. Thomas said. 

Layne, who was driving a truck 
hauling coal to a loading point, re­
turned and apparently went to the 
rescue of the three inside the mine 
and himself wa:; overcome, the in­
vestigation disclosed. 

One report received here said a 
man living in the vicinity of the 
mine fixed the time the shots were 
fired at "around 3 o'clock," Wednes­
day.

$2,071,000 Suggested 

Completion of the .Johns 
Creek flood control dam at 
Dewey, this county, was vir­
tually assured Tuesday ag 
the House Appropriations 
committee approved an al­
location of $2,071,000 for 
the project now well under 
construction. 

Congressional approval of 
the appropriations bill which 
includes the Floyd county 
project will be sought by 
May, and if voted by Con­
gress and okehed by Presi­
dent Truman '\Vill make 
available on July 1 sufficient 
funds for completion of the 
dam. 

Little danger of adverse 
action by Congress is seen, 
since the body itself last year 
restored the Johns Creek 
project to the appropriations 
bill after it had been lopped 
off in committee. At that 
time, Cong-ressional leaders 
assured Cong1·essman \V. 
Howes Meade that Congress 
was ready to help if the peo­
ple of this section would 
make their desires known. 

If the full $2,071,000 allocation is 
made, the Congress will have ap­
propriated a total of $5,216,000, cov­
ering entire cost of the big earth­
fill dam which is designed to reduce 
fioods on the Big Sandy an~ Ohio 
rivers. 

For the past few weeks, attorneys 
have been here making abstracts of 
titles to lands in the Dewey reservoir 
area.
