But that isn't 
what makes the view so wonderful 
to the resident of this section. It's 
the wavy, blue line, bluer than the 
sky it meets, •way, •way along up the 
pike, t hat's the hills.

NOTES 

The hatching percentage of quail 
eggs at the Division of Game and 
Fish farm is unusually high this sea­
son and indications are that as 
many if not more than 25 000 babv 
chicks delivered to cooperating club~ 
last season will be available this 
year, the Di\ision of Game and Fish 
has announced. The first chicks ap­
peared on May 19, and subsequent 
hatchings have revealed that about 
85 per cent of the eggs have produc­
ed chicks. This may be compared to 
the hatching percentage of 65 last 
year.
