UP FOR SALE

Strip Mining Renders
Pike Preserve Unfit,
Division Head Says

Farl Wallace, director of the State
Game and Fish Division, said Wed-
nesday sfrip mining operations are
forcing the state to sell the 2.000-
acre Flatwoods game refuge in Pike
county.

He has asked the State Purchas-
ing Department to advertise for
sealed bids on the area. It has been
& refuge for grouse, raccoon and
quail,

Wallace said the state owns only
the surface rights to the land. Min-
gral rights are owned by the Big|
Bandy Land Company, and the Hel-
lier Coal & Coke Company, Plke-l
ville, and the Consolidation Coal
Company, Jenkins, !

Let me take you 35 years m ‘the
past and a distance of 2,500 1
was going by train from Pafﬂa&:d
Oregon, to San Francisco. sﬁm!i.fter
the train crossed the line into the
Golden State I began to see huge
billboards high up on moumm
sides. They were so high T wondered
how the sign builders ever got the
material up there. One sign“would
say Siskiyou county marketed umpty.
million board feet of lumber annual-
ly. Another proclaimed the produe-
tion of hundreds of t.hom&nd.s of
sheep. And so on.

I don't know when Gﬂ»!iiorn«la
started publicizing itself. In all prob-
ability there were born press agents
among the Forty-niners. Anyway,
there are about three million people
in the state now who could be class-
ed as first-rate press agent.s And
after hearing Californians baliyhoo
their state for a century, Kentuck-
fans-are just now beginning to rea-
lize what publicity means.

What did California have in na-
tural resources 100 years ago? Some
gold mines and timber were her
chief assets. The land that now
helps to feed a very large part of the
country’s population was desert and
had to be irrigated with costly water.
The desert land needed people from
this side of the BSierra Nevada
mountains to work it. And the bally-
hoo got them—got-them from Ken-
tucky and other states where fertil-
ity was high, water fell from clouds,
and markets were 2,000 miles closer.
California became a magnet through
advertising. Capital, brains, ambi-
tion, courage, the assets California
needed were lured from regions that
had better natural resources than
the Pacific coast could naturally
offer,

During the century California has
been getting richer and richer, Ken-
tucky has been lagging behind the
more progressive states. And one of
the main reasons is that our people
just haven't realized the value of
nationwide publicity. But, thank
goodness, we are waking up.
