Asks Disabl ;1_ i/e-ts
To Sabmit Proof
Of Dependency

to VA documentary evidence of de-
pendency so that they may qualify

for inereased compensation
Public Law 877 of the Eightieth
Congress.

The new law provides additional
allowances for such disabled vet-
erans who have a wife, children or
dependent parents. The married vet-
eran may receive up to $21 extra,
with added amounts for addifional
dependents,

Veterans whose dependents are re-
corded in their VA claims folders as
of Sept. 1, 1948, will have until Dec.
1 to file the evidence. These awards
will be retroactive to Sept. 1, the ef- |
fective date of the law, otherwise the |
effective date of the increase will be |
the date of receipt of the evidence. |

|

As to the veteran's wife and chil- |
dren, certified copies of public or
| church records usually are the best
| and most easily obtained evidence.
If for any reason the veteran cannot
get these, he should submit the best
evidence available, such as sworn
statements of responsible persons.
For parents, proof of dependency in |
the form of sworn statements as to
income and property ownership are
required.

Veterans may obfain assistance ix
| connection with the filing of “their
| elaims at any VA office, or from ser-
| vice organizations and state agen-
| cies,
