mine deaths are preventable. “We
need some improvements in ourl
present mine-safety laws,” he said,

Buk‘;f the present laws were obmedl
to the letter there would be fewer
casualties, he added.

The 1950 Legislature defeated a
bill to breaden and toughen the
mine-safety laws. Its defeat drew
bitter criticism {from the United
Mine Workers against the Gover-|
nor. |

Mines Shut Down ‘

Sisk said his department, which |
now has 33 inspectors, closed down
966 mines last year as “unsafe.” Dur- |
ing the first three months of this
year 425 were shut down for the
same reason, he said.

The casualty report showed 49
men died working in rail mines and |
17 in truck mines. Harlan county
with 12, Pike with 11, and Perry
with 10 led the counties in mining
fatalities,
