There is only one Osborn marriage 
listed in the Mason county record 
previous to 1800, when Floyd county 
was cut off. Andrew Highland mar­
ried Mary Osborn, Nov. 29, 1794. The 
Floyd county marriage record of Os­
b:rns before the Civil War are list­
ed herein: 

Ben Osborn married Susanna Ba­
ker 2-28-1813. The marriage was 
performed by Simeon Justice, one of
