Sabotage is suspected in an explo-

sion which blasted cut a section of]

12-inch line of the Kentucky West
Virginia Gas Company at 2:15 am.,
Tuesday, cn Taylor's Branch of
Johns Creek in Pike county.

The Federal Bureau of Investiga-
| ton and Pike county authorities have
been notified of the blast, and a
probe was under way Wednesday,
Bill Wallen, Prestonsburg, of the
company’s legal department, con-
| ferred with authorities at Pikeville, | ™~
Wednesday meorning.

The blast was at first believed to
be the result of a gas explosion, but
| company officials changed to the
1dea of pcssible sabotage upon learn-
ing the nature and extent of the
explosion. It was said here that the
blast ronged down, as if dynamite

| had been used.

Th company was unable to furnish
a clue to pessible saboteurs. It had
had no laber controversies or other
trouble in the Taylor's Branch sec-
tion.

Stration penealogy has stymied fam-
ily researchers for years and it has
been only by the mest patient piec-
ing of evidence that anything like a
true arrangement of their family

ree appears. It is conceivable that
Henry and Harry were one and thei
same person. The old house where
the first church was organized has |
beenn in the Layne family for gcn-|
eraticns, they having acquired iL|
from the Strattons. Years ago, it fell |
into such a state of disrepair that |
it was torn dewn, but it was always
referred to as ‘‘the old Harry Strat- |
ton house." The slave quarters house
| Col. Harry erected for his slave do-
mestics can still be seen now, fall-
ing to pieces, It was used for a life-
| time by Moses 8. Layre as a-sinoke-
| house.
I' Correlins McGuire built a cabin
near where Mrs, James Caldwell now
lives, on U.S. 23-above Tom’s Creek;
but evidently his tenancy was short-
lived, for tradition and other cor-
roborative evidence indicate that he
moved to Johns Creek soon there-

Kentucky Cr-opuHarvest
Will See Decline

This year’s harvest of most crops
in Kentucky appeared to be headed

for declines from last year, accord-
“mg to o report last week by the U.
S. Department of Agriculture.

The report acquired added signifi-
cance in view of the present war
situation.

Of 16 different crops on which re-
ports were
the department listed only barley
and alfalfa as showing signs of a
slight increase over 1949 yields, Soy-
beans and lespedeza hay were even
with last year's figures,
| Twelve other crops were report,ed
| likely to fall belcw last year's har-
| vest, according to present condi-
| tions, Heavy rains during June were
| blamed for much of the damage to
crops.

The report said that much ccrn
and tobaceo were washed out or cov-
lered with thick layers of mud, It
added, however, that much progress
was made in replanting and weeding
during the latter port of June.
