shame wrapped up In every sh?.ttering memory 
keeps my soul on its knees. God was patient with 
me. He knocked toJ long before I let Him have a 
go at saving me from myself. But then much of 
the time 'r did not even hear the knocks. I .was too 
dead-drunk. 

It was in 1924 that I entered radio and began 
to make friends of people I had never seen. 
Hunched over their crystal sets, attentive to every 
vibration of the earphones, these new friends heard 
a voice that told them, "Here is a fellow who loves 
life and cnjcys every minute of it!" 

I did love life. It was sweet, and I had been given 
a good start. My father was a minister. We lived 
in the. manse of various churches in canada and 
the United s:ates. Those early religious impres­
sions that I thought, when I went out into the 
wcrld, had dosed me to immunity, would one day 
be the only spar I could snatch out of the sea of 
despair. 

As my popularity grew in radio, so did my work­
ing schedule and my responsibilities. My work us­
ually started about 8:30 or 9:00 in the morning. 1 
had time off during the afterncon, then in the 
cven·J;g handled the dance bands and other out-of­
studio broadcasts. At 1 :3(} to 2:00 in the morning 
I'd rign the s1ation o~f P.nd go home. These were 
Pnhibition days, when the late night spoLs were 
likely to be glorified speakeasies. In the early twen-
ties, life in the big city t:ok on a roaring sound; 
flappers nnd flasks, jazz bands and jingling cash 
registers, and withal a certain abandon that made 
the new generation look mighty hcpeless to wor­
ried parents. 

This was the setting in which I began to play a 
part that grew in splendor until, one sunny July 
afternocn in 1932, I was crowned "King of An­
nouncers" in Bryant Park grandst:md. While thou­
sands of cheering New Yorkers made hubbub and 
cameras clicked, Mayor James J. Walker placed the 
crown on my head and put the loving cup in my 
arms. 

n was a great day-and yet, less than a year 
later, I was to disappear from big-time radio. No 
fanfare this time. Just a notice, "Your services are 
no longer required ." 

In those days the word "a!co11olic" had not c~mc 
into popular usage. A man who drank too much 
was a "drunk," and the man who let drinking in­
terfere with his business was just a fcol. And I was 
a fool. 

As I lo.:>k back upon it, I cannot say just at 
what point I became an alcoholic. This I do know: 
drinking robbed me of almost all true happiness, 
even in the height of my popularity, and went on 
to drive me out of radio completely. Month after 
month, my miserable days were spent in trying to 
run away from myself. 

It would be easy to say Lhat I, a preacher's son, 
brought t..:p in the best possible fashion, acquired 
bad habits because I was thrown among bad com­
panions. But it's not as easy as that. I believe I was 
an alcoholic l:mg before I took my first drink. I was 
one cf ~. class of people who, me~1tally and phys­
ically are completely allergic to alcohol. And I am 
absolutely sure that the reason the disease called 
~:lcoholism is so difficult to diagnose and so hard 
t o cure lies in the fact that it is a combinaticn of 
mental and spiritual and physical illness. That i~ 

whr:.t makes it hard to explain to nice, normal peo­
ple. 

I am not going to put down here the sorrowful 
episodes of years of disgrace and ignGminy-they 
are common to all alcoholics. If you have seen 
"Lo~t Week-End" or "Crack-Up," if you have read 
"The Glass Crutch" and other stories of drunkards, 
you can believe that they are not exaggerated. 
Rather, tl'>ey do not tell the whole horrcr of the 
drugged mind and the exhausted b:Jdy. 

But perhaps I can give you some lnsig'1t into the 
devouring cycle that repeats itself over and over 
again, a cycle wh ch the alcoholic c:mes to know 
by heart, step by s~ep, to the da)l, almost to the 
minute-and yet, over wr.ich he, for the time, has 
no control. Like myself, perhaps he has taken the 
Keeley Cure, been to Green Hill and other sanita­
riums where "cures·· are given. Although he comes 
cut healthy and hopeful. it is not lrmg before he 
r.' ari s t"w same old routine. Slow, and to a degree 
crmtrolled at first, then faster and faster he whirls 
it1 the hellish spiral until there is n,., fight left. One 
day IJe si11ks down exhausted-i'l a do:rway, a hos­
pi~al ward, or, if he is lucky, in his own bed. 

LeVs s' ar~ a few days after he gets up and around 
again. He feels good, has lost a few pounds, and 
thinks, "Fine ... I was eating too much anyway." 
New he'll go "on the wagon"-never take another 
drink. He'll make up for the awful things he's saij 
and done, if they'll only give him this one more 
chance! 

