Mine Workers—started offering evi-
dence Tuesday, Feb, 6.

The judge adjourned the special
jury until Monday when Laburnum
presented rebuttal testimony.

The jury is expeeted to get the
case late this week.

Laburnum is asking $500,000 in
damages of the umions, alleging a
representative of UCW led a “mob”
onto a construction job in Breathitt
county on July 26, 19489, with a work
stoppage, loss of contracts and
profits resulting. Laburnum wit-
nesses have testified skilled laborers
belonged to AFL.

The unions contend that UCW was
organizing unskilled laborers on the
job and A. Hamilton Bryan, Labur-
num president, did not agree to ne-
gotiate. They deny any legal lib-
bility.

Last Thursday the unions put
three witnesses on the stand.

They were:

Tom Raney, 47, of Pikeville, mem-
ber of the international executive
board of UMWA; €. Howard Holt,
a certified public accountant and
member of the firm of Elkins, Dur-
ham & Eemp, of Richmond, who
testified about Laburnum’s financial
affairs after examining certain
company boeks, and J. N. Cundiff,
of Jeffersonville,.Ind.

Cundiff said he is in the contract-
ing business and built 15 houses for
Pond Creek Pocahontas Company.
Pond Creek is the firm that awarded
Labwnum contracts involved in the
law suits.

Cundiff testified he started 'the
Breathitt county job in November
of 1949 and used skilled Iaborers who
were AFL and common laborers
who were UCM.

Asked if he had “any friction”
during the entire course of the work
between AFIL, and UCW employes,
Cundiff answered, “I did not.”

On cross examination Cundiff was
asked if he knew if he started the
work before or after this suit was
started. He said he did not know.

PRUNING THE HEDGE

Early freezing weather in many
instances severely damaged ‘Hedge
plants. In fact, many hedge rows
that were good looking last fall will
look bad this spring because some
plants were killed to within m or 15
inches of the ground.

There are also instances where a
hedge has been growing for years
and has become so large that it is
almost impossible to shear it. This
hedge needs to be rejuvenated,

Late February or early March is
the best time to cut back plants
that were injured by freczing or
those that have become overgrown
For best results, cut the hedge|
about six inches off the ground, re- |
moving all of the top and branehes |
to that level. If this is doney the

by mid-summer the hedge will be
18 to 24 inches high, and then may
be sheared to any desired form. New
top produced by this treatment
makes the hedge better looking, and
it will usually have branches to the
ground, something that Is desirable
in a good-looking hedge.

As soon as 1t is possible to work |
the soil, the hedge plant should be |
cultivated at least 12 ifighes out' on
both sides of the row, the soil 10os-
ened to a depth of 3 or 4 inches,
depending on the roots encounter-
ed. If there appears to'be a lot of
roots, do not cultivate so deep; 2 or
3 inches will be sufficient, Work the
soil until it is in good ebndition.

Hedge plants should be fed with
high-grade fertilizer ofiboth sides
of the row as soon a8 the ground
is worked. One poind §0 each side
of five feet of row will be sufficient.
Wash the fertilizer into $he ground
by watering.
