DRUNKEN DRIVING IS LISTED 
IN NEW YEAR'S WEEEEND TRAFFIC DEATHS 

Three Polio Years Make 
Need for Funds Greater 

Three devastating years of the 
worst polio epidemics in history have 
wiped out patient care funds of the 
National Foundation for Infantile 
Paralysis, and left unpaid bills ot 
$5,000,000. 

So the 1951 March of Dimes, which 
opens January 15, must raise $50,-
000,000 nationally, and $7,500 in 
Floyd county. 

"Let us meet this financial crisis, 
and give freely to conquer this 
vicious polio enemy," Floyd county 
March of Dimes Oampaign Director 
Glenn S. Anderson urged. 

This sum is essential to enable the 
Foundation and its local chapters to 
provide financial aid, equipment and 
skilled workers for the thousands of 
children and adults who will be vic­
tims this year, and those needing 
care from earlier years. The Foun­
dation must also continue to pay 
for research in the treatment and 
prevention of polio, and the train-

ing of professional personnel. 
Recent surveys show that more 

than 80 per cent of persons over age 
15 have specific polio anti-bodies in 
their blood, indicating previous and 
usually unknown infection with polio 
virus. 

It is still a mystery why only a 
fraction of those infected are dis­
abled. March of Dimes supported 
scientists in leading institutions 
throughout America are trying to 
ftnd ways to protect the sUJSceptible. 
II'he National Foundation for Infan­
tile Paralysis has spent $13,000,000 
for polio research into treatment and 
prevention. 

Scientists feel confident that 
March of Dimes financed research 
will end in control of infantile 
paralysis within our lifetime. The 
people of Floyd county can help by 
increasing their conhibutions to 
meet the 1951 need for $50,000,000 
throughout the nation.

if the Civilian Defense Authority 
will classify the Floyd county War 
Memorial Hospital as an emergency 
project, funds for the federal gov­
ernment's part of the building costs 
will be advanced by the Reconstruc­
tion Finance Corporation. 

Acting o n this information 
County Attorney W. W. Burchett 
this week wrote Congressman Carl 
D. Perkins, asking that the legis­
lator present Floyd cmmty's claim 
for emergency consideration. 
If such classification were grant­

ed, it was said here, the RFC would 
be repaid the amount 
from funds later to 'become avail­
able under the Hill-Burton Act. 
This same procedure is being fol­
lowed in Huntington, W. Va. 

With federal funds thus made 
available, and the $400,000 worth of 
bonds voted by the county convert­
ed into cash, work could be begun 
within a comparatively brief period, 
it was held here. Tbe threat of a 
scarcity of materials, as well as 
rising costs, makes delay until Hill­
Burton funds are available inad­
visable, it was said here.
