FIRE ATTEMPT 

Attempted Arson Seen 
As Gasoline Is Poured 
On Interior of Shop 
Prestonsburg police this week were 

investigating :what appeared to be an 
attempt to destroy one of Prestons­
bwog's larger buildings by fire last 
Thursday night. 

Evidence of certain intent to com­
mit arson was seen by tlhe police 
when they were ·called to the beauty 
shop operated by Mrs. Loubiddie 
Dotson Graham in the Elizabeth 
hotel building on Flirst avenue. 
Interior of the shop had been 
drenched with gasoline, and several 
partly burned matchsticks were 
found on hlle floor. 

"We have some information but 
are saying nothing till we !ialk with 
Claude Stephens," Chief of Police 

Yates, tJhe only o1Jher person 
known to have wdtnessed Salisbury's 
death, and Mrs. Hunt, who was said 
to have sat outside in her husband's 
car at tJhe time, did not testify.

Salis\:lury's body was 
prepared for burial, testified th€U'e 
were no powderburns around 1frl.e 
five bullet holes in Salisbury's neck 
and head-all in a space "rou could 
cover with your hand."

The work of razing three buildings 

and :half of ano:ther to clear the way 
for the new First National Bank 
structure at the corner of eourt and 
Lake Drive was begun Wednesday 
afternoon, and contracts on the 
various phases of construotion of the 
bank building were being a!W<a.rded 
by architects this week. 

Wlork on the two--story bank budld­
ing will be begun immediately after 
structures now occupying the site 
are cleared away, provided weather 
conditions perunit concrete found­
ation work, Burl Spurlock, executive 
vice-president of hll.e First N'ati'Onal, 
said. 

Buildings being razed are those 
formerly owned by H. D. Fitzpat­
rick and Mrs. W. H. Jones, Sr. They 
are the buildings occupied by Wor­
land's Washer Pal'ts, the service 
station at the comer, the barber 
shop formerly occupied by Tom 
Moore and the half of the F1it:zJPat­
rick building whicih. has housed the 
Goodwill Mission Store opereted by 
the Rev. H . C. Church. Clearing tlhe 
site is being done by Atlas Co~ton 
and Earl Sammons. 

'Ilhe bank building, a project in­
volving hll.e expend1ture of around 
$200,000, will front 80 feet on U.S. 
23 (Lake Drive) and 50 feet on 
court street. It will be a two story 
brick structure, completely air-con­
ditioned, and is designed to be the 
most modern structure for i'ts pur­
pose in Eastern Kentucky.

Circui-t Judge Edward P. Hill re­
marked that this is tJhe fu:st time in 
50 years the court is wi·thout a 
murder case on its docket, but a re­
view of our court record shows tihat 
at one time dming tihe term of 
Henry Stephens, Jr., as Circuit 
Judge, the docket stood similarly 
immaculate. Between terms, how­
ever, two murders were committed. 

In f,act, crime a,pparently was at 
a new low on all ,fronts in the county 
this week. Last week-end, the county 
jail at one time had only nine in­
mates and only three or four more 
were added this week. Of those in 
jail, only two were accused of what 
might be. termed major offenses.

Polio hich Afflicted 19 in County 
Cost floyd Cha,pter Over $6,0 

'I1he 1952 polio epidemic which set 
a record high in tJhe number of cases 
in this county and over Kentucky 
hias cost, over and above the suffer­
ing and .a.nguish it wrought, $6,648.20 
in expenses to 't'he FJoyd Chapter, 
National Foundation for Infantile 
ParalySis. 

These figures were made available 
Wednesday by Dr. Marvin Ransdell, 
who added that the cost may be 
fw-ther increasC'Cl as a new sufferer 
from the disease was reported to his 
office. cost of treatment for this 
la~teStt victim, three-year old Donald 
Nathaniel Blankenship, of Weeks­
bury, may be an item to be added to 
tJhe $6,648.26 expense already invol­
ved in the treatment of cases wlhlich 
developed earlier. 

The Blankenship child is in st. 
JosePh's hospital, Lexington, and is 
tlhe 1~th known Floyd county suffer­
er from polio tJhis year. This was the 
first case repented in two months. 

Dr. Ransdell said hospibalizat:ion 
of every polio sufferer from this 
county during tJhe year has been 
financed by Floyd Chapter, with the 
exception of one. 

Of !!he $6,64.8.26 expense incurred 
to date, the Chapter has paid 

$1,978.54. It has on hand only $1,046, 
with an indebtedness remaining Cif 
$4,669.72. 

Backing the OhaJPter in this c.oun­
ty and every other county however, 
is the National Floundrubion . The 
organization, looal and national, lhaG 
been planned to meet every emer­
gency, with the full resources of the 
National Foundation behdnd the 
local oh<a.pter.

