To Get $60,921 Share 

Floyd county's 1952-53 budget, 
previously approved by the state 
finance officers was given final ap­
proval by the fiscal court last week. 

It contained no radical departure 
from previous budgets, with the pos­
sible execution tbat the 20-cent 
hospital levy was omitted, as antici­
pated. This left the levy at 50 cents 
among the state's lowest. 

The budgets envisions :1 grand 
total of $159,070.00 in appropriations 
and the same amount in receipts. 
Highways take one of the biggest 
ahw1ks• of the budget-$60,921. 
General government call for $60,450; 
protection to person and property, 
$15,500; health and sanitation, 
$6,570, hospitals and charities, $8,-
500; debt service, $22,500. Roa-d and 
bridge debt service call for $16,150 
and forestry work, $2,329. 

Estimated receipts will draw the 
largest figure from the levy on real 
estate. The levy will yield a net of 
$163,091. Truck and car license will 
bring $11,500 and a surplus of $16,-
150 left over from the previous

Jones pointed out that eight 
Kentuckians lost their lives in 
traflic accidents over the last long 
holiday week-end at Memorial Day.

Four died during the three-day pe­
riod over the Fourth of July last 
year, when the holiday came in the 
middle of the week. 

Speed and drinking figured in a 
number of these deaths and in nu­
merous accidents where no deaths 
occurred, Jones said. 

Through June 25, Kentucky had 
recorded 330 deaths for 1952, accord­
ing to State Police records. Through 
the same penod in 1951, there were 
320 deaths.

L.R. Johnson, of S.C.S., who came 
to Floyd county from Fleming, says 
the biggest use of mclti,ora rose he 
ever saw was by a former Floyd 
countian, J. F. Hall, who moved 
from here to Fleming county sev­
eral years ago. Hall built a farm 
pond of approximately three acres, 
some 20 feet deep. This was 11 years 
ago, about the time the Soil Con­
servation Service started advocating 
multiflora rose for fences. The,large 
amout of soil thrown up from the 
huge excavation was in process of 
eroding away. Too, its erosion 
would eventually destroy the bond. 
So the excavated soil was planted in 
multiflora roses. The protection af­
forded was complete. One soil con­
servationist said that this was one 
of the best examples in the state of 
erosion control by multiflora roses. 

So multiflora has a multitude of 
uses. Living fence, gully control and 
the soil conservation men say, high­
way beautification. Highway plant­
ings give erosion control and a beau­
tiful covering for an oLherwise ugly 
spot.
