HIGHER COSTS
OF OPERATION
TO HURT COAL

Under New Contract,
Is Operator’s View;
Pcy Increase, $1.90

Floyd county coal operators took
a dim view of the wage contract
agreéed to by the Southern Coal
Producers Assvciation, Tuesday, but
all except one company had signed
the pact, it was learned here Wed-
nesday afternoon.

The Reed interest, it was said,
had not signed but are expected to
do so soon,

“Every increase in expense in-
creases the differential already hurt-
ing us,” one operator explained in
discussing effect of 'the contract on
this section. He expressed the fear
that many small mines, parteularly

work.

Joseph E. Moody, president of the
Southern Coal Producers Assoeia-
tion, signed with Lewis on the same
terms which the U.M.W. leader sue-
*ceeded in getting from the rest of
'the bituminous industry.

The agreement calls, among other
things, for a pay increase of $1.90 a
day.

Moody said a few individual com-
panies in his association were hold-
ng out, “but in my opinion most of
them will be straightened out with-
in ‘the next few days.”

Lewis, too, said he hoped and ex-
pected 1he Dixie holdouts to sign
soon: The union boss said they would
be spared from a sirike for “the
hext day ir two” while the owners
make up their minds.

The Southern group had- faced an
old dilemma. Once again Lewis had
won an agreement from Northern
and Western producers that the
Southerners. felt was too costly.
But thsy had little choice—it was
to take the same terms, or face an
almost certain strike.

The contract terms, which Lewis
won from the North and handed
the Dixie producers on a fake-it-
‘or-leave-it basis, also called for a
10-cent-a-ton increase in the owner-
paid royalty financing the union’s
welfare fund. The royalty now a-
mounts to 40 cents a ton and the
daily hasic wage $18.25.

Most miners earn more than the
basic daily wage, but some of them
don't work a full five-day week.
Lately the men have been averaging
not guite four days’ work & week.
The industry has said that the new
labor c¢osts will mean a coal-price
increase.

LAKE TESTING
IS BEING MADE

For Third Time; Clark
Says Impoundment Is Not
Suited to Smallmouth

Tests were made Wednesday after-
noon and today on Dewey Lake by
biologists »f the Department of
Fish & Wildlife Resources for the
third time this season to determine
the propertien of game fish in the
impoundment to rough fish.

These latest tests are being made
in the short Burchett Branch arm
of the lake a short distance above
Big Branch, and is between the
points on the lake previously tested
this year.

Minor Clark, director of the-de-
partment’s Division of Fisheries,
repeated last week in a letter to
George W. Newman, president of the
Floyd County Fish and Game Club,
the assurances he had a few days
earlier given E, R. Burke, super-
visor of the Seventh conservation
distriet. He referred to the report
that the lake ig low in bass‘as pure
rumor, averred that species is hold-
ing its own and declared he sees no
reason for alarm,

To Mr. Newman's suggestion that
smallmonth bass be added to the
lake, Mr. Clark 7Teplied that
most reservoire of this type are
unsuited for that species, that they
tend to disappear after the formation
of the reservoirs. “Had Dewey been
suited to smallmouth in the first
place,” he wrote, “a larger pro-
portion of the present bass popul-
ation would now be made up of that
species.” He based this theory on
his knowledge fthat Johns Creek
before its impoundment had a lib-

{SAFETY STEPS

ARE OFFERED

By Bureau of Mines
To Prevent Blasts;
Nine Steps Listed

The Bureaun of Mines this week
recommended nine safety steps to
be followed in ventilating coal mines
to red-ice explosion hazards.

The bureau in an information
circular, said modern equipment will
not necessarily prevent or localize
mine explosions—as demoenstrated
by such disasters as those at -Cen-
tralia, Ill, in 1947, where 111 miners
died, and at West Frankfort, IIl, in
December, 1951, where 119 were kill-
ad. |

On the confrary, the ecircular
said, * mechanical operations pre-
sent many definite problems that,
If not nnderstood and corrected,
may lead to further disasters.”

Modern ventilation, the eircular
said, “necessitates a departure from

previous concepts, which prescribed

the quantity of air on the sadle
basis of men and animals employed,
and gave little thought to ventilat-
ing worked-out areas, the number of
section safely permitted onm @ split
(of air), the difference between it~
take or return air, and isolating
ignition sources.”

The recommendations are:

1. A split system of yentilation
should be provided for operation of
not more than two—preferably not
more than one—mechanized unif
on each split of air.

2, The air in each split should be
circulated to each active working
place and all dead ends tm the split.
After this, it may be used to venti-
late abandoned worked-out areas or
the edges of the roof before passing
into the main return.

“The Werd of Life in Living Lan-
guage” was the theme of theiRev.
Robert L. Anderson’s address Thes-
day evening at the Community Eer-
vice here commemorating the Pib-
lication of the Revised Standard
Version of the Bible, Thirty-fwo
scholars have worked 12 years on
this translation. Divine inspiration
did not end with the first writing
of Scriptures, but has been present
in every revision and translagion,
Rev. Anderson said.

The Rev. Anderson is director of
the Upper Big Sandy Parish and
chairman of the Town and County
Commimion of the  Methodist
Church. 1

Ther=2 have been from 150 to 200
different translations of the Bible,
the speaker said. John Wycliffe made
the first Fnglish- translation. In
1535 Miles Cubberdale published the
first completely printed Bible, using
the translation of Willlam Tyndale,
who was later put to death for his
work with this translation,

The beloved King James Version
was published in 1611. The purpese
of the King James Version as stated
in its preface is also the purpese of
the Revised Standard Version, stat-
ed Mr. Anderson—not to replace a
poor translation, but to make a good
one better. Behind the Bible is the
passion of God to reveal Himself
to man, and the hope of this and
all previous translations, is and has
been that “God will step out of the
framework of Scripture inte the
life of man.”

The spegker also brought humor
into his'learned discussion. He told
how one unenlightened person said,
“If the King James Version (printed
in 1611) was good enough for Paul,
it is good enough for me.”
