A deal completed last Thursday 
after several weeks' negotiations 
transferred ownership of the Utili­
ties Elkhorn Coal Company holdings 
at Martin and gave promise that 
the idle workings will be in opera­
tion again within a few days, pro­
viding a potential of employment 
for 150men. 

The transaction involved purchase 
by C. D. and B. F. Reed, of Drift, 
and P. B. Swing, Cleveland, 0., of 
the equipment and supplies of the 
coal company and 2,700 acres of 
coal, approximately 70 acres of land 
and i1;11provements of the property 
lying on Buck's Branch owned by 
the Beaver Creek Consolidation Coal 
Company. 

Amount involved in the deal was 
not stated. John Bowman, of Pike­
v!lle, headed the Utilities Elkhorn 
OOal Company. Its mine on Buck's 
Branch had been idle since May 30, 
with the result that upwards of 1'50 
men had lost employment. 

Included in the improvements are 
a modern coal tipple and a few min­
ers' homes. The mine, it was said, 
will normally produce 700 to 800 tons 
of coal a day, and it has a capacity 
of 1,200 tons daily. The operation is 
not mechanized. 

Preparations for operation of the 
mine were under way this week and 
mining of coal may be resumed by 
week's end, it was said. 

Until Utilities Elkhorn closed at 
the end of last May, it had produced 
4,000,000 tons of coal from the 
Buck's Branch operation since it 
acquired ownership of the mine in 
1932. The mine was before that time 
opera ted by the Thornton Coal Com­
pany and the Bailey interests.

The check was for $147 and went 
to the Beckley institution to pay for 
hospitalization and physicians' fees 
for Vhe twins. The fund has paid 
out more than $80,000,000 to meet 
the one million hospital and medical 
bills submitted under present FUnd 
regulations beginning July l. 1950. 

The twins, Darrell Gay and Har­
old Ray, boost to eight the number 
of children in the hill C'Juntry 
household of war veteran Giles and 
his wik. They reside in a mountain­
ous community 18 miles north of 
Beckley. The infants weighed five 
pounds and eight ounces each at 
birth. 

Without the Fund's assistance, the 
Giles family would have had to rely 

on the very limited medical resour­
ces of that area at a time of crisis. 

The 34-year old father has been a 
member of the United Mine W-orkers 
and has worked in the coal fields 
for 15 years, in addition to his three­
years service in the Army in World 
War II. He is employed by the 
Christian Colliery Company, Maben, 
West Virginia. 

The young miner and his wife 
are parents of still another pair of 
twins----Brenda Kaye and L'inda 
Faye-born in 1949. The six older 
Giles children range in ages from 
2 to 10 years. It was the first time 
Glleses availed themselves of the 
medical services offered by the 
United Mine Workers' Welfare and 
Retirement Fund. 

Since infant mortality in some 
major coal mining areas is far above 
the national average, Fund officials 
pin high hopes for further reducing 
the toll on its progt·am of building 
ten hospitals in areas of Kentucky, 
West VIrginia and Virginia where 
facilities have been declared n­
adequate. 

Reed Tells Kiwanians

tensive Reed mining interests in

Asked to give the club his views 
of the situat ion, Mr. Reed reminded 
the Kiwanians, "Contrary to what 
we read in the newspapers, Mr.

The scow­
ling, hostile Lewis hadn't been in 
those Wasl"lington conferences as of 
last Wednesday, Mr. Reed said; in­
stead, Mr. Lewis was ·on the affable 
side. 

"In the last four or five years 
Lewis has been making contracts 
with the North and passing up the 
South. This time," Mr. Reed said, 
"he has talked to us and ha~ been 
very courteous. ffe recognizes the 
fact that we in the South are in 
trouble." He added that he expects 
the UTMW A leader to get tougher as 
as talks progress, however. 

In the south, the speak~r said, 
there is some sentiment, but by no

William C. Johnstone 
Appointed to Staff 
Of Ky. Bankers Ass'n 

LOU:ESVILLE, KY.-Ralph Fon­
taine, executive secretary of the 
Kentucky Bankers Association has 
announced the appointment of 
William C. Johnstone as agricultmal 
representative on his staff. John­
stone, field agent in agronomy, 
Estension Service, College of Agri­
culture and Home Economics, Uni­
versity of Kentucky, assumed his 
new duties July 1, 1952. 

