This we ha\•e rlone. \Vc therefore, since .Judge Henry Stumbo wi11 not, will attempt a partial explan­
ation of certain things about the DEAL. We defy Judg-e Henry Stumbo to deny the truth of anythjng we :>ay. 

The 'arious gas and water district properties are worth by the judgment of rlisinterestecl busine~~ men 
;.;omcthing n1·ound $25,000 to $10,000. No more. We are prepared, if necessary, to deli\·er under signed state­
ments, analyses of their worth by prominent Floyd county business men who will state, that is all they 
\\'Ol'th. 

We say that the BIG DEAL gets worse and worse every time it is examined by us. \Ve thought at 
glance it was a mere bond issue for $230,00 but in taking the interest of $179,950 into account we find the 
whole amount c;addled upon the taxpayers to be $409,950. Nearly half a million dollar~. In a few years it will 
be nece:-;sal'y, hecau:::e :;;ome of the districts are losing money now, to refinance the Big Project. It. is concE'ivable 
that this thing will finally cost Floyd county nearly a million rlollars. Our children \Vil be carrying some of thi 
load in the years to come.

If that had not bee-1 so the men who ~taged 
the BIG I>RAL, and the bondholders would not huvc asked the bonds be i u d in UK name of li'loy<l county. 
}:Jow hc1·e, .Jtidge Stumuo, we \vant to ask a queRtion. \V c kno\v they mas emban, smg- quc..:tions, but re­
member you are the duly l'lectcd county judge, and a candidate for re-electJon. The ,•oters arc entitled to 
kilO\\': 

Question ~o. 1. Who bought from the Elkhorn Coal Corporation the \:\layland Gas and Water District 
for $22.000, and was permitted to sell the water dish·ict off for $5,000?

Enougli of que:;;tions, .Tudge. You won't answer anywa~·. But we say thi~ and defy you to di:-;agTee \\1 

us. If~ ou knew what all was going on around you in pulling off the Big Deal, if you kne\.,.. certain men were 
mnking fortunes in it, then you knew you betrayed Floyd county when you voted for the Big Deal. Remembe 
) nu \'Otecl fit•st all the timu according to the record. If you didn't know what was going on, then you were th 
most gullible man who C\'Cr acted as County .Judge. 

.Judge Stumbo, ~'OU remcmhm· one of the mo::;t prominent men in Eastern Kentucky appcan~d before you 
and it! the intere~t of the taxpayers and Floyd county, and advised against the Big Deal. This man, Judge, 
Jmcw thC! implication.;;. fot· this count~r. He had read the law. You did too Judge Stumbo. And here is what you 
read: 

Section 58.1:~0 of }(entucky Statutes reads : "Any governmental agency may use for the pur}lose of acquir­
ing, constructil1g, maintaining, extending or improving a public project, or for the payment of intcre:-;t or prin­
cipal on any re\'enue bonds issue:-; by the agency pursuant to K. R. S. 58.010 to 58.140. any fund:; or tax reve­
nues available for gelll'ral purpo!l_es of the agency and not required by law to be rlevoted to some other purpose.'' 
When the old, wom-out ga:a and \Vater s~·stem begins to totter on their legs and ready for bankruptcy, ,:hen 
their !'('venue J';11ls to suppol't them <UHl pay the J)rmcipal and intere~t on the huge bond issue. then the county 
willlwYe lo dig into the tax revenues, under K. R. S. !l8.130, to pay up. An:v court in the land will force you 
to and you kllow it. That is why our children will have to assume the burden. 

A few final que8tious, .Judge Heni':V Stumbo, on another matter. Why was it neces~ary to indict you fot· 
neglect of dutv in the matter of roads? \Vhy did yon pick out a case ha,·ing no bearing on your case at all, 
and tt·y to u~c that case of the Court of Appeals to show you were wrongfully innicted '? He1·e is the case. 
J udgt>, under which you were indicted. It is the Commonwealth ,·s. Boyle County Fiscal Court. The Court of 
Appeals said in that ca~e and it was almost exactly like your case; "The proper remedy being an indictment 
against the officers composing the court for wilful negl cct in the di:;charge of their official duties.'' The comt 
further said: "These ofiicials arc im•ested with the necessary discretion as to the manner of discharging the 
duties of their offices. But this discretion is not one thatcan set at naught the duty. Their digcretion consists 
thl' m.llluer how, not in the matter whether, the high way shall be ke1>t in a fit condition for public u 
Again ll'l us })Oint out that Statute Gl.l70 states you are subject to indictment for neglect of official duties. 

We bdt1g· ihi!:: matter of indictment against yon, Judge Stumbo, because it is never mentioned l>y you. You 
forgot to nwntirm it or the Big Deal either on the radio last v.reek. You are suc\1 a great road-builder. Judge 
StmnboJ then "J1y didn't you use the $230,000 to build about 50 miles of blacktop rural roads instead of buy­
ing- old, wom-out gas anrl water dil'!tricts '? If roads were built taxpayers would get something for their money. 

Hefol'e parting with you Judge Henry Stumbo, we want to go back to the bond i:<sue in the Big Deal. Read 
one, .Judge. It say.s: ·'Said county convenant~ that said public projed will be conlinuously operated m: a reve­
nue producing undertaking, and that it will fix or cau.:;e to be fixed such rates for ~ervice::; furnbhed.'• That 
t:s \\ hy the mine1·~ and fa1·me-r::: of Beaver Creek had their g-as and water rates rai~ed ]a~t month, Judge, and 
that is how money is being Laken from the partly empl o~·cd miner. You are bound by a bargnin to make these 
old gus and \\later systems pa)·. 

Judge Stumbo, you have been telling the voters that the bond issue, and the operation of lhe busines~, 
is no concern of tbP. county. that the county is merely a "holding company" for the gas and watel' !Systems, 
and that the county is not oblignted in any way. Let us $E:C, Judge. \Ve can read. and as ordinary citizen:;; we 
hav{, a little understanding. Go back with us and re<lcl again: "Said county covenants that said public project 
will be continuou~l;: operated as a revenue producing undertaking.'' If ]<"loyd county is not obligated to operate 
or see that these systems are operated, then we can't r ead or underst:'.nd either. 

You have a lot of explaining to do, Jndge Stumbo, and the time i~ getting ~hort. '\\'hat we have asked 
you, we did .so in good faith. We didn't skip any <1uestions because they were embara~sing to you. \Ve ask 
you to a11s" c1· if they are embnraR~ing. 

It is your duty to the voters. V{e shall nol be satisfied with half-truths, e\·asions or double-talk. Lcrwe 
the douh]f'-lcdk, Explain, piece by piece, just what we have asked you. Don't cover anything up, or 
politic!'; now Judge.
