In 1952·53 the average daily attendance ln Floyd· county was 
11,002.64. Of t~ls number, 73?.50 were in 38 remote schools >with ADA 
below 27 pupils. Thls would give us 38 class room units for remote 
schools. Then 11,002.64. in all the schools, minus 736.50 In the remote 
schools e<tU:l.L~ 10,266.14 remaining ADA. 

This 10.266.14 dlvlCied by 27. the des!ra.ble number for each room, 
equals 380.22, class r<><•m units. We have !our vocational teachers In 
the county !or which we would be gi.ven four class room unlts. The 
38 units for remote schools, .plus 380.22, class room units !Ol' remaining 
schools, plus 4 vorotional Wlits equals 422.22 basic class room units. 
We would be given one special teacher such as librarian, principal. 
or music teacher !or every 8 basic units. 422.22 divided by 8 equals 
52.77 units for special teachers. Then we would be required to have 
4 superviSors and 3 attendance omcers tor which we would be given 
das.s room un.IU!. Thus our total claM room units for Floyd county 
would be 422.22 plus 52.7'7. plus 4, plus 3 for a total or 482.

The state would allocate S3200.00 per unit of tlhe 482 class room~ 
for a teacher with a MA degree, $2900.00 for a teacher with a BA 
degree, $2600.00 for n teacher with 3 years' coll~e work, and so on 
down. 

We will use !or our figures $2900.00 times 482 class room units for 
a total of $1,397,800 09 for teachexs• snlarles. We would be al!O\Yed 
$500.00 per class room unit for operating expenses, or $500.00 tlmes 
482 class room units for a total of $24!l',OOO.OO. ·We would ,be allowed 
$400.00 for capital outlay for each or the 482 units or a total of $192,· 
800.00. The average number cf children transported each day In Floyd 
county in 1962-53 was 4,667 students. we w·ould be allowed 1 bUS unit 
for each 80 children transported, ox 58.33 bus units. '!ben in addition, 
we would be allowed 1 bus unit for each 40 to 50 square miles in the 
county. On the basis or 45 square miles, for each unit. dh'ided into 
the 402 square miles in the county, you would get 9 e>.."tra bus units. 
58.33 bus unlts plus 9 bus units v."'uld equal 67.33 bus units for the 
whole county. We are allowed $1600.000 for 67.33 bus units for a total 
of $107,200.00. 

For the total educational requirement of the county you would hnvl' 
$1,938,800.00 broken down as follows: 

$l,:J97,800.00 for salaries 
$ :Ml,OOO.OO for operating expenst-
S 192.800.00 for capital outlay 
$ 107.200.00 for transportation 

How would thls $1.938.800.00 be obt:1ined? 

The January. 1952 .assessed \'aluntlon of property in KenLUcky for 
school purposes on the local level was $3,165,000,000 times Sl.OO tax 
rate equals $31,650,00;>.00. Floyd county had .0843 per cen~ of the total 
tax paying ability or the state in terms of equalized value. $31,650,-
000.00 tlme'l .0848 per cent equals $268,392.00;;-Floyd count.y·s contli­
bution on Mimmum Foundation Program without capital outlay. In 
order to participate in caspltal outlay, $26,839.20 or 10 cents or thl' 
present $1.50 Lax rate would have to be contribnted by Floyd county. 
Thus, $268,392.00 plus $26.839.20 cqunls $295,231.20. our total cont t·i­
bution including capital outlay. The $295,231.20 from $1,938,8()0.01) 
leaves $1,64.3,588.80 tor the stat~ Leglslntn~ to provide in state taxes. 
Thl' addlllonal 40 ce11ts t.b3.t is now levied In local taxes would pro­
duce :mother $10'7.~56.80 to be spent locally for enrichment of the 
program. r
