A'l‘ AGE OF 80

Physician Described

As “Best-Loved Man

In Knott” Is Victim

Dr. John Wess Duke, Hindman
physician for 58 years and the

man who was described as “Knott
county’s best-loved citizen,” died

| Friday night at his home in Hind-

man  after suffering a heart at-
tack. He was 80 years old.

Dr. Duke began practice im-
mediately after his graduation in
1896 from 'the old Kentucky
School of Medicine, now the Uni-
versity of Louisville. He was
Knott county’s first physician to
hold a medieal degree.

In his role of health officer,
which he also took up in 1896,
he assisted in two outstanding
programs. First was a five-year
study of frachoma made by the
United States Public Health
Service after a preliminary sur-
vey had been made by Dr. J. H,

‘Stucky, Lexington, in 1902,

The other was a hookworm
program started in 1915. The pro-

l'gram practically eliminated the

disease in the county.

Dr. Duke, who taught school
for six years before he studied
conducted a general
practice of medicine under very
difficult conditions at times. But
he said he enjoyed every minute
of ii.

When he first started practice
there were few roads. He rode
horseback for miles' over steep
trails and creek beds to make
calls on his patients.

In his "isolated zegion, money
was not plentiful. He collected
not more than half of his fees.
“T pever in my life asked a
patient if he had the money be-
fore I treated him,” Dr. Duke
once said. “When people need
help they have to have it, wheth-
er they have money or not.”

Dr. Duke was a Mason,a former
member of the Hindman Settle-
ment Schools's board of trustees,
and for several years was super-
intendent of the Methodist Sun-
day school.

He is survived by two daugh-
ters, Mrs. 'Sam Belt, Paris, and
Mrs. William Turpin, Ashland;
two sons, Brodie Duke, Hindman,
formerly of Martin, and James
Duke, Bardstown, and a sister,
Mrs. E. M. Adams, Hazard.
The funeral rites, conducted
Monday from the Hindman
Methodist Church by the Rev. H.
L. Shumway and the Rev. Clancy
Barnes, was attended by hun-
dreds of friends and relatives of
the doctor, Burial was made in
the family cemetery at Hindman.

Smokey is spearheading a $6,-

Survey 'Jnd& Way

To Aid Landowners
Market Timber Crop

Landowners who have wanted to
sell their timber in the past have
often faced the problem of finding
a buyer. And it isn't always as easy
as it sounds. A survey designed to
help farmers and landowners to
market their timber crop i being
undertaken. The University of Een-
tueky, Central States Forest Hxperi-
ment Station, and the State Divi-
sion of Forestry are working togeth-
er in making a list of all the buyers
of forest products in each county in
the state. The survey in this county
will be made by James A. Newman
of the University of Kentucky Ex-
tension Service.

The list will include the name and
address of a buyer and will tell
whether he buys mine props, saw-
logs, veneer, stavebolts, pulpwood, or
raflroad ties. It will alzo say wheth-
er the buver is interested in stand-
ing timber or just the delivered
products. This list will probably be
completed by the last of the year
and can be obtained from the coun-
ty agent.

Ageording to MNewman, the survey
is another step forward in helping
timber owners get the most from
their timber crop. The information
provided will allow the owner to get
in touch with several buyers, not
only frem his own county, but from
nearby counties as well. The Ken-
tucky Experiment Station has a
responsibility for providing up to
date information on timber
buyers, specifications for
timber products, and marketing con-
ditions in order to help forest own-
ers get better returns from thelr
timber, Newman added, Tt was also
pointed out that ‘periedic lisis of
prices being paid for forest products
are made avallable throuzh coopera~
tion with the State Division of
Forestry.
