Be At Allen, Times Told 
owners of timberlands in this area 

will soon be offered a market, it 
was learned this week when a re­
presentative of the Mead Corpora­
tion, began to locate yards and buy­
ers in Ken tucky. 

The company is a large buyer and 
processors of pulp woods. T he wood 
bought here will be shipped to 
Chillicothe. 

Plans are for one of the four Big 
Sandy yards to be located at Allen. 
The other three yards will be lo­
cated at Paintsville, Louisa and 
Shelbiana. In addition to the four 
yards, others will be located at these 
Kentucky towns-Olympia, Rush, 
Raceland, Vanceburg and More­
head. Several of the yard sites have 
been selected and the buyers for 
them employed, it was stated by 
Marion Hafele, Huntington, Mead 
Corporation representative. All of 
the yards are on the c. & o. rail­
way. 

VVoods needed by Mead are pop­
lar, basswood, (linn), maple, wil­
low, buckeye and gum. The price 
will be around $17 long or plup­
wood cord. Approximately 14 cords 
make a car. "This will be an op­
portunity for timber owners to dis­
pcse of a lot of burned timber," said 
James Newman, extension forester, 
UnivErsity of Kentucky. 

Some concern was expressed in 
conservation circles here when it 
was revealed that timber as small 
as four inches in diameter would be 
sought by :Mead. Conservationsts 
fear a furth er denuding of slopes 
and a still greater cause of erosion 
unless reforestation measures ac­
company the cutting of the timber.

The week will be devoted to 
a concerted effort to have more 
Kentucky children immunized, it 
was stated. Immuniaztion against 
typhoid, whooping cough, tetanus, 
diphtheria and smallpox will be pro­
moted. 

A radio script promoting Immuni­
zation Week will be maile1l in a few 
days to each local health depart­
ment. It is a 15-minute script with 
a phy.:ician, public health nurse and 
p,_T.A. member in the cast. A copy 
will also be mailed to the secretary 
of each local medical society and 
to each radio station asking their 
cooperation and participation with 
the local health department in the 
Immunization Week program. 

Spot announcements will also be 
mailed to every radio station, and 
television stations will cooperate 
with announcements and other pub­
licity. Filler announcements will be 
sent to all newspapers. 

"The promotion of Immunization 
Week is to start people thinking 
about the need for protection 
against preventaj;)le diseases," Dr. 
C. C. Howard, chaiJ:man of the K.S. 
M.A. Advisory Committee on PUb. 
lie Health, he said. "Kentuckians 
must realize that a potentially dan­
gerous situation exists and that seri­
ous outbreak of communicable dis­
eases could easily occur from lack 
of immunizations." 

Last year, 10,470 homemakers in 
Kentucky reported freezing some of 
their foods. 

Hearings on Federal financial aid 
in the construction of public ele­
mentary and secondary schools will 
begin on May 11, 1954, it was an­
nounced Tuesday by Senator John 
Sherman Cooper. Senator Cooper is 
chairman of the Education Subcom­
mittee of the Committee on Labor 
and Public WPlfare.

In his statement to the Senate 
announcing the hearing schedule, 
Senator Cooper said: "I consider the 
matter of provision of proper edu­
cational facilities for the 34 million 
school children of the country one 
of the most important responsibili­
ties of the nation." 

Senator Cooper suggested that in­
dividuals and organizations interest­
ed in appearing before the subcom_ 
mittee on the bills should notify 
the committee promptly so that the 
schedule may be completed.

I BARKLEY SAYS WILSON GREATEST PRESIDENT; 
!PAYS TRIBUTE TO TAFT P~TRIOTISM, LOYALTY 
I Woodrow Wilson was the greatest 
statesman and the greatest Presi­
dent under whom he ever :;erved, 
Alben w. Barkley comments in the 
current <May lstJ issue of the Sat­
ul'day Evening Post. 

In the third installment of his 
autobiography, "That ~minds Me," 
the Kentuckian also pays 1l surpris­
ing tribute to the late Senator 
Robert A. Taft, saying: "While I dis­
agreed frequently with Bob Taft's 
political ideas, he was a man of 
great ability, integrity and patrio­
tism, whose personal friendship I 
valued." 

Barkley, whose background in­
cludes 40 years as congressman, 
senator and Vice-President, finds 
the social significance of the Wilson 
era was overshadowed, by the out­
break of World War I. 

In the prewar years, he says, the 
Wilson AdminUitratlon gave the 
country the most far-reaching so­
cial and economic reforms of any 
administration in our history up to 
that time. 

"Woodrow Wilson's entrance into 
the White House was a breath of

Of President Taft's son, who be­

votion to his party and his country 
than the course he followed after he 
lost the nomination to President 
Eisenhower. 

"Not only did he cap1palgn for 
the election of the man· who had J 
captured the prlze he, himself had 
sought for so many years," Barkley 
continues, "but as majority leader 
of the Senate before his tragic death 
in 1953, he became the Administra­
tion's loyal and most effective lleu­
tenant on Capitol Hill." 

Barkley tells tba t twice in his life­
time he had the distasteful duty of 
voting to draft the young manhood 
of our country for the defense of 
democracy. "Pray God," he implores,
