I SUBSCRIBED 
'Living Endowment' Plan 
To E1tablish F oar-Year 
College at Pikeville 
Pikeville, Ky., Feb. 3 (Spl}- Dr. 

.A. A. Page, president of Pikeville 
Junior College, announced today 
that the halfway mark has been 
passed in the "living endowment" 
drive, aimed at establishing a four­
year college at Pikeville. Pledges of 
annual contributions totaling just 
over $7,500, which if paid regularly 
will take the place of more than 
$250,000 of invested endownment, 
have been received from 192 inter­
ested persons, the announcement 
stated. 

"If we are to look forward to ex­
panding Pikeville College to a four­
year scnool, we must raise a 'living 
endownment• of at least $500,000, 
and preferably $750,000," Dr. Page 
said. "Our goal will be easy to reach 
if those who would make a gift for 
this purpose, no matter how large 
or small, will do so, and then repeat 
it every year. Contributions totaling 
from .fifteen to twenty-two thou­
sand dollars annually will do the 
job." 

The drive, launched November 1, 
was directed first at alumni of the 
school. It was later broadened to in­
clude all citizens of this area and 
all friends of the college, Dr. Page 
said. Its basic idea is that an in­
vestment of $100, paying about three 
dollars each year in dividends or in­
terest, can be replaced by an inter­
ested individual who will give the 
school the three dollars per year. 

The pledges, ranging in amount 
from $1 to $200, have eome from 
alumni of the college, local business 
:firms, and other interested persons 
~n various parts of the countcy. They 
:have been received from points as 
:far away as California and Arizona.

Formation of a state-wide For­
estcy Committee was announced last 
week by Walter A. Cole, chairman, 
Agricultural Committee, Kentucky
