Large Shad Blamed
| For Lake Situation;
' Pcisioning Considered

! The Floyd Fish & Game Club
"‘t its Maytown meeting Monday
evening went on record as support-
| ing biologists of the Kentucky De—-
\partment of Fish & Wildlife Re-|
sources in their plans to reduce the |
shad population of Dewey Lake.

Officials of the club explained the
sportsmen are willing to depend
upon the training and’ judgment of
the biclogists who have made an|
extended study of Dewey Lake con-
ditions throughout the summer. |

The biologists' plan, as explained |
to the club by Elis Carter, biclo-
gist who headed the lake study this|
year, is to kill off a large percentage
of the large shad in the impound-
ment by poisoninz. This can be
done, it was explained, so that game
fish will not suffer.

Conservation officer Raymond
Copley has been directed to notify
the biologists immediately when the
water temperature at ‘the lake
reaches 60 degrees. This would in-
dicate that the poisoning would
be done at a time when bass and
most other game fish have gone
into deeper waters while shad still
swirl af or near the surface.

A large part of the shad popula-
tion at Dewey has reached such
size, biologists say, that they are
not edible by bass and crappie. The
Northern pike population of the lake
is not sufficient to cope with the
over-supply of shad. This is believ-
ed to be a factor in the failure
of crappie to grow as they should.
The biologists' theory is that a new
shad hatch next year will provide
needed food for crappie.

Except for the failure of crappie
to grow as expected, and an over-
abundance of large shad and also of
bluegill, fish-life in the impound-
ment is normal. The supply of bass
is ‘good, and the spawn last spring
was the heaviest since the first
1year of the existence of the lake..

Frankfort, Ky., Oet. 5 (Spl) As
part of a continued program of
streamlining and improving the
state forest fire control foreces, the
Division of Forestry today announ-
ced  the reorzamization of ifs fire
suppression forces.

In the past the Division has relied
principally on en a force of 1,200
deputy: wardens in proteeted areas,
often without telephone of other
communieation, These men  were
only when they fought firves,
In the new streamlined organiza-
first line of defense will
consist, as in the past, of the reg-
ular employees of the Division, who
have undergone: intensive training

during the past few months, The

second line of defense will consist
of deputy forest wardens, but the
force has been reduced to approxi-
mately 500, each of whom can be
réached promptly.

In Floyd county Forest
Forrest Burchett may be
at Allen telephone 4566.

Each deputy: will have a register-
ered crew of 6 fire fighters. Only
those deputies and fire fighters who
have been dispatched to a fire by
the district forester, ranger or forest
guard will be paid for fire fizhting
by the state. This reorganization
permits better training, closer su-
pervision ‘of work and better finan-
cial control, according to Division of
Forestry officials.

The third line of defense will
consist of volunteer forces who have
been organized and trained for this
particular job.

Our Work Is Cut Out For Us

This is National News-
paper Week, that annual
occasion when the news-
papers, great and small, of
the land are expected to
shout from the: headlines
their virtues, the worth of
services and the un-
dying quality of the romance
that surrounds journalism.

Frankly, we of The Floyd
County Times have never
done a good job in doing our
bit for Newspaper Week.
Familiarity with the old job
has not bred in us a con-
tempt for it, but it may have
caused us to lose sight of
the possibility that others
would like to hear more
about just how a newspaper
operates.

If we were to attempt any-
thing of this sort—the whole
operation from the time a
story breaks, on through the
tedious gathering of details,
the writing of the story, the
setting of it into type by
of the marvelous

rections by the proofreader,
the linotype operator and

{the compositor in the back-

room, and on to make-up in
the forms, on to the vpress
and finally to the reader—
there would have to go into
the story something of the
dulling tedium the worker
finds to allay what others re-
card as the most interesting
job on earth. And perhaps
our recital of all these things
would become tedious and
dulling to the senses.

Then permit us to com-
ment briefly. this National
Newspaper ‘Week, on what
we attempt to do rather than
to tell in detail about the
doing.

The Times subsecribes to,
and makes every effort to

nractise, the theorv that a|

newspaper is a medium of
communicating news and ex-
changing views which be-
longs not to one person to
serve that individual's vper-
sonal ends but one which
belongs to the public in the
sense that it should serve all
and not one or a few.

Tts news columns are what
the name implies—news,
not a colored acecount of hap-
penings so written for the
purpose of adroitly present-
ing an editorial viewnoint.

