Burke as Supervisor of the Seventh 
conservation district. 

Involved was the State Merit sy­
stem which safeguards state em­
ployees against dismissal without 
cause. In the circuit court action, 
filed last Aug. 20 after a hearing of 
Burke's case befDl'e the Commission, 
Burke claimed l1e was summarily 
dismissed, given no notice of Sl.tCh 

action except by letter from Earl 
Wallace. Commissioner, after t!:le 
action had been taken, was held 
guilty by the Commission-"the 
same men who had accused and 
dismissed me," Burke sa id. He also 

claimed he was never presented n 
bill of specific charges. 

The decision to pay Bmke his 
salary was reached in Frankfort 
when Specia l Commissioner Rudy 
Yessin told the Pl'estonsburg man's 
attorney, William A. Young. Fral1k­

systems and one water works com­
prising the Floyd system. He added, 
however, there is a moral respon­
sibility on the part of the county to 
see that every effort is made to 
make the properties retire the 
bonded indebtedness and interest. 

Although the system showed a net 
profit of $8,453.09 during the period 
covered by the audit-from July 1, 
1953 to June 30, 1954-the deduc­
tion of $10,898.61 to cover the item 
of bond interest and expense left 
the System $2,445.52 in the red, ac­
cording to the audit. 

The auditors also showed in their 
statement that $4,250 was "contri­
buted by former owners" of the 
properties on June 30 this year, and 
that with this amount the System 
had a balance of $1,804.48. 

Gas sales and service by the five 
gas systems for the year totaled 
$67,056.60, and to this was added an 
income of $943.57 from the Weeks-

Heavy loss of gas between the 
point of purchase by the system and 
where it was delivered to the con­
sumer cut heavily into the income. 
Old lines were blamed for this 
situation. The several gas systems 
showed an average loss of 32.7% in 
gas purchased. The Weeksbury 
water plant was sub-leased last 
October to Tilton Hall for 10% of 
the collections. 

"The System," the auditors noted, 
"is in need of additional revenues 
to make replacements to reduce gas 
loss; however, it is doubtful at this 
time if rate increases would add 
additional revenue due to the 
economic condition of the towns 
served." 

The System increased its working 
capital by $4,697.69 over the 12-
month period. 

The auditors commented they 
were unable to express an indepen­
dent accountants' opinion as to the 
fairness of the over-all representa­
tion contained in financial state­
ments, because the records are in­
adequate. 

Recommendations made in the 
audit include these: 

That adequate accounting records 

I
. be maintained and monthly sum­

maries of income and expense be 
kept. 

That fixed asset. and depre­
ciation schedules be set up, itemizing 
fixed assets and costs on the basis 
of an engineer's appraisal. 

That diligent effort be made to 
.collect accounts receivable. (The 
system had on June 30 $5,470.71 in 
uncollected accounts.) 

That it be determined who will 
be liable for customers' deposits and 
the amounts deposited be deter­
mined. 

That it be determined who was 
liable for $1,500 paid The First 
National Bank. (This amount was 
borrowed from the bank by the 
Beaver Elkhorn Water District in 
MaTch, 1953, and on March 2, 1954, 
after the new System had taken 
ownership, a debit memo was issued 
for that amount which was charged 
::wainst the Floyd County Water 
Works & Gas System.) 

That r evenues be increased, either 
by increased sales or reduced ex­
penses. 

The auditors added that in view 
of the age of the System it is doubt­
ful that maintenance could be cut. 

Losses in gas from leaky lines 
ranged from 27.2% in the Allen­
Dwale system to a high of 46.1% at 
Estill. 

By individual systems the income 
figures follow: 

Allen-Dwale, bought 41,928 thous­
and cubic feet of gas and sold 30,-
544 MCF for $20,603.87 to 239 cus­
tomers for a gross profit of $10,482. 

Wayland-Garrett bought 50,891 
MCF and sold 34,817 MCF for $23,-
898.68 to 357 customers for a gross 
profit of $.11,175.93. 

Garrett-Bosco bought 34,133 MCF 
and sold 22,077 MCF for $14,881.61 
to 263 customers for a gross profit 
of $6,348.36. 

Glo bought 7,986 MCF and sold 
4,663 MCF for $3,453.76 to 34 cus­
tomers for a gross profit of $1,461.76. 

Estill sold 5,207 of the 9,668 thou­
sand cubic feet of gas it bought for 
$3,473.70 to 43 customers for a gross 
profit of $1,056.70. 
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Oral arguments will be heard 
by the Court of Appeals on Oct. 
22 in a hearing of the appeal from 
the court's earlier d ecision on the 
responsibility of Prestonsburg 
taxpayers for the bond issue and 
special tax they voted, in the 
event of merger of the two 
boards. The Court of Appeals in 
its earlier opinion h eld that tax­
payers of Prestonsburg must pay 
the tax till the bond issue is 
amortized, even though m erger is 
effected by agreement of the two 
boards. Purpose of the appeal is 
to ascertain if the same responsi­
bility will exist i1 merger is made 
by action of the Dep;:trtment of 
Education or by the Legislature. 

The bond issue is to finance 
construction of a gymnasium 
here, and the County Board has 
voted to permit the building to be 
located on the new high school 
property if the courts relieve it of 
any financial responsibility.
