The Western Union Telegraph
Company proposes to discontinue
its office here and to substitute
an agency to handle its wire ser-
vice, it was announced Tuesday
by Raymond Durkin, Knoxville,
Tenn,, district manager.

The agency will be located in
the Prestonsburg Flower Shop,
with Mr. and Mrs. A. B. Hines in
charge. The agency will have a
teleprinter, such as is used in

CO-GPERATION

With Coal Producers
To Develop Exports,
| Chicago Paper Says

John L. Le\us is wmkmg on Aa
plan whereby his United Mine
Workers and coal operators of the
country would work together in de-
veloping and serving
kets for U. S. coal. Such was the re-
port published Monday by the Chic-
ago Tribune.

Quoting unnamed aides of the
UMW. president, The Tribune said
Lewis plans a non-profit export
company to be jointly financed by
the union and the mine owners. The
company would lease World War II
Liberty ships now in “mothball”
storage to carry the coal to foreign
markets.

Lewis estimates the corporation
could quintuple the present foreien
sales of 10 million tons a year to 50
millions a year, the newspaper said.

The story said the plan would re-
quire:

1. Approval by the State De-
partment and the Eisenhower Ad-
ministration.

2. Securing leases of the Liber-
ty ships on “special terms."

3. Government agreement to pay
insurance on the ships (Lewis’ plan
contemplates that the export com-
pany insures cargoes.)

The story quotes Lewis as saying
that France, Italy and Yugoslavia
are using American aid dollars to
buy ecoal from Russian-dominated
Poland and Czechoslovakia.

Lewis was quoted as saying:

“Our mines are idle, our Tail-
roads don’t haul coal, our busi-
nessmen in mining communities
don't have the trade, the Treasury
Department doesn't have taxes be-
cause we spend one bilion dollars a
year in Japan in procurement for
the armed forces. They take the
dollars—the Russians won't take
anything else—and. they buy Man-
churian coal to operate the Japanese
steel industry and enable them te
undersell and underbid our fabri-
cated steel producers in the world
markets."”

The Tribune said that in 1852
approval of the plan was voiced by
Charles E. Wilsen, at that time de-
fense mohilizer.

SPOT-BUYING
HURTING COAL

Federal Policy Cited
By Francis in Speech
Made in Denver, Colo.

Spot purchasing policies’'of the
federal government are ‘‘doing
more to distress coal marketing”
than any other single influence,
David L. Francis, president of the
Princess Elkhern Coal Co., David,
said Monday in an address in
Denver, Colorade.

His speech was made before the
National Resources committee of

| the U. S. Chamber of Commerce.

Francis declared that the effect
of “this tremendous power . .
being exerted to drive coal prices
down month after month” has
carried over to private producers
of electric power and other coal
buyers.

He said the policies must be re-

| vised to “keep coal prepared for

the traditional role as a major
producer of energy and emer-

: | geney fuel

Myr. Francis said that rates for
electricity produced by public
| utilities usually are set up to give
|'management a fair investment|

.= return and to protect the public
 against

overcharges. He con-
demned the practice of buying
coal on a spot market and “bid-
ding one coal company against
another” in disregard of produc-
tion costs.

He recommended that utilities,
whether government or private,
contract for base fuel loads of a
competitive basis for from one
to ten years, purchasing only the
variable load on a spot basis.

more efficient producers, Francis
said,

This would be to the ultimate
advantage of the utilities, whose

that he has refused and still re-
fuses to appear before the grand
jury .

“We find that between the
months of April and September,
1954 approximately 57 persons
were arrested and placed in jail
for various offenses, and that
when he made his report to the
court in September, 1054, he only
turned in fines for approximately
17; that we interviewed some de-
fendants who had.been arrested
and placed in jail, charged with
drunken driving, and that several
of these testified under oath that
. . . May fined them $100 after
they had entered a plea of guilty;
that the said John May turned
them loose without payment,
without going to jail and without
signing any replevin bond, and
as far as they know their cases
have been completely disposed
of.”

The report alsp accused the
Magistrate of “deliberately and
wilfully misappropriating public
funds, converting public funds
and . . . malfeasance in office.”
This statement, the report point-
ed out, was based on the e¢laim
that when Magistrate May turn- |
ed in his fines in the amount of
$192 he gave Circuit Clerk W. W. |
Cooley a cold check covering that [
amount.

[

May, the report continued, dv-'
fied three notices to appear be-
fore the grand jury and also de-
fied the circuit court which is-
sued a warrant of arrest for him|
without bond. |

The grand jury failed, however, |
to vote an indictment against the |
official. Its final report recom-
mended that the court take what-
ever action it deems advisable,
adding that “some kind of action
needs to be taken.”

Magistrate May said here Tues-
day that the report was written
by the Commonwealth’'s Attorney
and was signed by the grand jury
foreman because the latter beliey-
ed he had to sign it.

Continuing, the jury's
said:

“We find also that Mr. May . ..
from the sworn evidence before
the grand jury, had a certain wo-
man subpoenaed before the grand
jury to indiet certain officers of
the Sheriff’s force for raiding and
catching the bootleggers on Right
Beaver Creek, and one of the
bootleggers that was caught was
with him at the time he served a
subpoena on this woman to ap-
pear before the grand jury . . .
The said woman swore under oath
that all these wvarious persons
were guilty of bootlegging and
that they were raided and that
liquor and heer was found on
their premises during this raid
with the exception of one who
had a government stamp.”

Otherwise, the jury’s report
noted that the jail needs a new
roof or repairs to the present roof,
new toilets, a screen door for the
jail kitchen, repair of drain pipes
from the jail roof, cleaning up of
the basement kitchen and of rub-
bish about the courthouse.

Frankfort, Ky. Sept. 27—Ken-
tucky’s Teacher Retirement System
closed ifs recent fiscal year with
current obligations paid, and cash
and securities on hand of more than
£28,790,000—from whieh it derives
an interest on its investment, N. O.
Kimbler, Executive Director of the
Retirement System disclosed today.

During the past year the system
paid to teachers approximately $1-
250,000 and received from teachers
approximately ~$1,500,000. An addi-
tional $£700,000 was received in In-
terest income, while the state added
into the fund $1,711,000.

past year, 143 of Kentucky teachers
retired—with an average of 35 years'
teaching service to their credit.

Monthly benefit ehecks range from
210 for a teacher with a credit of
two years to about $100 for a teach-
er with 43 years. Average age at re-
tirement ts 65. Fourteen of those
| retiring were for disability, and 44
were under 65 years old. Youngest
person retiring was 49, the oldest

Law Compliance Failure
Brings State Warning

Frankfort, Ky. Sept 27— More
than 1,000 truck operators in Ken-
tucky 'were notified by the state
Department of Molor Transporta-
tion, of their fallure to file evidence
declaring that they have obtained
increased public Uability and prop-
erty damage insuratice as required
by the 1954 General Asembly.

The 1954 law increased the
amount of insurance carriers must
maintain  when operating upon
Kenfucky's highways, with some
amounts being doubled.
