Required of Taxpayer, 
R. H. Allphin Announces; 
50,000 Taxpayers to File 

Frankfort, K~•., April 6 - Com­
missioner of Revenue Robert H. 
Allphin remmded taxpayers to­
day that the Kentucky pay-as­
you-go income tax law provides 
for declarations of estimated in­
come tax by persons not subject 
to withholding. 

The Department of Revenue an­
ticipates 50,000 Kentuckians will 
file a declaration of estimated 
1955 income. Persons who make 
declarations are required to pay 

I 
one-third of the estimated tax due 
by April 15, 1955. The balance of 
the tax du!f can be paid in hvo 
in tallments by July 15 and :Nov-1 
ember 15, 1955. The declarations I 
can be amended if the taxpayer 

) estimates his income will vary 
from the first estimate. 
I The declaration requirement 
applies to all persons who expect 
to receive $1,500 income, more 
than the $1,000 of which is not 
covered by withholding. Thus, the 
requirement applies to those who 

j are self-employed and those who 
work outside Kentucky and earn 
wages or salaries not subject to 
withholding.

An ounce of prevention is worth 

you know what, so right now is the 
time to rejuvenate your casting reel 
insists Jason Lucas, angling editor 
of Sports Afield magazine. 

We'll concentrate on the casting 
reel for these reasons: In most fly 
fishing the reel is subject to very 
little wear and needs almost no at­
tention; a spinning reel does operate 
on each retrieve, but it too can be 
said to be idle during t.he cast. These 
two 1·eels can go tlu·ough a long 
life without much oiling or other I 
care. 

The case is quite different. hmv­
ever, with a casting reel. During 
each cast it works fast and furious­
ly-spool, crank and gears whirring, 
level-wind mechanism racing mad­
ly back and forth. Perfect smooth­
ness is necessary; without it you'll 
have constant backlashes, short and 

J 
difficult casts. 

To avoid this, your casting reel 
needs pretty constant attention, 
which includes an ocacsional com-
plete overhaul. Now is the time to 
do it. before the fishing season. Re­
conditioning a casting reel is a sim­
ple and interesting job that should 
not take over an hour. It c<~lls for 
no mechanical aptitude, unless the 
end bearings are worn. So, before I 
proceeding, see about those 

Remove the eud caps. Take the I 
spool between thumb and forefing-~ 
er and shake sidewise. Look, or feel, 
to find out if there's a very notice­
able amount of sidewise play. If 
there is, send the reel to its maker 
for new bearings; it cannot cast 
properly with worn ones. Let him 
do the whole overhaul job while 
he }}as the reel. It will cost very 
little, and he'll make it just like 
new. 

But if the bearmgs aren't un­
duly worn, and nothing is bent, you 
can do the job yourself. 

Remember when assembling t~e 
reel again, you work backv. ard frcm 
what you did in taking it apart. If 
you have forgotten what some of 
these steps were, don't get annoyed 
or impatient and start forcin.; 
things; if somethiru; doesn't slide in­
to place easily, you've got it wrong. 
Try reversing it, or try another part 
there.

Tested by State Vet 

Of the 200 cattle tested for tuber­
culosis by Dr. Green, of the state 
Department of Agriculture, last 
week, not one was found to have 
the disease, it was said here Tues­
day by County Agent 0. E. Boggs. 

'The cattle were tesLed in a spot­
check of the county's herds, includ­
in.g both beef and milk stock, and 
the tests provided a representative 
cross-section of the county. 

The tests are made every three 
years in a cross-section study. and 
not a case of t.b. has been found 
in this county in the last 15 years. 
Had one animal been found infect­
ed, a thorough test on a countywide 
basis would 11ave been made. 

Dr. Green will return to the coun­
ty later to test at least 50 more cat­
tle for t.b., and also to make Bang's 
disease tests, the County Agent said.

Sheep Shipments In State 
cquire Special Permits 

Frankfort, Ky., Apnl 6 - Pre­
valence of sheep sc.abies in states 
surrounding Kentucky, where the 
disease is widespread, today re­
sulted in Dr. L. L. Breeck, state 
veterinarian in the Department of 
Agriculture, ordering that sheep 
coming into Kentucky do so on 
special permits. 

"Permits must accompany ship­
ments along with health certifi­
cates isused at the point of origin 
stating that the. sheep have been 
inspected and found free from 
and have not been exposed to 
scabies and have been dipped 
within 10 days prior to shipment 
und~r Federal-State supervision," 
Dr. Breeck said. 

The state veterinarian notified 
all veterinarians, county agricul­
tural .agents and stockyards of the 
directive, and addecl: 

''We have had no reported 
cases of sheep S(;abies in Ken­
tucky since 1952. Let's keep Ken­
tucky free of this dreaded sheep 
·disease if at all possible." 

The disease is especially wide­
spread in Indiana, Ohio and Illi· 
nois, Breeck added.

John Marshall Harlan, distin­
guished New York attorney and 
jurist, took his seat on the United 
States Supreme Court March 28 

1 after ·a solemn swearing-in cere­
mcny. 

I The former circuit justice of the 
U . S. Court of Appeals heard his 
new colleagues read the day's 
opinions from the seat of the most 
junior justice at the far left of 
the court's mahogany bench. Then, 
chin in h and, h e turned his atten­
tion to the arguments of the day. 

By a unanimous vote the court 
held t hat a state may not use its 
own antitrust laws to halt picket­
ing of a firm engaged in interstate 
commerce. The opinion, written by 
Justice Felix Frankfurter, said 
authority over such picketing rests 
with the National Relations Board 
rather than State courts. 

In another labor case the court 
ruled 6 to 2 that a union may not 
sue to recover back pay allegedly 
withheld from its members in 
violation of a collective bargaining 
contract . Only the members them­
selves may bring suit, the court 
said.

Harlan, the 89th man to serve on 
the Supreme Court, fills the vacancy 
caused by the death last October 
of Justice Robert ·H. Jackson. 

With its full membership of nine, 
the t ribunal now can go ahead with 
its determination of how and when 
the states must racially unify their 
public-school systems. Arguments 
are set for the week of April 11. 

Harlan's grandfather, after whom 
he was named, was t he lone dis­
senter in a famous case that first 
laid down the "separa te-but-equal" 
racial doctrine almost 60 years a;go. 
(Harlan's grandfather was born in 
Boyle County, Kentucky. His father 
was born in Louisville. Harlan him­
self was born in Chicago.) 

The marble-columned chamber 
was crowded with dignitaries as 
Harlan, attired in his black judicial 
robe, recited the judicial oath after 
Court Clerk Harold B. Willey. A 
tall, erect man with thinning gray 
hair and blue eyes, Harlan promised 
"to do equal right to the poOT and 
to the rich." 

Spectators included Harlan's wife; 
his daughter, Mrs. Wellington New­
comb, New York, and his 86-year­
old mother, Mrs. John Maynard 
Harlan, also of New York. who 
watched the ceremony from a wheel 
chair. 

Earlier, in brief orders, the court 
rejected the first appeal filed by 
Adlai E. Stephenson since his return 
to private law practice after his 
defeat in the 1952 presidential elec­
tion. Stephenson represented the 
Radio Corporation of Ametica, 
which sought to block trial of a 
Zenith-R. C. A. patent suit in 
Chicago until a similar suit in Dele­
ware has been decided. 

Four plots of land, each 100 x 
40 feet, were laid off on the 
Smith farm.
