We liked the little calf best. 
Johnny has had a great many ex-

periences at school like the farm 
trip. He talks about them. He draws 
pictures of them. He tells stories 
about them. The stories are written 
on big sheets of paper so he and 
the other children can read about 
the things they do. 

Later in the year Johnny will be 
given a book and he will begin to 
read stories about other children. 
They will all be planned to help 
him build a background of exper­
iences that will make his reading 
vital and meanln~ful. 

Susan is also in a reading class. 
She is sitting holding a small book 
in her hands. The book has pictures 
in it and lots of words. She likes the 
pretty pictures, and she slowly 
turns the pages to look at them. 
Suddenly she realizes it is her turn 
to read aloud, but she has lost Lhe 
place. The teacher helps her find it 
again, but she has forgotten what 
the words say. 

She knows that words are made 
from letters and that letters have 
sounds, but there are so many let­
ters that she forgets what the 
sounds are. The teacher helps her 
say the words she does not know, 
but she feels that reading is very 
difficult and she will never be able 
to do it. Many fears about reading 
and also school are building up 
within Susan. 

Many first graders have been at­
tempting to "learn to read" before 
they are ready for it. They must first 
become adjusted to the newness of 
school before they are ready to 
begin reading. Some children re­
quire only a short period of adjust­
ment to school and will be ready to 
read in a short time; others need 
months to get ready. The good 
teacher, making a thorough -study 
of the children in her class, noting 
their individual differences, intro­
duces reading when the time is ripe 
for each. 

During the adjustment period she 
provides such experiences as Johnny 
had. She teaches the children to 
follow simple ~ections as they 
color, paint, or model. She sw-­
rounds tbem with bright books and 
interesting objects to excite their 
curlositq. Her room is an attractive 
inviting place. When the children 
begin to read, they make rapid pro­
gress because they will be ripe for 
that experience. 

A good reading program provides 
for development on four levels. (1) 
It develops skill in word recognition. 
(2) It provides varied means for 
practical use of reading. (3) It 
teaches appreciation of good liter­
ature. (4) It develops ability to 
draw inferences and to interpret 
what is read. 

Word recognition begins in grade 
one. Johnny's t~ac~er begins gradu­
ally to train his eye. and ear to 
catch the sounds all words con­
tain. She makes games of words and 
letters and Johnny begins to dis­
criminate between words on the 
basis of those differences in the way 
they look as well as sound.

I in Jefferson, the Research and Sta­
tistics Service of the Department of 
Economic Security reported today. 

Only six counties, Jefferson, Mc-
Cracken, Fayette, Boyd, Kenton and 
Campbell were listed with an aver­
age of more than $1'.500 

In 25 counties, Boone, Shelby, 
Harlan, Franklin, Anderson, WoocL 
ford, Boyle, Harrison, Bourbon, 
Clark, Carroll, Mason, Bracken, 
Robertson, Fleming, Daviess, Hen­
derson, Hopkins, Warren, Marshall,

Here are the facts: 

(1) Approximately five weeks after 
Chandler had taken office as Governor, and 
on February 20, 1936, he approved House 
Bill No. 427 which was compiled in the laws 
of the Commonwealth under Chapter 94~ 
subsection 11, page 303, Kentucky Acts of 
1936. This law reads in part as follows: 

"~The total amount paid to any re­
cipient of old age assistance under this 
Act, shall constitute a lien upon the 
estate of such recipient.,~ 

(2) If Chandler had been against the old 
age lien law, he could have had it repealed 
at the next regular session of his Legislature, 
in 1938, but here is the record on that: Un­
controlled forces of Chandler ,s 1938 Legis­
lature introduced a bill, sponsored by Rep-

resentative H. H. McGuire~ to repeal the 
old age lien law~ which had been enacted in 
1936. This was House Bill No. 202. It was 
referred to Chandler ,s ""graveyard commit­
tee,\ Kentucky Statut,es 1, and reported out 
unfavorably and thereby killed, leaving 
THE OLD AGE LIEN LAW IN FULL 
FORCE AND EFFECT ALL DURING 
CHANDLER,S TERM AS GOVERNOR. 

(3) Therefore, it is a matter of public rec­
ord that the old age lien law was supported 
and passed as a part of Chandler ~s adminis­
trative program, and was law all during 
Chandler ,s four years as Governor of Ken­
tucky. Chandler was first responsible for 
the old age lien law. This is positive proof 
he was for it.
