49 Incorporated Towns
Surpassed Prestonsburg

There are only 49 incorporated
towns in Kenbtucky larger than
Prestonsburg, according to a study
Agrieultural Experiment
Station released recently. Louisville,
of course, takes first place with a
population of 369,129.

Louisville’s nearest competitor in
population is Coviigton with 64,452
There are 13 other cities with a

burg and Paintsville are in the third
category, between 2,500-5,00. Paints~
ville exceeds Prestonsburg with its
4303 persons but the Prestonsburg
population, now 3,585, has grown
a long way from the mere six per-
sons it had in 1800.

Pikeville, with 5,154 population, is
last on the list of the second cate-
gory of 5,000-10,000 incorporated
towns. Winchester heads the list
in this class with' 9,226. Eighteen
other small cities are listed in this
group. .

“Among the neon-metropolitan
economic areas, the Cumberland
Plateau had the largest increase
from beth a percentage and a num-
erical standpoint,” the study notes.
“More than five times 88 many peo-
ple: in this economic area lived in
incorporated places of 1.000 or more
in 1950 than lived in these same
places in 1900. The development of |
the eastern coal fields no doubt ac-
counted for a major portion cf this
phenomenal growth,

“Louisville and Lexinegton are the
only two cities: for whichh census
data are available for 1790. It is
interesting to note that Lexington
was larger than Louisyille until the
1830 census. From that period on
Louisville grew more rapidly than
Lexington, gaining 8C.000 in the
next 40 years, while Lexington gain~
ed 9,600.”

Comparison of the Prestonsburz
population growth with Paintsville,
its nearest neighbor since 1900 shows
the Johnson county seat had 541
persons then while  Prestonsburg
contained only 409, The Flovd coun-
ty town passed Paintsville in the
1810 census, maintained a slight lead
in 1920 and 1930. The 1940 census
showed & neck-and-neck race, Pres-
tonsburg -having 2,328 and Paints-
ville hiad 2,324, a lead for the former
of four persons. Paintsville jumped,

309 while Prestonsburg
3,585.

“Only nine of the 148 incorporat-
ed towns and cities, having a popu-
lation of 1,000 or more in 1950, gain-
ed as much as 10,000 in population
diring the half-century. Louisville,
as it is to be expected, led in this
report with .a gain of 164,000,” the
report says.
