Every known means of
communication was employ-
ed last week to warn the
American people against the

That is not to say that all
those words of warning were
wasted. Perhaps more autos
were on the nation’s high-
ways than ever before; as
more people live and move
about in their somewhat
frantic quest for enjoyment
and relaxation, there are
more to die,

Yet nobody ean deny that
Lhere is something basically
wrong. Many of those who
died were innocent of reck-
lessness or carelessness; they
were trapped like rabbits in-
side their autes as wild,
reckless speedsters bore
down upon them. One un-
thinking, uncaring driver
can kill a dozen of the most
thoughtful and cautious.
And that is the type of mo-
torist to whom all warnings,
all pleas are only so many
words.

Then what is the solution
to this problem that grows
more perplexing, the harder
it is studied? We do not
knew, c¢an only surmise. But
we have an idea that, educa-
tion and warnings and pleas

failing, the cruder attack
might work., That attack
would consist of stricter

regulations and stricter en-
forcement,

The U, 8. district attorney of-
fice in Lexington last week filed a
$413.000 eivil suit against Sandusky
(Sam) Bates, wealthy Whitesburg
coal operator and his ex-wife for
back income taxes.

The action asked for a judgment
of $341,968.05 plus interest and costs
against Bates and a judgment of

| [$71,022.08 against his ex-wife Eliza-
: | beth.

Bates, 51, who twice has been con-
vieted of murder and then pardon-
ed, was found guilty in Louisville
in February, 1953, of evading pay-
ment of $206,991 in taxes on income
from his Star Elkhorn Coal Com-
pany in 1947 and 1948, He was sen-
tenced to two years im prison and
fined $15,000.

Mrs. Bates originally was indicted
with her husband in the tax case,
but the court ruled she was a mere
figurehead in the company and
dropped the charge against her.

Shortly after Bates began serv-
ing his term in the Atlanta fed-
eral penitentiary he was convicted
in Pike circuit eourt on two boot-
legging counts and sentenced to a
fotal of 90 days and fined %150.
State police and deputies sheriff
testified they found quantities of
beer for sale at tour tourist camps
operated by Bates and others on
Robhinson Creek near Pikeville.

The suit filed last week was to be
transferred to the docket of the
Pikeville division for trial. In ad-
dition to Bates and his wife, other
defendants were listed as follows:

His mother, Elizabeth Bates, Sr.;
Matilda Combs, Sam Collins, Jesse
Bates, Della Bates, Gladys M. Blair,
B. David Blair, Floyd Mercer, Mary
Banks Eckman, Edna Mae Bates,
U. L. Bates, all of Letcher county:
Bill Hollin, administrator of the
estates of Don Reid, deceased, and
Kitty Reid, Eva W. Reid, William

Reid.

The action seeks a judegment
against Edna Mae Bates of 10 shares
of stock in the defunct Harlan
Baseball Club or for the value there-
of on April 20, 1951; a judgment
against U. L. Bates of a diamend
ring and a watch or for their value
and asks that the other defendants
set up any claim they have against
the Bateses or in the Bates' proper-
ty.

Eelly said the suit eharges that
Bates and his ex-wife fraudulently
placed their property beyond the
reach of the United States by fail-
ing to record deeds and by having
other persons take the property in
their hands even though the Bateses
were the owners.

Two other counts said that the
deeds on two pieces of property own-
ed by Bates have never been record-
ed in his name. Another count said
his ex-wife transferred the baseball
stock without receiving fair consi-
deration for it. Another count said
she transferred the ring and watch
with a total value of $8,500 without
receiving fair consideration for
theni.
