. Production Data Shows

The resurgent coal business was

promised another shot in the arm
this week by Carlton R. Mabley,
Jr., vice-president of the Island
Creek Coal Company, Huntington,
|W Va., who told the National As-
sociation of Purchasing Agents in
New York that the price of coal
“will most surely trend upward”

Mobley said:

“After a year which saw the pro-
l'duction of bituminous coal decline
to a level approximately equal to
| 1839, the first 416 months of 1955
have witnessed a strong comeback.”

“This year’s output through May

14 has reached approximately 162 |

million tons, over 16 per cent ahead

of the same 1954 period. A sustain- |
ed demand for 1955 should bring |

the output for this year very close
to the 1953 total of 457 million tons.”

Mobley declared that the down-
trend in industrial coal prices ac-
tually ended in August 'of last year,

The week ending May 14 saw
mines of this section exceeding that
16 per cent national production in-
| crease in bituminous coal as they
| had an increase of 2038 per cent
over their 1954 production. At that
time East Kentucky mines had pro-
duced 4,026,260 tons of coal, as com-
pared with 3,344,570 tons for the
same period last year. The ayerage
days worked per week had jumped
from 357 in 1954 to 4.04 this year,
and the mines had upped their
average of total days worked from
58.22 to 75.34,

Actually the big loadings gain
was reflected in the work of captive
mines and those that are not mem-
bers of the Big Sandy-Elkhorn Coal
Operators Association. The eap-
tive mines inecreased production
from 12,505 50-ton cars at this time
last year to 16,805 cars, while other
non-member mines produced 20,304
cars this year—about 6,000 more
cars than were loaded last year as
of May 14

that are operating now had as of
May 14 brought their production up

Department offers ohe of
the most comprehensive im-
munization programs pres

ented in Kentucky, yet there |

always is present the immi-
nent danger of an outbreak
of preventable diseases.

The Department works
mainly with sehool children
and infants, fighting against
outbreaks of typhoid, small-
pox, whooping cough. diph-
theria—all potential killers.
This immunization program
has been so effective that
the incidence of these dis-
eases has been greatly re-
duced and the mortality rate
so whittled down that a new
danger has been created.
This is the danger of the
publie becoming lulled into a
sense of false security.

The same services were
available in Meade county,
although apparently on a
movre limited scale, yet there
have been thirty-eight cases
of diphtheria in Meade since
last October and eight chil-
dren have died of the dis-
ease.

The death-producing po-
tential of diphtheria is great-
er than that of polio: a safe
and time-tested preventive is
available for every child—
vet there are diphtheria
epidemics and there are
diphtheria deaths. The truth
is evident: strong defenses

The U, 8. Public Health Service's
Cumberland Field Station, West
Prestonsburg, in conducting a sur-
vey of parasitic and diarrheal
disease has found a very high rate
of infectionl with roundworms in
tnis area, and as a result. of this
finding the station has been co-
operating with the Floyd and Leteh-
er county health departments in
offering trgatment for roundworms
in several mining camps of the two
counties,

To date, 50 adults and children
in Auxier, Manton, and Hemphill,
all of whom were infected with
roundworms, have been treated. The
result of ftreatment, as determined
by follow-up examinations, have
been excellent. The treatment has
heen found to be about $0 percent
effective, and those who are not
cured are given a second course of
treatment.

The towns of Weeksbury, Way-
land, Wheelwright and Drift are to
be examined during the month of
June and all those infected with
roundworms are to be treated, if
they wish. Treatment will be or-
ganized in elinics held in public
buildings in the towns. Weeksbuty
is the first of these, and the pro-
gram for stool examinations has
been in progress there this past
week.

Unfortunately, treatment can be
offered only to those individuals
who bffer a stoel for examination
and who are found fo be infected
with roundworms, a field station re-
presentative said. Only about half
of the people in the towns where
treatment has been offered thus far
have been interested in contributing
specimens for examinations, so half
of the persons with roundworms in
these towns are not being treated.

barrels in his back yard and began
to get his supply from Davis. To do
this he had to run an inch and a
half line to Davis’ sawmill locafion.
This little line was the first laid
in Prestonsburg. Mr. Powers left
here in 1916 and Davis bought the
line, continuing to supply the hotel
water.

