Hinsch & Co. Employed 
Tentatively To Handle 
Urban Renewal Bonds 

The Prestonsburg City Coun­
cil approved a measure to tenta­
tively hire the Charles A. Hinsch 
& Co., Incorporated, an Invest­
ment Security business of. Cin­
cinnati, to sell bonds covering 
the city's one-third obligation in 
the urban development program. 

Robert Meyer, representing the 
Cincinnati firm, said the measure 
would indicate to the federal 
authorities that the city of Pres­
tonsburg has taken steps to sec­
ure financing. "When, as and if 
federal authorities approve the 
:final plan and the City Council 
deems the project ieasible." 

He said that in the event the 
project is approved his firm 
would enter into competitive bid­
ding to sell the bonds. If his 
firm should be selected as the 
Prestonsburg representative, he 
said it would be paid 4'-h% of 
the city financial obligation. 

Meyer told the council that he 
has heard of give-away programs 
on TV but that the urban devel­
opment plan even beats them. He 
said that a great number of cities 
would like to be able to partici­
pate in the prog.ram, adding that 
he didn't know whether Pres­
tonsburg was fortunate or unfor­
tunate to participate, since it took 
a disastrous flood to make the 
area eligible. 

The Cincinnati representative 
complimented the city for prompt 
payment on another bond out­
standing on the water plant. He 
said that the city's financial repu­
tation is rated as excellent and 
that this means loans are more 
readily accessible. 

The council also passed on giv­
ing two groups permission to 
blacktop the South end of River­
side, Hughes and Horne streets 
on South Lake Drive, and Burke, 
Neeley, and Dickerson streets in 
the north section of town. Similar 
street surfacing has also been 
provided for streets in the Mayo 
Addition. The groups have 30 
days in .which to make financial 
arrangements for the blacktop­
ping of the streets. The city coun­
cil can block the blacktopping if 
financial planning p~ove~ ~er­
ior. 

The council voted an ordinance 
making parking on the west side 
of Third Street illegal. Parking 
m eters will be placed on the 
east side. Loading and unloading 
on the west side will be permis­
sible. 

Citizens complaining said that 
cars parked on both sides of the 
street made it impossible for the 
fire truck to drive into the street 
without hitting parked cars. 

Ray Howard asked for permis­
sion from the council to build a 
sidewalk in front of his new 
home on Arnold avenue and 
slope the curb in order to enter 
his driveway. Permission was 
granted on the basis that he pay 
for the sidewalk and the trim­
ming of the curb. 

Council passed a resolution 
which eliminates city employees 
from asking permission of the 
mayor to perform small jobs ob­
viously needed.

"Prestonsburg has as little to offer 
kids as any community in Eastern 
Kentucky," said John Griggs, foot­
ball coach at Prestonsburg high 
school in a talk presented at a 
Kiwanis meeting. 

We not only have nothing to 
offer childr.en .in the low age bracket 
but leave the older boys and girls 
with too much time hanging on 
their hands, Griggs said. 

He said that· it may be a bad 
tiling to bring up-since the 
swimming pool was voted down in 
tile last election-but that Pres­
tonsburg needs a pool for recrea­
tional purposes, inasmuch as it 
would serve people of all ages. 

He cited the Paintsville recrea­
tional system as a model one for 
Prestonsburg to follow. In listing 
the Johnson county seat's recrea­
tional ·assets, he ennumerated 
swimming pool, a football stadium, 
Little League and Pony League 
baseball fields, tennis courts, out­
door basketball, badminton, volley­
ball courts and an active youth 
center. 

"These facilities help carry the 
yovngsters through the summer 
when they have little to do," he 
said. "It keeps them out of cars 
and in the open, clean air. When 
they're expending their energies 
through wholesome recreation they

Trees furnished our pioneer 
forefathers with cradles for rock­
ing their babies. Did you ever 
see a home-made wooden cradle? 
I have! They had two rockers 
like those of a rocking-chair. The 
mother would cradle the baby 

I with her foot, while attending to 
her household work. 

Hollow trees furnished "bee-
gums" for the bees of the set­
tlers. Th.ey also furp.ished the 
feed and wate~:ing troughs for 
th€-ir stock.

lye for the soap. Buckeye wood 
also furnished the bread trays, 
plates and dishes. ' 

Trees furnished the logs for 
building the early cabin homes 
of our pioneer forefathers. The 
first thing the early settlers did 
on entering a new settlement was 
to cut the trees to build a log 
house. I like to think of these old 
log cabins as the cornerstone of 
American democracy. 

Trees furnished logs for mak­
ing the old forts and block hous­
es, in which the pioneers lived 
and found safe refuge from the 
Indians. 

