LUNG CANCER 
DATA IS GIVEN 
Public Health Service 
Says Six Died in County 
During '56 of Lung Cancer 

(Special to The Times) 
NEW YORK, A.ug. - Of special 

interest at this time are figures 
just released by the U. S. Public 
Health .Service on the propor>tion 
of deaths from lung cancer in Floyd 
county and In otller areas .through­
out the country. 

It follows a repr:yrt made by the 
PHS, based on a study of 200,000 
veterans, 'that lung cancer as a 
cause of deatll is ten times more 
prevalent among regular cigarette 
smokers than among non-smokers. 

The follow-up ~·eport by the 
health service contains tihe vital 
sta.tistics fil51ures for every section 
of the United states. It shows the 
cancer toll, by place of residence, 
for the year ending January 1, 1957. 

There were 33 deaths in t..'le year 
amQng residents of Floyd county 
caused by cancer of all types, ac­
cording to the report. 

Lung cancer was responsible for 
6, or 18.2 percent of them. 

Nationally, it ran to 1'3.0 percent 
of t..'"le total and, in the state of 
Kentucky, to 11.1 percent.

Hayes Machinery Division 
Gets First Large Order, 
Is Announcement Made 

A.. E. Hayes, president of Hayes 
Metal Products, Pikeville, an­
nounced this week receipt of a 
$16,000 order from the Island 
Greek Coal Co., Holden, W.Va. 

The machinery consists of steel 
loading ramps for shuttle cars, 
air-driven utility carriers and 
other air tools and machinery. 
Tbe utility cars, comparatively 
an innovation in mechanized min­
ing, are propelled by compressed 
air and act both as an air ter­
minal at the face and for carry­
ing various air tools which are 
expected to increase the effici­
ency in maintenance on each sec­
tion. 

The cars will be equipped to 
drill, roof bolt, saw timbers, and 
do other maintenance work. 

The coal company plans to re­
place all of its present expensive 
and cumbersome roof-bolting m a­
chines with the new cars. 

This is one of the first major 
orders for the Hayes machinery 
division. Formerly the Hayes 
firm manufactured truck bodies 
exclusively, but the decline in 
mine business in this area has 
forced the firm to diversify into 
other fields.

Wells-Sexton Suit Say 
Balloting Not in Secret; 
Ask Election Be Annulled 
A coUl't fight involving the recent 

election held to name directors of 
the Bilg Sandy Rural Electric Go­
operative loomed this week as a 
suit attacking validity of the poll 
was filed by Bill Wells, of Pres­
tonsburg, and Ellis Sexton, of 
Hueysville. 

Wells, who was a candidate for 
the directorship from District 6 
of the cooperative, claims .to have 
received the highest numbe;r of 
votes cast but that he was dis­
qualified on the g.rounds that he 
does not ;reside in the district. He 
lives at West Prestonsbm·g but 
maintains on Spurlock Fork of Mid­
dle Oreek, in District 6, a place 
of residence which is served by the 
co-op. His opponent Elzie Calhoun, 
who sought re-election, was adjudg­
ed the winner when the ruling dis­
qualifying Wells was made. 

Ockerman Suggests T esf 
Of Strength To Select 
'Antis' Standard bearer 
A suggestion made by Foster 

Ockerman, of Lexington, that a 
poll of the voters' sentiment to~ 
ward the three leading Democra~ 
tic gubernatorial candidates be 
taken, with the anti-Administra­
tion candidate showing the least 
strength dropping out of the race, 
has been flatly accepted by Bert 
T. Combs, of Prestonsburg. 

At the same time, however, the 
other anti-Administration candi­
date, Wilson W. Wyatt, of Louis­
ville, has temporized, suggesting 
a poll now and another 90 days 
later to determine if and to Whllt 
extent the sentiment has shift~d 
between him and Combs. 

Wyatt also expressed the be­
lief that such a poll, taken by a 
responsible firm, would cost from 
$25,000 to $40,000 and that such 
an expenditure would violate the 
state's "clean election law". which 
limits expenditures per candidate 
to $10,000. 

The poll, as suggested by Mr. 
Ockerman, would also test the 
strength of Harry Lee Waterfield, 
who has the backing of Governor 
Chandler for the gubernatorial 
nomination. 

Combs declared there is "no 
reason for more than one poll" in 
the state to determine if voters 
favor him or Wilson W. Wyatt as 
the anti-Administration Democra­
tic candidate. 

He called a press conference 
at his Sheraton Hotel headquar­
ters in Louisville to make it clear 
he does not share Wyatt's desire 
for an additional poll that would 
show which of the two candi~ 
dates is gaining or losing strength 
during a 90-day period. 

Combs said two polls, which 
Wyatt suggested in response to 
the Ockerman proposal, would 
result in delay and "delay 
only result in comfort and 
vantage to the comm9!l,~,il!o,._•

On Flood Control Job 
Delay on the flood protection pro­

ject here has been desclibed as on­
ly temporar-y by Darrell Graham, 
job en~ineer of the S. T. Kenyon 
Company. 

An unsu:rveyed sewer draining 
the Town Center and the States 
Motel areas, not shown in the pre­
liminary engineerirug~ survey by the 
Corps of Engineers, posed a tempor­
ary obstacle, Graham said.

