Thoughts On ""Operations" 

Will "Operation Moonshot" succeed? Or will "Op­
eration Bootstrap" be effective in Eastern Kentucky'? 
We give the first the better chance of success. 

Operation Bootstrap, as most of us know, is that 
economic pipedream ente1tained for us by some who 
know only that the economy of this area needs an 
emergency operation. It is that fine theory which 
holds that Eastern Kentucky must rise from the depths 
by "its own bootstraps." It doesn't say where we are 
to get the boots. 

All are agreed that Eastern Kentucky has many of 
the natural resources needed to become a producer 
and shipper and seller rather than a consumer and 
buyer. It has, also, a wealth of manpower that for 
years has either been going to waste or going else­
where to expend its energies and talents. The basic in­
gredients are· here. 

Except one. That is capital. If that is made avail­
able, then we will be on our way. But that is the big 
"if," the great imponderable which neither economist 
nor practical business man can escape. Where can 
investors be found who will risk their money on East­
ern Kentucky without demanding gold bullion for 
security? 

Eastern Kentucky capital, outside tho;:;e agencies 
in the lending business, is either committed to busi­
nesses that are struggling for existence in this strick­
en area or is being held in reserve against the day 
when it will be needed. There are few, ii any, with 
that quixotic spirit that would induce them to risk 
their savings on a long-range financing program for 
rehabilitation of the area. 

Yet the Eastern Kentucky picture is not all black. 
There is hope, and yet that hope rests not very 
heavily on our own bootstraps. 

The area, it is agreed, needs more and better roads, 
improvements which, if made, will be with state and 
federal funds, not ours. Then, after those highways 
are realized, the section may realize its potential 
as a mecca for tourists-a business which, if added 
to what we already have, could mean the difference 
between mere existence and prosperity. 

And that is where all may figure in the job of 
lifting our section out of its depressed state. If tour­
ists are to be attracted to Eastern Kentucky, a lot 
of work must be done-roadsides cleaned up, tb.e 
garbage dumps eliminated, nature's beauty given a 
chance, and qualor replace.d by orderliness. But, 
after all, state funds must be expended to make cen­
ters of attraction such as Jenny Wiley State Park at 
Dewey Lake more than a never-never land. That 
means buildings erected, planks nailed for housing 
rather than planks laid for political platforms. 

Highways, tourist attractions-these are two of the 
needs recognized by planners. Then there is the third 
-leadership. Eastern Kentucky has exported a great 
part of its talent but there yet remain many men of 
vision and initiative. The services of such men are 
perhaps more sorely needed at this time than at any 
other. But for such men to work effectively Eastern 
Kentucky must quit its feuding. Politics, personal 
ambition, the clash of personalities, cheap suspicion 
-all these have worked to cancel out the influence 
and leadership many of the area's most talented in­
divid'uals would and could give. There is among our 
people a wild, unreasoning urge at times to scuttle 
the whole ship if even one member of the crew does 
not perform to the satisfaction of all. 

Then, too, there is that vitiating habit many have 
of refusing to support the business the area already 
has. We talk of keeping Eastern Kentucky green. 
S~end the. "long green" you have at home and you 
w1ll be domg your part toward keeping it alive and 
growmg. 

As we see the area picture-if, indeed, we are not 
too near it to see it all clearly-the rehabilitation of 
Eastrn Kentucky is not to be any 0 peration Bootstrap 
nonsense. It is, if it is to be done, a task for the peo­
ple of the section, naturally, but one that can be done 
only with the interest and help of state and federal 
agencies which have too long neglected us. And that 
is not asking for any WP A-it is not asking for more 
than already has been given more fortunate sections 
of Kentucl{y,

COLLEGE GROWS 
Morehead State College in the 

foothills of the Cumberland 
Mountains where the Blue Grass 
meets the mountains, has grown 
steadily since its establishment as 
a state-supported institution in 
1923.

Frankfort, Ky., Nov. 23 - A 
freakish mountainside crust of 
shining white silicia, discovered 
in a region where coal . long has 
been king, is offering Eastern 
Kentucky new hope of economic 
improvement. 

Geologists and industrial pro­
moters agree the Pike County 
deposit could lure a large num­
ber of industries, chiefly in the 
glass field. . 

Although used primarily for 
glass, silica sand is in demand 
for foundry purposes, filter beds, 
abrasive, engine sand, and plas­
ter. It is useful in metallurgy, 
missiles and cosmetics. 

The Kentucky Silica Products 
Corporation has been organized 
to develop and market the Pike 
County silica. The owners believe 
the deposit is the largest source 
of high-purity silica in the 
United States. 

It is on a ridge about 2,800 
feet above sea level, reachable 
only by an unimproved dirt road 
off KY 197 south of Elkhorn 
City. 

Incorporators of the lease-hold­
ing firm were Joe Weddington, 
Prestonsburg; James E. Vance, 
Pikeville, and George Norvel, 
Point Pleasant, W. Va. 

Weddington said the deposit is 
2'h miles long, 200 to 400 feet 
high, and contains an estimated 
600,000,000 or more tons of high­
quality silica sand. 

By comparison, a promising 
new silica operation at Murray 
has an estimated reserve of 20,-
000,000 tons. 

Weddington had a ready ans­
wer to the obvious question; How 
has the Pike county deposit es­
caped notice so long? 

"It just wasn't supposed to be 
there." he said. "A deposit of 
~ilica sand at the top of a ridge 
is a freak formation. Another 
reason is that the deposit's loca­
tion i~; so remote and inacces­
sible." 

He said the Kentucky Geologi-
cal Survey was "about to find" 

I the deposit. It had been working 
alcng the Pine Mountain Fault 

I i .1 Bell, Harlan and Letcher 
rm mties hut hadn't reached the 

i Pike county location. 
Preston McGrain, a geologist 

1 with the survey, took samples 

I from the deposit at the request of 
1 
the promoters, but said analyses 
have not been completed. 

1 '"The deposit definitely has a 

I potential," he said. ''It is better 
from a marketing standpoint than 
some other deposits because it 
has a dozen different uses where 
some silica is limited in its use. 

''The Pike County silica obvi­
ously is high in purity and low 
in iron, the most objectionable 
impurity of some silica." 

McGrain said Ashland would 
seem to be in a position to bene­
fit most industrially from the 
discovery since it is on a direct 
rail line and has an unlimited 
water supply. . 

Highly industrialized East Ten­
nessee, also linked directly by 
rail , might profit. 

The Clinchfield Railroad, run­
ning southward from Elkhorn 
City, has displayed a keen inter­
l'est in the deposit sioce its dis­
covery. 

George M. Timberman, indus­
trial agent for the railroad, ob­
served: 

"It is obvious that there is a 
tremendous amount of material 
in the area. The samples tested 
by a concern now in the glass­
production industry indicate this 
material will make an excellent 
glaEs sand. 

"We feel that the development 
1 of this natural resource in East­
ern Kentucky should be inter- . 
esting to those companies con­
cerned in glass manufacturing.
