The youth was drowned in the 
Stratton Branch arm of the lake 
where fo.ur others have lost their 
lives.

BRUCELLOSIS 
_ESTS StATED 
Petitions Are Circulated 
By Floyd Cattle Owners; 
Disease Is Costly, Said 
Floyd county farmers began 

petitioning for brucellosis test­
ing this week, it was noted when 
several interested persons began 
carrying petitions to others. The 
state requires that 75 % of the 
cattle owners owning 80% of the 
cattle must ask for the program. 

"The year of 1960 could mark 
an important milestone in animal 
disease eradication," it was 
pointed out in a statement this 
week by the local Extension of­
fice. "An all-out campaign by the 
Department of Agriculture, all 
the states and two territories is 
under way to rid this country of 
brucellosis, a contagious cattle 
disease, known as Bang's disease 
or infectious abortion. Most 
states have set 1960 as their tar­
get date for attaining modified 
certified brucellosis-free status, 
having not more than 1 per cent 
of their cattle and 5 per cent of 
their herds infectea.

Polygraph To Be Used

C'ounty Judge Henry Stumbo has 
entered an order rescinding all pre­
vious orders 1governing the opera­
tion of places of entertainment and 
setting new rules for such places. 

This done, Sheriff Hershell War­
rens announced Tuesday that lhe 
proposes to enforce the new regula­
tions "to the letter." 

"I hope every owner or operator 
o;f such a place reads !this and is 
forewarned, for I do not intend for 
them to operate in violation of the 
new regulations," Warrens said. 

The new order provides : 
1. All places of entertainment 

other than Grade A restaurants 
shall close at 12 midnight and re­
main closed till 4 a.m. 

2. Restaurants with a Grade A 
rating may remain open at all times. 

3. No pinball or music machines 
shall be played, 'however, in any 
place of entertainment on Sunday 
or after midnight and before 6 a.m. 

The Stumbo order applies to all 
places of entertainment outside in­
corporated towns. "Places of enter­
tainment" is a term applied to 
restaurants and other places where 
people gather.

"After more than 23 years of 
eradication work, the number of 
infected cattle in the United 
States has been reduced from 
more than 11 per cent to less 
than two percent. But veterinari­
ans and others concerned with 
the brucellosis campaign empha­
size that this last two per cent 
will be the most difficult to seek 
out and eradicate .

Almost 1,600 counties are ac­
tively engaged in brucellosis era­
dication work. The program in­
cludes testing cattle for infection 
and disposing of reactors; pay­
ment of indemnities in most 
states to owners of brucellosis­
condemned animals; and calf­
vaccination to help build up im­
munity to infection. Counties and 
states working to eradicate 
brucellosis are aided by Federal 
control of the interstate move­
ment of cattle, which helps pre­
vent spread of the disease. 

When brucellosis infects no 
more than one per cent of the 
cattle and five percent of the 
herds in a county, that area is 
declared Modified-Certified Bru­
cellosis-free. When all counties 
in a state have reduced brucel­
losis infections to this level, then 
the State can be declared modi­
fied-certified brucellosis-free. The 
certification period covers three 
years.

Escape 

Giving delegates to the annual session of Girls 
State in Frankfort last week some fatherly advice, 
Governor Chandler said: 

"Don't inherit the quarrels of your parents, espe­
cially their political quarrels." 

We think we know the thought the Governor in­
tended to convey to the girls. We think he intended 
to say, "Be people of goodwill; leave the fighting 
among themselves to others, and keep your lives free 
of the petty hatreds that clutter up a lot of lives." 

We do not think he was realistic when he said (if 
he was quoted correctly), "Don't inherit the quarrels 
of your parents, especially their political quarrels." 
For there is no way for youth to escape the odious, 
crippling legacy of .such quarrels, no matter how 
earnestly they may try to escape them. 

There were parents in the General Assembly at the 
last session, for instance, who because of political 
quarrels voted against legislation that would have 
been beneficial to these same girls in the years to 
come; or who supported bills that will be harmful to 
them. 

