Non-Farm Businesses 
In Floyd Set At 484, 
Tax Reports Show 

Special To The Times 
New York, Oct. 20- The spirit 

of individual enterprise is still 
flourishing in Floyd county, judg­
ing by the rate at which new 
businesses have been springing 
up. 

Local residents, with the urge 
to be on their own, have raised 
the county's non-farm business 
population to a new high. 

The story is told in a joint re­
port, just issued by the Depart­
ment of Commerce and by the 
Department of Health, Education 
and Welfare, based on tax re­
ports submitted by employers un­
der the Old Age and Survivor 
Insurance Program for 1956. 

Many of the new ventures do 
not survive the difficult first five 
years, but enough do to justify 
the risk entailed. 

Floyd county, by virtue of this 
net growth, has a total of 484 
business enterprises in which 
there are one or more employees, 
the report shows. 

It marks a big increase over 
the 410 recorded three years ear­
lier, when the same federal agen­
ices made their previous study. 

The gain, amounting to 18.0 
per cent, was greater than that 
attained generally in the United 
States an average of 6.4 percent. 
It topped, also, the state of Ken­
tucky gain, which was 13.8 per 
cent. 

Small business is well-estab­
lished in Floyd county, the fig­
ures show. There are 443 firms, 
or 92 per cent of the total, with 
less than 20 employees each. 
They form the backbone of the 
business community. 

Their concentration ls greater 
than in most parts of the United

A special meeting of the City 
Council wi1l be held Friday to 
consider adoption of the proposed 
city budget of $81,134. 

The budget was submitted at 
Monday night's Council meeting, 
but extra time was taken for its 
consideration before it is to be 
brought to a vote. 

The proposed budget provides 
for expenditures of $8,110 above 
those of the year ending Oct. 31, 
this year. . 

The increase provided for are 
on these items: 

Mayor (expenses), $1,400, an 
increase of $200; street and sew­
er repair, supplies and extra la­
bor, $5,440, an increase of $3,-
500; volunteer firemen, fires and 
drills, $2,000, up $650 over pres­
ent expenditures ; fire truck re­
pairs, $200 (this item not in pres­
ent expenditures); street and 
traffic lights, $5,000, $200 above 
the present figure; repayment of 
1957-58 deficit, $8,000, which is 
$4,000 above the present fund. 

Recapitulation of the proposed 
budget shows these funds to be 
earm arked: 

General salary expense, $5,700; 
street department expense, $J2,-
640; traffic department, $3,300; 
police department, $15,222; fire 

department, $7,881; sanitation de­
partment, $10,406; general ad­
ministration, $25,965. 

General administration ex­
pense, biggest single item in the 
proposed budget, covers city jail 
expenses, supplies and feeding of 
prisoners; printing and publish­
ing expenses; half of employees• 
insurance; workmen's compensa­
tion; street and traffic lights: 
Municipal building, cleaning serv­
ices; Fire Department building 
insurance and repairs; contribu­
tions, donations, salaries and sup­
plies. 

The estimated annual income of 
Prestonsburg was placed at $52,-
100, leaving a deficit of $29,034. 

Mayor Napier suggested an oc­
cupational tax similar to that 
which is now levied at Pikeville. 
This, it is estimated, would in­
crease the city income by $15,000 
but still leave a deficit of $14,-
034. 

The estimated income for the 
coming fiscal year was listed in 
this way: 

Property taxes, $SO,OOO; gar­
bage collection fees, $12,000; F­
cense fees (present), $1,500; police 
court collections, $3,600; parking 
meter collections, $5,000.

With another election of county school board mem­
bers ending as this is written, it becomes more and 
more apparent that countywide election of mem­
bers of boards of education is a method that should 
be adopted. 

Left standing on the staute books as it now is, the 
school election law will make necessary, two years 
hence, another election such as has just been held. 
And two years is not long enough to wait. The wounds 
left by the present campaign will not have attained 
the decency of scars by that time-they yet will be 
festering sores. 

Once every four years, and a battle royal, county­
wide, is preferable to the biennial internecine poli­
tical conflict that is a school election under present 
law. 

A new law to provi'de for countywide election of 
l.Joard members, and the term of the county superin­
te!1dent of schools to expire with the expiration of 
board members' terms, is needed. This, surely, can be . 
written so as not to curtail the terms of present 
superintendents, and if that objection can be met 
we fail to see room for any other valid criticism of the 
countywide method. 

The Kentucky Education Association and the county 
superintendents in Kentucky should give serious con­
sideration to a change. Without their support, it be­
came evident at the last session of the Legislature, 
there will be no change.

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bankers on the Commission, hotly 
challenged this statement. 