And he does feel pretty ~cod-like a drowning 
man must feel when the water has been pumped 
out of his lungs and he has had time to realize that 
he has been saved. Lang, patient davs of nursini5 
have given him a li,tlc added strength. And thosP 
close t:} him have per<;uaded llim that everything 
will be all right. They have covered up a lot of in­
discretions, made excuses, and now he is on his 
feet. He still has the job, and a complete set of 
wonderful resolutions. , 

As the days pass and he find~ Lhat. he is accepted 
again and that his new way of life is making 
everyone happy, his step is light and his hopes are 
high. But all too soon the hours of great buoyancy 
nnd new horizons bec~me just the daily gr nd . Tht 
great re!iolutions d 'in't seem to be necessary any 

If it's at a dinner party, while the others are 
nursing their first cockta!l, he's made an excuse to 
leave the table, and at a hidden bar or next door, 
he takes a couple of fw;t ones because he can't 
dawdle over a drink. Then, when the party breaks 
up, he doesn't call it a day like the rest, because 
now his world is bright. He no longer lives in 
reality. The first drink made the change, not only 
physical but mental. He has broken his vow that 
he would stay away from liquor. He has broken his 
proimse to i1imself and his friends. His conscience 
is bothering him. He must cover it up, quiet it. 
That's why the two extra drinks while his friends 
are talking ~nd laughing. He knows they'll talk 
about him, too-"Hope we haven't started him off 
again,'' they'll say. But he'll show them. He knows 
what he's doing this time! 

The party is over, the rest are on their way home. 
They have a big day tomorrow. This occurs to him, 
teo, but like that f.rst jab of conscience, this also 
must be covered ug. Let's forget about it-just a 
couple more in ;t side-street bar where there's no­
body he knows. Fcur or five drinks later, he's hit up 
an acquaintance. He's slapping him on the back­
things are gplng great. He's incensed when the 
bartender suggests he's had enough. Even when 
this new-found friend sneaks away, he doesn't 
realize that he's pretty sloppy and much too noisy. 
They're ell crazy! Down the street there's a nice 
spot . .. 

And somewhere during the night the curtain 
drops-blackout! Habit and reaction or a helpful 
taxi driver or maybe a policeman gets him home. 
He is put to bed while tbe hearts of those who 
caTe for him die a little more. 

Afi:.er a heavy, restless sleep, he gets up, refusing 
to look back or ahead. He has one thought only, to 
get out to where, without criticism, he can have 
just a couple of drinks to stop the cold sweat on 
his forehead and the trembling of his hands'. Just 
a couple of drinks will fix him up-and they do. 
Now he can go to work. He can cover up the 
breath some way, and maybe slip out at noon for 
two more to hold him through the afternoon. He 
makes it. Work is over and no one said anything. 
What a relief! Now he aan have a few honest 
drinks, quietly, before he goes home. Just a few, 
and th:s time, he'd better take "· bottle home so 
there w~n·t be that awful morning again. But some­
how or other, late that night, when he does go to 
bed, heavy in forgetfulness, the bottle is empty. 

Earh day is a little harder, a little more risky 
than the one before. Finally the body that has 
been nourished largely on a-lcohol for days cannot 
take it any more. He's come to the end of another 
cycle. Like a lost person in the woods, he has chcled 
to behold his own footprints. 

It has all happened to me. 

I think no state of mind can be darker than the 
days or remorse of the alcoholic, knowing that he 
is beating d~wn all the things he loves and under­
mining his own health artd sanity. But I know there 
can be an end to the darkness, and a permanence 
to the brightness. The cycle can be stopped right 
side up, I have proved it! 

After it became apparent to me that "cures" and 
sanitariums were only temporary respites in the 
wretched life I could no longer tolerate, I tried 
psychiatry !or a year. I became "dry" while study­
ing with a man who used the Peabody system of 
impressing truths on the subconscwus mind, and 
thus changing habit patterns. Here, too, there was 
someth.'ng lacking. After a few months, I felt again 
that I was a normal person and, therefore, could 
be what is known as a normal drinker . .My first at­
tempt was of cour:;e a dismal failure. I was in that 
old whirlpool again-worse th::.n ever. By th\s time 
I knew in my sober moments that I must hunt for 
somet11ing to hang on to, scmethi.1g that would be 
with me always. 