Half of that fund went to the 
NaJtional Foundation to carry on the 
research whidh only this year has 
met with What is hailed •as history­
making advances toward the control 
or prevention ·of the disease. Too, ·the 
funds contributed to the National 
Foundlaltion helped build up the 
backlog W'hicih gives the local Chap­
ters emergency financial backing. 

"''he unprecedented 1952 epidemic 
which spread over the nation, how­
ever, left the National Foundaltion 
about $5,000,00.0 in the red for this 
year, and it has requested Chapters 
to defer requests for further aid 
until .a.fter the nex:t Marah of Dimes 
in January, if possible. 

This year of 1952, with all its 
polio worries, has brought to Floyd 
county an a\\rareness it never had 
before of the importance of the 
March of Dimes. The 1953 drive for 
funds will begin January 1, and 
again Jesse Elliott, of Betsy !Jayne 
will head tihe drive.

program for Kentucky's educational 
system were produced by Fred Ed­
munds, Irvine, Ky., Regional Super. 
visor of State Education, at a re­
cent meeting of the Prestonsburg 
Pa!l'ent-Teacher Association. 

Pointing out that Kentucky ranks 
46th educational!y in the nation, Mr. 
Edmunds declared the hope of lift­
ing the -state from that lowly rank 
is to adopt a minimum foundation 
program such as has already been 
adopted by 43 other states.

CORN, BLUE OR ROMAN RED 
IS TASSELED WITH LORE 

Wherever farmers meet, if it is in 
the corn belt, they talk corn. There 
are "corny" jokes and tall tales Qf 
corn, or tales of tall corn. Like the 
old mountaineer who spoke disdain­
fully of an indolent neighbor and 
offered to wager "that he ain't got 
a jigger of corn likker in the house." 
Or t!he other who complained to his 
wife: "That new ground hill ain't 
what it used to 'be. Once I could get 
a fine crop of corn. Flor the last five 
years it ain't been worth planting." 

It just shows 1Jhe hillman's pre­
occupation with corn. Corn made 
settlement in the hills possible for 
it would thrive on slopes with hand 
cultivation. Today we know 1Jhis 
method is costly and impractical. 
Back then it was the height of 
practicality, for with corn he could 
eat and survive on the rugged land. 

The word corn is older thon our 
knowledge of the present p~ant, for 
Europeans knew nothing of it be­
fore the discovery of America. 

Centuries ago, corn was wheat or 
rye or barley or many of the 
cereals that man uses for bread. The 
Romans called cereals corn. When 
Rome was at its height of power 
and the wealthy p atricians wanted 
to curry favor with the populace, 
corn was im;ported !Tom Africa or 
the provinces and distributed. In 
this way the rich entrenched them­
selves in the Roman 'government. 
Before long, the Republic was d'oom­
ed and the Caesars ruled. 

In .Atmerica the Aztecs and Mayas 
raised what they called maize, but 
in reality it is our corn of the pres­
ent. It was not developed as is ours. 
Archeologists show us evidence that 
this com, or maiZe, which was a. 
memlber of the grass family, was 
rather pvimitive. It grew small ears 
and produced only a fraction of the 
yield of modern corn. 

The North American Indian re­
vered the grain, for in the cold win­
ter its storage after cultivation and 
harvest by the squaws saved Indian 
lives. Hunting and fishing might be 
impossible because of winter, but 
corn was in the wigwams for food. 
It provided many a variant dish or 
was parched by him on the war trail 
or hunting path. 

It was Hiawatha who wrestled 
with Manitou. The defeated spirit 
returned to the earth and grew as 
corn. A beautiful legend, beau­
Lifully preserved for us in the Song 
of Hiawatha. The universal knowl­
tdge of the com legend indicates 
t1: c importance of corn Qr maize in 
Indian life. It was the greatest of 
the many Indian gifts to the pale­
face. 

John Smith was on a trip to pro­
cure corn !.rom the Indians when he 
was ca.ptured by them. It was corn 
that enabled the pioneer American 
to survive. lit is >eorn that today sup­
ports our mid-west economy. Truly, 
the greatest of Indian gifts. 

Forks of Sandy in 1789, and go back 
to the Kanawha. He wanted a su.p­
ply for sustenance and seed. Durin'g 
his absence, the weakened garrison, 
weary with Indian attrition and due 
to the lack cl corn, abandoned Van­
couver's station and retreated to 
Virginia.

A joint meeting· of physicians, 
nurses and pharmacists was suggest­
ed to he1p make clear how coopera­
tion among these Professional peo­
ple can assist in compliance with 
the law. 

According to Mrs. Dugan, a num­
ber of investigations, arrests and 
convictions in narcotic and barbit­
urate cases are resulting fro,rr. close 
cooperation of the state Department 
of Health's new Narcotic Control 
Section, federal narcotic agents and 
local police.