Johnstone was born in South 
Carolina and moved with his family 
in 1904 to a farm in Jessamine 
county, Kentucky. He attended the 
University of Kentucky where he 
received his Bachelor of Science in 
1916. From 1917 to 1922 he W\l.S agri­
cultmal advisor to the Brazilian 
government. 

In 1923 Johnstone began his ca­
reer with the Extension Service of 
Kentucky's College of Agriculture as 
county agent in Taylor county. A 
year later he moved to McCracken 
county where he served for 13 years 
as county agent. In 1937 he was ap­
pointed field agent in agronomy 
with the Extension Service. 

One of his best known activities 
has been in connection with pasture 
improvement especially with the in­
troduction of Ky. 31 fescue, and· the 
organization of the highly success­
ful Kentucky green pasture pro­
gram of which he was the olficial 
leader. 

Among many honors bestowed on 
Johnstone are the foU'owing: in 
1946 he was awarded a citation by 
the Progressive Farmer Magazine 
as '"Man of the Year in Service to 
Kentucky Agriculture". In 1949, the 
same publication selected him for 
"Man of the Year in Service to 
Southern Agriculture". In 1951 
farmers and business interests pre­
sented him with a new automobile 
and gold watch as an expression of 
their regard for him. He is in con­
stant demand in all parts of the 
state as a speaker for farm and 
agricultural meetings. 

Johnstone is well known in 
Floyd where his efforts to promote 
Kentucky 31 fescue sold the farmers 
on the desirability of the grass for 
pasturage.

Kentucky's six state tuberculsis hos­
pitals have been approved by the 
State Board of Health for medical 
internship training, it was announc­
ed today by 'Executive Director Joe 
D. Miller, of the State Tuberculosis 
Sanatoria commission. 

The six hospitals-including the 
Hazelwood Sanatorium and the five 
comparatively new institutions at 
Paris, Ashland, Glasgow, Madison­
ville and London-are now DP"'rating 
at full capacity. 

The approval for internship train­
ing should aid the state materially 
in procuring doctors with which to 
operate the institutions, Miller said.

When old Adam Harman dled his 
son p:enry picked up the old Bible 
of his father and wrote in Ger­
man: "My father, Adam Harman, 
died in the fall of the year 1767. The 
blood of Jesus Christ cleanses us of 
all sins. My Lord Jesus, yours for­
ever." 

It would require volumes to de­
tail the story of the descendants of 
Adam Herman. His son Mathias 
built the first settlement on the Big 
Sandy when he erected Harman's 
Station at Blockhouse Bottom, near 
the mou~ of Johns Creek. The de­
scendants of Mathias were promin-
ent in the coal development on the 
headwaters of Tug River. In Taze­
well and near the ancestral seat of 
the family they were prominent. 
Other Harmans emigrated westward 
and helped build new lands as their 
forefathers had built Southwest Vir-
ginia and Eastern Kentucky. 

Daniel Harman, Sr., is the ances­
tor of the Eastern Kentucky branch. 
He was a son of Adam and Louisa, 
born in Pennsylvania, as stated. He J 

was present when his father and his 
uncle Cor brother) Jacob when the 
fight occurred on Tug River and 
Draper and MoGary were killed. He 
was present when his brother Val­
entine was k!lled by the Indians in 
1757. He stated afterwards that he 
was standing within one foot ot 
Valentine when he was killed. Dan-
iel was taken .prisoner 'but escaped. 

Daniel married Anna Bughsen in 
Rowan county, North carolina. He 
lived there until 1773 when he 
moved back to Virginia, settling on 
the Olinch. He made a trip with 
Peter Harman down the Sandy in 
1777. While on this trip they were 
attacked by a band of 4{) Indians but 
escaped. He died either in late 1819, 
or early in January, 1820, and his 
will was probated in Tazewell coun-
ty.

In 1805 or 
1800 (others say 1'797) he moved to 
Big sandy, settling on Shelby ereen .