Its interest in people and
eommunities encompasses all
Flovd county within its phy-
sical range. :

Whatever of its own opin-
ions that go into the maper
appears in its editorial eol-
umns,
ence it mav have is used
constructively, never for any
malicious or petty purpose,

That's our idea of mews-
papering in our field, and we
aren’t convinced that it
should not apply to every
field. It’s a big order. one
which keeps us leaning back-
ward in a desperate effort
to hew to the line, but the
result, we think, is worth the
effort. Wherever we fail, put
it down to an error of the
mind. not the heart.

This is to say that the
news columns of The Times
aren't used, sometimes, by
others for propaganda pur-
poses. But when this happens
the situation is such that the
newspaper cannot overlook
the story as it appears in the
record.

Summing up, we envision
our newspaper as an imper-
sonal medium of conveying
news, a medium above petty
prejudice and with a big
job to do—succeed or fail,
whichever we may, that’s
our job this National News-

60,000 Employers
Receive Tax Forms

Frankfort, Ky, Oet. 5 (Sph—
Over 60,000 employers are now re-
| ceiving Kentucky quarterly income
tax withholding forms from the De-
partment of Revenue. Commissioner
of Revenue Robert H, Allphin an-
nounced that with the close of the
first guarter since state income tax
withhelding began July 1, the de-
partment is providing every Ken-
tucky employer with three kinds of
| forms.

Employers will use one form be-
fore October 31 to report tax with-
held from employees’ wages through
September 30. Another form is the
individual withholding statement
which the employers will retain until
the end of the year and there is an
order form with which employers
may obtain additional withholding
statements.

During January, 1955, an employ-
er must provide each of his em-
ployees with two copies of the in-
dividual withholding statement, and
file the third copy with the depart-
ment. Commissioner Allphin cau-
tioned all employers that withhold-
ing statements for employees who
will work until the end of the year
should not be sent to the Depart-
ment of Revenue before January 1,
1955. If additional statements are
required, they should be requested
on the order form to be furnished in
the near future.

Any employer, who does not re-
ceive these forms should notify the
Department of Revenue, Frankfort.

$10 for Blakemore and $12.50 for
Tennessee Beauty. The advanced
prices will not apply until Floyd
farmers have exhausted the half-
million commitment entered into

berry culture is asked to contact
the Extension Service or appear
in person at the Farm Advisory
Committee meeting Oct. 16. Final
strawberry plans for the vear will
be made at that time, if possible,
it was said by a member of the
committee.

REVENUE BOND
DISCUSSED FOR

Planned expansion programs of
state park facilities through revenue
bond issues were revealed by sev-
eral states in discussions at the
Nation Conference on State Parks
held last week in Seattle, Wash-
ington.

A report on these plans was
brought back to Kentucky by Henry
Ward, State Conservation Commis-
sioner, one of three Kentuckians
who attended.

Kentucky is considering issuing
$3,500,000 in revenue bonds for faci-
lities at Dewey Lake, General But-
ler, Carter Caves, Pine Mountain
and several other parks.

“All of the states are enlarging
their state parks to meet the in-
ereasing demands by the public for
out-door recreation,” Ward said.
“Many are turning to revenue bonds
to finance revenue-producing facili-
ties.”

“Texas is leading this list with a
£50,000,000 bond issue, Texans re-
ported they expect their first bonds
to be issued this winter.

“Oklahoma has & new $7,500,000
bond issue. Several years ago Okla-

Murray State Park and the experi-
ment was & great stecess,” Ward
added.

“West Virginia is the state closest
to Kentucky with & revenue bond
issue in the mill. That state has sold
$5,500,000 for new faeilities. Virginia
built a number of vaecation cottages
several vears ago through revenue
bonds.”

The Kentucky Commissioner said
all the states are interested in se-
curing their share of the U. S. $15.-
£00,000.000 tourist industry and are
developing their plans accordingly.

Kentucky’s state parks registered
record-shattering attendance figures
during the last fiscal period, better-
ing last year's attendance by almost

visited the state's 24 parks and
shrines during the 1953-54 {fiscal
year. The figure for 1952-53 was
3.261,5600. The eurrent fleure is'al-
most ten times the estimated at-
tendance at state parks in 1947-48,
when an expanded park gystem was
just heing started by the state. The
figure for that year was 373.589.

Kentucky Dam Village, Gilberis-
ville, continued to be the maost-visit-
ed park in the system with some
1,250,000 visitors. This figure in-
cludes visitors 'to Kentucky Dam.

Hardin, attracted 650,000 zuests, and
Cumberland Falls State Park, Cor-
bin, ranked third in the system
with approximately 325,000 visitors
during the year.