Since the hotel line ran through
the town, homeowners began to
hook on and soon nearly all of
them adjacent to the line were get-
fing water from the small line. Davis
praospered with his trio of business
interests—water, lumber and custom
grinding. Slowly, as his water sys-
tem expanded, he discontinued the
lumber and corn-grinding.

Now a rising man in loeal busi-
ness, Dave enfered politics on the
city level, ran for council, was elect-
ed with his whole slate. They picked
Nathan Y. Beavers for Mayor. Poli-
tics brings controversies, and Davis
heard rumors of threatened installa-
tion of competitive water works sys-
tems. He built an ice house near his
sawmill, cut ice front Big Sandy in
the winter months, stored if, waited
for the het, summer months to bring
customers. Ice wasn't too high, eith-
er. It seld for 75 cents a hundred
pounds.

In 1017 Davis formed a company,
composed of several business men,
including John C. Hopkins, George
P, Archer, W. A. Dingus, Will H.
Layne, H. D, Fitzpatrick, and oth-
ers to set up an ice plant in con-
nection with the water system.
Called the Home Ice and Water
Company, it cost $20,000. Davis sold
the steck in one evening while
downtown.

Franeis (Frank) Hopkins had a
unused water tank on the hill back
of town, that originally was te sup-
ply water to his home on Second
Avenue, but didn't. He leased it in
1922 to Davis for use in the expand-
ed system. Later Davis bought the
site from Elijah Goble. One 7te-
quirement of the lease exacted of
Davis by Hopkins was that “he will
keep all gates closed.”

Davis died, March 24, 1927, at the
age of 41. An old issue of The Pres-

|z-onsbu.rg Post  said of him upon

the oceasion of his death: “He loved
his town and his people and its in-
terest was his interest. He not only
labored for himself bui was always
ready to give his time to any proj-
ect that  seemed worthwhile. He
was generous to a fault and there
were few, if any, who came in con-
tact with him who have not been

| the beneficiaries of his generous na-

ture.” His survivors learned only af-
ter his death that no needy widow
or church had ever been asked, or
paid, a water bill.

His son, Ralph, assisted by his
mother, Mrs. Ollie Davis, took over
the operation of the water system,
Tt was still primitive by our present-
day standards—had no meters and
filtration system. Ralph, only 22
years old, established, without an
engineer’s aid, the first modern fil-
tration ystem. It is still in use. Dick
Davis, Grover'’s nephew, who lived

with the Davis family through his|

high school years, has been manager
of the water system for years.

Mr. and Mrs. Ralph Davis recall
now the bad time cold = weather
would give them. Sinee no one had
meters, most people got water from
a hydrant in the yard. To keep these
fram freezing, householders let the

water Tun when the weather turned |

cold. Everybody was paying a flat
rate of $2 for a hydrant and $3 for
hathrooms and water in the house.
But if the householder didn’t worry,
Davis did. He and his wife patrolled
the water lines, turned the water
hydrants off. If the night was cold,
the plumbers had a busy time, come
morning.

A feature of the Davis ice busi-
ness was shipping it to the coal
towns on Beaver Creek. Ice in vol-
ume was hauled to the depot, loaded
in the baggage cars of the passenger
train. Many a Beaver Creek young-
ster of the day had as a daily
chore to watch for the. passenger
train and the wel¢ome chunk of ice.

8 release of the “Reservoir Rental
‘Contract."”

Mayes sold to the city of Prestons-
burg in 1941, and the present sys-
tem, operated by a commission, has
aequired an area near Lancer on
which to install the proposed ex-
panded installation. Forty-five years
ago, a few barrels of water supplied |
the needs of Prestonsburg. Today, |
the new system envisioned to sup- |
ply Prestonsburg will have a daily
ecapacity of approximately
galoins.