From our trees have come our 
finest musical instruments, our 
organs, violins, pianos. Our early 
factories were made of lumber; 
trees also furnished wood for the 
wagons and buggies of pioneer 
days. · 

OUr forests built the early 
schools of America and many old­
er persons can recall their school 
days in the old log citadels of 
learning, where they studied the 
blue-back speller and his famous 
readers. Trees furnished the logs 
for building the early churches 
of America. Trees built the 
bridges, made the farming tools, 
the pioneer plows, the yokes for 
the oxen to pull the plows. Trees 
furnished wood for the single and 
double trees, the hames of har­
ness. Trees have built the trestles 
of the early railroads , and fur­
nished crossties-multiplied mil­
lions of them! Our very civiliza­
tion rests upon the trees that once 
graced 'our slopes and the wide 
open places. We owe a debt to 
trees that we can never pay and 
we all should have more respect 
for them and give them more 
thought and care. Let's all plant 
more trees and guard well all we 
have left!

JESSE AND FRANK DALTON 
Our frequent and welcome con­

tributor , R. Lee Stewart. of More­
head, writes about the Elliott 
county native who died recently 
after bein .5 in the limelight as the 
supposed discoverer of the real 
Jesse James. The Elliott county 
man said that J ames was not 
killed but lived to be very old. The 
article on the Elliott man, clipped 
from the Elliott County News, was 
reprinted in TI1e TimBs. 

Stewart is highly critical of th e 
stories that J esse James was not 
killed by a confederate but Jived t o 
be very old under another name. 
The Mcrehead man recalls a book­
length article that was written by 
Frank Dalton or ghosted for h im 
when the ex-outlaw was 90 years 
old. 

"Dalton was with Quantrill when 
Lee surrendered and some of the 
outlaws decided to surrender also. 
They were at Blackwater, Mo., and 
after drawing straws star ted to­
ward Lexington. When within about 
172 miles of the town t hey were 
ambushed. Dalton and James were 
riding together. Dalton was sh ot 
through the th igh and Jesse was 
shot through the body. Pinker ton 
tells about J esse being shot near 
Lexington . Some of J esse's friends 
got him away. They went West but 
Jesse was disabled for a year. 

Dalton tells about his early youth, 
how he loved Shirley, who later 
was Belle Star , and was a daugh ter 
of a Missouri judge. The judge 
moved from Missouri at th e war's 
end to Texas to pract ice law. Dal­
ton hun ted for the girl but learned 
she h ad married Jim Reed, another 
Quantrill man, and had gone to 
Texas. Dalton and Cole Younger 
went to Louisiana and guarc;led a 
plan tation the winter of '65. The 
article t ells what fine families the 
J ameses, Youngers and Daltons 
came f1·om. Dalton enlisted in the 
army in 1868 and sen1ed until 
1878 under an asswned n ame. One 
November out West while chasing 
Indians he got caught in a snow­
storm. He and his companions 
could not get back to the fort, holed 
up until February and liked to h ave 
straved to deat h. 
"After h is discharge from the 
army Dalton went to Texas, joined 
the Texas Rangers, later was a 
policeman in a Southwest Texas 
t own but finally drifted to Illdian 

meal." 
All of which is tradition but it 

made a good story around Johns 
Creek firesides when there were no 
TV or radios to distract people 
from anecdotal en tertainment. It I 
may h ave been true, probably ptn·e 
fiction. Who knows? 

Still ruminating about Jesse 
James and his band of cutthroats 
recalls this column wrote a story 
of Jesse J ames feeding his horse 
in a Morgan county barn. If you 
don't believe it the landowner can 
show you the trough . That was 
clipped from a paper somewhere and 
reprinted in The Times. As a co­
incidence Allan Trout ran the story 
a few days after words in Greet­
ings. Tha t was embarrasing ;for 
what was supposed t o be history, 
T r o ut a ffirmed was ba1·nyard 
science. 

This column complained to Trout 
but was soon set straigh t in the 
following epistle : 

"In this business of lll iterate 
mayhem and doggerel piracy I say 
ever' man to hisself because we are 
all coming ou t th e short end of 
the hom anyway." 

But whether the tales on the 
J ameses, Youngers, Daltons and 
otbers are history or barnyard 
science. they will persist as long 
as people love a story.

This is a good law but that in 
itself does not preclude that ac­
cidents will not occur. Accidents 
involving motor vehicles claim 
more lives each year than any 
other kind even though good 
laws fill the statute books. But 
by considering the previous safe­
ty record of school buses in Ken­
tucky, we must assume that ad­
herence to this law will insure 
a high degree of safety to our 
children.