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No Series Of Polls. Please 
Bert T. Combs has agreed to a poll of the relative 

strength of the three major candidates in the cam­
paign for the Democratic gubernatorial nomination. 
Wilson W. Wyatt, of Louisville, avowedly an anti­
Administration candidate, also has agreed but with 
reservations. 

Mr. Wyatt insists on two polls-one as quickly as 
arrangements can be made, another three months 
later to see if perhaps he hasn't picked up some 
strength. 

Assuming that he and Judge Combs share a sincere 
desire to defeat the Chandler administration and its 
gubernatorial candidate, Harry Lee Waterfield, we 
cannot find much of solid merit about the Wyatt 
suggestion. 

First of all he admits, in asking a second and later 
poll, that he is convinced the poll would now show 
that Judge Combs is the popular anti-Administration 
choice. In predicting that the second poll would show 
that he is gaining strength he fails to convince, for 
there is little probability that the man running at 
the bottom will go in any direction but up; besides, 
his upward climb, made at the expense of a front­
runner, still would be too little and too late. 

Mr. Wyatt also points out that the expense of such 
a poll would range between $25,000 and $40,000 
and that the state's so-called "clean election law" 
forbids any candidate for Governor to spend more 
than $10,000 in his own behalf. He adds, however, 
that State Representative Foster Ockerman, of Lex­
ington, originator of the idea of the poll to test the 
candidates' strength, knows where and how the poll 
may be financed. 

Frankly, we know nothing of such matters. But 
we have an idea that we think would work. We 
suggest that Wyatt and Combs as men having respect 
for each other and dedicated to the same cause agree 
to go ahead with one poll and let the loser pay the 
bill. After all, that would be the cheapest way for 
the loser. Running a losing campaign would be far 
costlier and even far more disappointing both in re­
sults for weaker of the two candidates and for the 
anti-Administration cause the two represent. 

If either of these two men, Combs and Wyatt, 
sincerely feels that he is the man the people of Ken­
tucky want in the fight against the Chandler admin­
istration, he should not fear one single poll. Nor 
should he fear having to pay the fee charged by the 
poll-takers. As for asking a second poll, does Mr. 
Wyatt suggest a whirlwind campaign in order to 
make a good showing in the taking of a second straw 
vote? If so, what is to stop a third poll, or a fourth? 

Come to think of it, there will be a stop to such 
nonsense. That wm be at next May's primary poll. 

Judge Combs has, in characteristic forthright and 
unequivocal fashion, agreed to a test to determine, 
once and for all, which candidate should bear the 
anti-Administration standard. Mr. Wyatt should be 
willing to meet him likewise on open ground.

The main thing to keep in mind 
about snakes is to be alert and 
watch where you step or put your 
hands, says the department, adding 
that catching sna-kes is very dan­
ger,ous. 

The coppet>head and rattlesnak~ 
are found more or less throughout 
Kentucky in rock bluffs, timber 
areas and mcuntain regions. As a 
rule tl1e cot·tonmouth is found in I 
the extreme western portion In 
swamps, backwaters and bayous. I 

A rattle on the tip of the tail 
makes the rattlesnake vne of the I 
easi~t to identify. The rattle is a 
seri~ of interlocking hollow skin 
ri.ngs. These snakes shed skins two 
to three times a year and an ad­
di tiona! section is added to the 
rattle each time, making it difficult 
to tell the a-ge of ·the snake by the 
number of sections. The new-born 
rattler is equipped with fangs, 
poison gJands and the know-how 
to make itself dangerous. 

The active and alert copperhead 
prefers high ground and stony 
hillsides. The viviparous copper-
head produces from six to 10 young 
at a time Wlhich have the necessary 
equipment to inflict poison. 

The cottonmouth has long power­
ful needlelike fangs as well as lar:;e 
poison ~lands and is the most fear­
ed of ·the Kentucky poiwnous 
snakes. It strikes without warning. 
It will not try to slip away but 
will stand its gmund and fight. 
The name "cottonmouth" describes 
the inside of the mouth, which is 
pure white.

Governor Robinson 

Union Sympa t4izer 

Governor Beriah Magoffin re­
signed in August, 1862, and was 
succeeded by Union-sympathizer 
Jarn,es F. Robinson. Robinson served 
as governor the last year of Ma­
goffin's term. 

When Magoffin resigned, he said 
that he would have vacated the 
office sooner but that he had been 
abused and threatened with "im-
peachment, ruTest, even as.sa,."Sina­
tion," leading him "to ·continue in 
the quiet of duty" until the oppor­
tune moment. That time came when 
Robinson, whom Magoffin respected, 
was elected speaker of the Senate. 

Linn Boyd, the lieu-tenant gov­
ernor, had died in office, December, 
17, 1859. The line of succession, then, 
led from the speaker of -the Senate 
to governor. John F. Frisk, gpeaker 
of tJh,e Senate, was presuaded to 
relinguish his post long enoogh. for 
Robinson to become eligible to .be-
come governor. 

The period of Robinson's admin­
istration was filled with problems. 
Shortly after he was inruugrruted, the 
Confederates under Genera•! :&-ax­
ton Bragg .and Kirby Smith in­
vaded Kentucky and drove 1the 
newly-installed Robinson and other 
state officials fwm ·the state capitol. 
In F\rru>kfort, on Octobor 4, Con­
federate Governor Richard Hawes 
was sworn in, only w be driven out 
in turn by the advancing Federal