In Floyd county, to get nearer home, the political 
enmities that prevent right thinking and paralyze 
the impulse to do the right thing--simply because 
to do so might redound to the credit of a foe-are 
influences that youth cannot escape. Officials have 
been known to refuse to cooperate in a work for the 
common good, simply because they do not happen 
to like each other and prefer to brandish the toma­
hawk. 

Is the taxpayer, the homeowner, the school child 
considered--and does any one of them escape the 
dark heritage of hatred and vengefulness when any 
official forgets duty for revenge? · 

Yes, the political quarrels live and thrive. And so 
it is that youth as well as the ordinary citizen of 
whatever age inherits them as fully and destruc­
tively as if they themselves were beyond their depth 
in prejudice and actively feuding with others. 

The only way the girls and boys of this state will 
ever escape the legacy of political quan·els is for 
their elders to act their age, be adult and think of 
the heritage they will leave to youth rather than of 
evening the score with a few individual enem1es. 

Hillbilly Siler Speaks Out 
It remained for a Kentucky mountaineer, Con­

gressman Eugene Siler, to make the most forthright 
statement uttered by any Republican leader in this 
state as to the sad case of Sherman Adams, the Pres­
idential assistant who no longer is like Caesar's wife, 
sans peur, sans reproche. 

While Senators Morton and Cooper demurred Con­
gressman Siler said that, if the Adams case were left 
to him, he would say, "Thank you, Governor Adams. 
Good luck as you return to private life." 

"If," continued Congressman Siler, "the day should 
ever arrive when I cannot pay my hotel bill or buy 
my own winter coat, then I will step out of govern­
ment service and live the life of a Kentucky hillbilly 
as I've lived it before." 

Eugene Siler knew, as most know and will admit, 
that Sherman Adams is guilty of an "indiscretion" 
which, when other men were guilty of the same 
thing, was in the eyes of Sherman Adams a sin 
against the body politic. He knew a call from him, 
the President's assistant, the No. 2 man in the White 
House, to any group investigating his friend, Goldfine, 
would have great effect on the probers, even if he did 
no more than inquire if Goldfine was under investiga­
tion. 

Governor Adams knew, too, that he was not a mere 
Congressman representing, primarily, the people of 
one district but was the strong arm of the President 
the United States, and consequently that he rep­
resented all the people of the United States, including 
Dwight Eisenhower himself.

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Alcoholism Has 
More 
Than 

Victims 
Other Ills 

By J . Collis Ringo,

Kentucky Complissioo on 
Alcoholism 

Dr. Seldon D. Bacon is head of 
t he Yale University Center of 
Alcohol Studies. The following is 
a digest of certain facts from Dr. 
Bacon's article, "New Light on 
Alcoholism". 

Alcoholism has more direct vic­
tims and m ore indirect victims, 
in jures the structure of society, 
and entails enormously greater 
costs than most other ills which 
receive concerted attacks from 
voluntary groups, foundations 
and government. It is more in­
jurious than m ost of these other 
ills combined. 

Yet attacks ·u pon alcoholism 
recieve no support. Other major 
health problems are at least re­
spectable. We do not laugh about 
polio victims nor curse nor jail 
the sufferer from tuberculosis 
(unless he is also a drunkard). 
Alcoholism is usually hidden, de­
nied, derided or mislabeled. Al­
coholism, primarily a deviation 
from the social norm, is a pheno­
mena which varies with different 
societies. Differences will appear 
in physical symptoms, emotional 
involvements an din behavior 
patterns. 

Why do they do it? This ques­
tion has been asked for cen­
turies. Weak character, the exis­
tence of beverage alcohol, per­
sonality problems, and organic 
weakness or difference, increas­
ing social pressures and tensions 
are suggested causes. But under 
careful testing none stands up as 
the cause. In the United States, 
which has the second highest rate 
of alcoholism (France is first) 
more than 90 per cent of drinkers 
do not become alcoholics. No or­
ganic differences (prior to their 
alcoholism) have ever been 
found. It cannot be shown that 
"the tensions of modern living" 
were greatly different in. the one 
drinker who became alcoholic 
and the 14 or 15 who did not. Re­
searchers agree that no one sin­
gle cause is a tenable theory. 