In connection with the Com­
mission appointment City Treas­
urer Wesley Campbell read at 
the Council meeting a letter ad­
dressed to City Clerk Judith D. 
Archer from Charles A. Hinsch 
& Co., Cincinnati, fiscal agent for 
the city. Mrs. Archer as City 
Clerk had notified the firm of the 
Mayor's appointment of Mr. Rob­
erts and of his administering the 
oath of office to Adrian Collins, 
the third member, who had pre­
viously been named to fill the 
vacancy created by the death of 
H. D. Fitzpatrick, Sr. 

The Cincinnati firm pointed 
out that, according to the ordi­
nance establishing the Utility 
Commission, appointment of 
members must be approved by 
the original purchaser or pur­
chasers of the Prestonsburg wa­
ter and sewer revenue bonds is­
sued Nov. 1, 1956. 

"We represented a group of 
bond firms," Hinsch & Com­
pany's letter said, "in the pur­
chase of these bonds and before 
approving any appointment it is 
necessary that the entire group 
of purchasers be satisfied as to 
the appointment and give us the 
authority to approve such action. 
Before approving any appoint­
ment to the Commission it will 
be necessary that we and other 
members of our purchasing 
group be satisfied that the ap­
pointment meets with the appro­
val of the Mayor, members of 
the City Council and the Utility 
Commission. Our reason for this 
is that our experience has shown 
that where harmony does not 
exist among these groups and 
particularly among its own mem­
bers, it only leads to friction 
which is always detrimental to 
the successful operation of the 
utility system." 

Continuing, the letter said: 
"We will also need some infor­

mation to show that the indivi­
dual being appointed is qualified 
to carry out the duties required 
as a member of this Commission. 
We would like to point out that 
before the water and sewer rev­
enue bonds were issued the pres­
ent members of the Utility Com­
mission were approved by us only 
after careful consideration as 
they appeared to have all the 
qualifications to warrant our ap­
proval, such as their appointment 
was agreeable to the Mayor and 
members of the City Council and 
they were all experienced busi­
ness men . . . It was therefore 
assumed that they would be 
maintained in office, provided 
they carried out their duties in 
the proper manner. 

"Consequently, we believe that 
the present members should be 
re-appointed wherever possible, 
and we would recommend that 
Mr. Hagewood be re-appointed 
to the Commission provided he is 
willing to accept such appoint­
ment, as the Utility Commission, 
as presently constituted, has 
done an exceedingly good job in 
the management and operation 
of the utility system." 

Hinsch & Company emphasiz­
ed that the recommendations 
made in its letter "is not criti­
cism of the individual being con­
sidered for his (Hagewood's) re­
placement as we are not familiar 
with the person and have nothing 
either for or against him." It 
agreed that a replacement to fill 
the vacancy created by the death 
of Mr. Fitzptrick is necessary and 
that information requested as to 
Mr. Roberts also pertains to that 
replacement. 

A representative of Hinsch & 
Company will confer with city 
officials and Council members 
here, November 19, it was said.

James Proctor Knott, governor 
of Kentucky from 1883 to 1887, be­
came dean of Centre College Law 
School in 1894. He soon became quite 
popular with young people, whom 
he delighted in his private library 
with talk of books and of his varied 
experiences in his long career as a 
lawyer and a public servant. 

One of his young friends passed 
on an interesting anecdote he heard 
from the lips of the former gover­
nor just one year before a crippling 
stroke forced Knott ·to ~·etire from 
teaching.

Drayman May 
Have Confused 
Goebel Statues 

According to tradition, the statue 
of Former Gov. William Goebel in 
front of the Capitol was not in­
tended to stand there. 

The story, says in the Economic 
Security Department's Newsletter, 
that this statue, sponsored by and 
paid for by the Women's Monumen­
tal Fund, was intended for the mar­
tyred governor's grave in Frankfort 
Cemetery. 

Furthermore, says the magazine 
in reviewing the lengend, the statue 
gracing the grave was not intended 
for that spot but was to be placed 
in front of 'the Capitol. This statue 
was paid for with a $20,000 Legis­
lative appropriations. 

The two statues, it seems, were 
delivered in Frankfort at the same 
time, possibly arriving from the 
same foundry. In Frankfort they 
were handled by the same dray­
ing firm which inadvertently mixed 
the two When the mistake was dis­
covered it was too late to switch the 
statues. 

The Newsletter says it has not 
established whether this bit of tra­
dition is founded on fact. 

Says the publication: 
"However . . . it is not difficult 

to believe that a mix-up in delivery 
might have taken place. The statue 
at the front end of the main en­
trance to the New Capitol shows 
Goebel in repose, while the one 
which marks his grave in the Frank­
foPt Gemetery depicts him in vari­
ous action, delivering one of the 
fiery orations for which he was 
distinguished."