Religion, as such, had never occurred to me a~ · 
cure. In fact, in my guilty state of mind I generally 
steered clear of anything that smacked at all of 
the church. And yet, often when I sat down at the 
pi no alone, I would find myself singing along wit:1 
a tune that had stayed with me since childhood: 
"The old-time religion .. was gcod for our fath-
ers ... it's gcod enough for me." 

My fa~her had taught It to me. What a slruggle 
life had been for him! I can remember my schC'Ol­
clays in Canada. He was the minister in Port Hcpe, 
wifh two outlying pulpits to fill on Sunday after­
noons. Weekdays he taught in the country school­
the little red schoolhouse I attended three miles 
away in PJrt Brl1ton. He was raising and educating 
a family of four boys- and his church salary was 
$900 a year. I d:n't know what he got for teachin.,. 
school; I know only that it was precious little. Ye~ 
he and my wonderful mother were sustained. It 
was th.e cld-thne relfgion. 

. In r.adic, I had made my father's yearly salary 
m a smgle week- and yet here I was teetering on 
the edge of hopelessness and poverty By now I 
couldn't get a radio job of any kind. If '8.ll appoint­
ment was granted it was cnly to say, "I'm sorry, 
B.roke. In my book you're one of the greatest voices 
that was ever on the air, but there's nothing for 
you. Ycu know your reputation-why should I 
stick my neck out?" 

H got to a place that even if I was given an 
audition I would either do so very badly because 
my self-confidP.nce was so shaken, or I'd try teo 
hard and be worse. In betweer.., ::: would do odd 
jobs. when I could get them- neighborhood can­
vassing, house painting, factory chores, laying con­
crete blocks-trying to tell myself that I didn't 
want radio work, that I hadn't found my real voca­
tion yet, but knowing down deep that I was a poor 
liar. 

Twice I had been forced inb personal bank­
ruptcY. ~ly circle of :!riends llad dwindled to a se­
lP.ct few who would arrange for me to occupy an 

unrented apartment until it was taken, or who 
would bring me tc their country place for a week­
end because they knew I was hungry. As for finan­
cial help-maybe a dollar or two, no more. 'Ihey 
knew what I would do. As for jobs in radic-well, 
I was a grer.t guy, bu~ 

. One day, as I was making tbc rounds of the agen­
ctes, I ran into a fellow I knew who had faced 
the same problem. He had drunk himself out cf a 
good production job in radio, but once more he 
was happy and busy, directing in radio, better th an 
ever. Perhaps this was what I needed· scmeonc 
who really understood my problem_ so~eone who 
would not look upnn me as an outcast, who would 
accept me as a man with a problem, and togeLher 
we would try to work it out. He t:tlked to me that 
way, and when he said he was going to a meetin 
where there were a lot of people just like us, I 
ed to go along. 

It was a meeting of Alcoholics Anonymcus 
Forest Hills, N.Y. As I sat there listening to 
men and women speaking openly of the years they 
had lost, cf the problems they bad faced, I no long­
er felt alone. By concerted effort ru1d with the help 
of a Power greater than themselves they had been 
able to stay away from alcohol twenty-four hours 
at a time, until some had been happ!ly sober for 
~ears, reinstated in society and back at their jobs 
with a new light in their ey,es and a buoyancy in 
their steps. 

I listened and watched, and I thought. I was 
happy here-happier than I could remember being 
for years, and when they got together afterword 
for coffee and cakes, I found myself among a group 
of people I could understand. Here there was no 
hush-hUsh. If you told of some awful thing you 
had done, they would top it by telling you cf one 
cf their experiences-and they could laugh about 
it! Here was a. group of people who had been 
thrcugh the mill. 

Three of these strangers offered a helping hand 
that night. One man who had been fired from an 
advertising agency and was making good now in a 
newsreel job, told me he would try to make an an· 
pointment fer me with his boss. Another said it 
was a bad thing to be alone, and didn't I want-to 
come home with him and his wife? Still anoth~r 

gave me three addresses in New York where I 
<:auld get part-time employment. 

And all these had been drunks! What was this 
warmth? What was the well-spring from whence 
came these friendly smiles and helping P,ands? 

I had a long talk with the fellow who had brought 
me. "It's sin1ple," he said. "We join nothing, pay 
no dues, come and go as we wish, but there Is a 
great tie that binds us-the 'tie that binds our 
hearts in Christian love.'" 

Here it was again: the old-time religion . 

"What do I do?" I asked. 
"It's simple. Ycu want to stop drinking. Rlght 

here are a lot of people like you. First, we admit 
that our drinking is out of control, and that i~ is 
interfering with our lives. Then we admit that 
there is a Higher Power who can help us in our 
struggle for freedom and happiness. We decide to 
do without drink for the next twenty-four hours. 
Then we go home and reaL! the b:ok that explains 
the whole thing. We talk to others who have made 
it work-and then we come back to the next meet­
ing. 