Along with greater knowledge, 
sounder attitudes about alcohol­
ism are developing. Schools, some 
church groups, many industries 
are examining the problem factu­
ally. Prejudice is being placed by 
understanding. The success and 
popular appeal of Alcoholics An­
onymous have been striking. The 
development of alcoholism cli­
nics, increased interest by the 
American Medical Association, by 
Public Health Service and World 
Health Organization give hope 
that something can be done, that 
the problem is closer to eventual 
solution.

New Statutes 
Are Published 

Frankfort, June 23 (Spl.) -
The same day most of the laws 
enacted by the 1958 Kentucky 
General Assembly went into ef­
fect-June 19 - the 1958 Ken­
tucky Revised Statutes contain­
ing these laws were available for 
distribution. 
· This marks the first time in 
history that the KRS covering the 
new laws were ready at the same 
time the laws become effective, 
said Lt. Gov. Harry Lee Water­
field, chairman and director of 
the Kentucky Legislative Re­
search Commission, which pub­
lishes the Kentucky Revised Sta­
tutes. 

Anyone who already has an of­
ficial set of the statutes may 
bring it up to date with new re­
placement chapteJ;"S. Complete 
new statute books are also avail­
able, the lieutenant governor 
said. Both the replacement parts 
and new sets are available at cost 
from the commission. 

Some of the laws enacted by the 
recent legislature do not become 
effective until a later date. Chief 
among these are the Uniform 
Commercial Code, effective in 
1960, and certain provisions of 
the motor vehicle registration 
law and the state's new truck tax 
law, which become effective in 
1959. The commission will distri­
bute KRS chapters pertaining to 
"delayed effective" legislation at 
a later date. 

Emergency chapters containing 
legislation which became effec­
tice immediately were distribut­
ed last April.

Prevented Owens 
Acquiring Wealth 

The great Negro Olympic sprinter 
of the 1930's, Jesse OWens, could be 
a wealthy man if he wanted to 
make money, reports an article in 
the July Reader's Digest. But he 
hasn't the time: he is too buly 
helping several thousand s 1 u m 
youngsters in their strug-gle for a 
better life. And his reward is the 
affection of all Chicago. 

In the article, "The SOlid Gold 
Champion," Carl Wall writes that 
during the past nine years, not 
one member of his South Side Boy's 
Club has been in serious trouble 
with the law. Jesse Owens has 
helped hundreds of them get spare­
time and vacation jobs which often 
meant ·the difference in eating and 
not eating. He has talked fathers 
out of spending their paychecks 
on liquor, talked parents out of 
divorce. He has rolled out of bed 
on wintry nights when one of his 
Boy's Club members was arrested. 
Magistrates have given many a boy 
a second chance because of his 
eloquent appeal. 

Jesse Owen's own life proves to 
the youngsters they don't need 
money or "the breaks" to get 
ahead. The seventh child in an 
Alabama sharecropper's family of 
11, Jesse has been so hungry that 
potato peelings tasted good. After 
the family moved north to Cleve­
land, he got a job in a shoe-repair 
shop, and shined shoes from the 
sixth grade through high school. 

He 'tells his boys today: "Nobady 
sneered at me because I shined 
shoes, or because I was a Ne,g ro. 
The kids elected me president of 
the Student Council. Don't carry a 
chip on your shoulder because yow· 
skin happens to be ·black." 

He ran a freight elevator, worked 
in a gas station and was a page 
in the Ohio House of Represen­
tatives to pay his way through Ohio 
State University. It took him eight 
years of rllg'ged training to get a 
place on the Olympic t eam. 

The ;toughest kids tell their prob­
lems to Jesse, and he listens-and 
helps. "My experience," he says, 
"has been that very few young­
sters are really bad; others can be 
saved by adults. Many ambitious 
youngsters are willing to work 
desperately to get thetru>elves out 
of anenvh·onment created by their 
'parents; a few friendly words at 
the right time may make the differ­
ence-like a starting block for a 
sprinter."