"Later on, when we have found cur footing and 
are feeling stronger, maybe we'll tell the others 
some of our experiences. By this time we have 
learned to rectify the wrongs we have done; we 
hold no grievances and take a square look ahead. 
Then, when we have really accomplished some­
thing, comes the mcst important step of all-vffl 
call it the 'Twelfth Step.' We go out and help the 
other fellow who needs help." 

Here it was: the old-time religion, but used in a 
different way, Christ's fundamental method, "Go 
ye and preach the gospel.'' 

Six years have slipped away since that night, six 
happy, redeemed, useful years. In the past two 
years my record tells me that I have wol'ked with 
and helped score& cf people in and out of my pro­
fession to find an end to their heart-brealtlng 
search for normal, happy living. The "cures" the 
sani'ariums and even the man who brought me the 
Peabody method, all overJcol~ed one big thing. A 
man needs some!hing powerful to hold on to, no 
matter what the circumstances may be, In it crowd 
cr alone. A.A. has it, in that "Power greater than 
ourselves"-God. 

During the war, Jn order to help in the all-out 
effort for armament, I took what was called a re~ 
fresher course in engineering, for I had studied It 
in ccllege. This refresher course enabled me t.o brush 
up on a lot of knowledge that had la:n dorma.nt In 
my mind for years, and through it to be of service 
later as chief inspector of the parts aeparhnent in 
a great &irplane factcry. 

For me, A.A. was a refresher coul'se in funda­
mental Christianity, in those truths a boy had 
ler.rned in a Canadian manse, and that a timid, 
blustering young man had tried to forget. 

To everyone who comes to A.A. or some oU1er 
such organization, strength and prcgTes are to be 
had in unselfish fellowship. Jc!ned by faith in and 
relian~e upon God, the individual and the group 
are tapping limitless resources for living victor­
iously. 

No, there's no way of guessing hew many people 
hear my voice on the thirteen broadcasts each 
week. But I can count the hundreds of letters, and 
I do, as I read t11e wonderful messages o! "Welccme 
back!'' And I know from reading those letters that 
my voice somehow tells them that I love life and 
am enjoying every minute of it, thankful to 
it was given me to reLurn to the work and frle 
I love so much. And now, knowing more o 
story, maybe ethers will hear a message in 
of the things I say over the air, and maybe 
too, will come to know there is a way out. 

You see there are at least three places in the 
Bible where it says, in essence: "The things which 
are impo,sible with men. are pos~lble with God."

Other costs also went up- and 
wage costs are going up further as a result of a shortening of wage schedules 
in May 1950. Speaking of wages- from 1939 through 1949, wage increases added 
$6,900,000 a year to our wage costs in Kentucky. The annual revenue from rate 
increases since 1939 is failing by $2,700,000 to cover this one item alone-to say 
n othing of all the o ther cost increases. 

Tele phone facilitie s cos t a great deal m o re today 

One of the biggest reasons why revised rates are needed is the increased cost 
of new facilities required to provide good, improved and expanding service. To 
illustrate-present subscriber rates are based on our investment on March 31, 
1948, wh en that investment averaged $204 per telephone, but facilities for each 
telephone added since that date have cost $325. Subscriber rates intended to 
provide only a reasonable return for a $204 telephone are, of course, too low 
for a $325 telephone- leaving an investment of 121 per telephone for which 
present rates provide no return at all. 

4 Good telephone serv ice calls f o r additional n ew facili tie s 

Added telephones increase the value of service for existing subscribers because 
they can reach and be reached by more people. Since 1945, we have added 
116,000 telephones in Kentucky. Adding them, and improving the service in 
other ways, has co t S5 t,OOO,OOO in new facilities. Further progress and develop· 
ment in Kentucky reqttire a further improved and ex panded telephone service, 
which in turn calls for large quantities of new facilities- $10,000,000 in 1950 
alone, with continued heavy construction also needed for the next several years. 

5 New facil i ties r e quire a dequat e e a rn in gs t o a ttra ct capital 

The money to pay for new facilities does not come from sub~cribers' payment 
of their bills, becau;;e this money cover only wage:;, taxcl;, maintenance and 
other day·to-day costs. Capital for new facilities mu~l come from people who 
can be persuaded to im·est their J;ll.Oney in the telephone business in the hope 

of adequate earnings.
